Thig step was necessary, because under
the Russian system the administra~-
tion of this rallroad is in the hands of
the minister of finance.: Isvolsky’s plan
contemplates ~the retirement. of the
railroad company from the field of
municipal administraticn, and the sub-
stitution - of ‘a government similar to
that pertaining in other treaty ports,
but with the participation of the Chi-
nese residéntsl’ ¢

IN NEW YORK

Banker, dnvelved in Litigation,
Ends’ Life by Inhaling
© L Gas.

New York, March 5.—Made despond-
ent by ill Health and the collapse of a
number of financial and industrial un-
dertakings he had launched, Frank C.
Hollins, 0 years of age, the well-
known Wall street banker, committed
sulcide yesterday by inhaling illumin-
ating gas.

The banker was the lessee of a pre-
téntious residence in East Sixty-eighth
street, but . this he sublet six months
ago when his health compelled his re-
moval to a sanatorium.

. Hollins at pne time held an import-
ant position with his brother’s firm,
H, B. Hollins & Co., but in 1886, follow-
ing some disagreement, he left to en-
gage in company promoting, particular-
ly of straw pulp manufacturing
schemes. Among the companies in
which he was interested and in con-
neétion with which he was involved
last year in litigation amounting to
more than $1,000,000, were the Union
Railway -Power & Electric Company,
the  Federal Manufacturing & Specialty
Company, Electric Pulp & Paper Com-
pany, Consolidated Paper & Mills Com-
pany, and the Consolidated Railway
Industrialg Straw Paper Company.

In 1886 Hollins became.a director of
the Lake HErie & Western Railroad
Compahy. He was chairman -of the
stockholders’ com:uittee of reorganiza-’
tion, and successfully carried through
their plans,

ON PACIFIC OGEAN

Aki Maru Keeps in Touch With
Shore Throughout
Voyage.

With its wireless equipment the Nip-
pon Yusen Kaisha steamship Aki Maru
has performed the feat of completing
the passage of 4,240 miles from Yoko-
hama, Japan, to Victoria without be-
ing out of communication with either
shore, says the Seattle Post-Intelligen-
cer. A report of the achievement was
made upon the arrival of the steam-
ship in Seattle at noon yesterday,

Capt. J. Nagao, master of ' the Aki
Maru, explains that the wireless ser-
vice was maintained by the aid of
other vessels of his line and govern-
ment stations in Japan and British Co-
Iumbia. To a point in the Pacific more
than 1,000 miles off the Japanese coast
the instruments were almost constant-
ly taking messages, direct from the
Japanese land station. As the Aki pro-
ceeded toward America she was passed
by another steamship in the Nippon
Yusen Kaisha fleet, bound for Japan.
By relaying messages, communication
with Japan was unbroken until a
steamship was picked up proceeding
out of Puget Sound, which was able to
relay messages to stations on the west
coast of Vancouver island.

The steamers of the Nippon Yusen
Kaisha fleet were among the first
‘trans-oceanic steamships to install
wirelese anparatus, The service was at

PROSPECTS OF
BIG COAL STRIKE

OFFICIALS OF UNITED
MINE WORKERS MEET

Expiration of Agreement With
Operators on March 31
is Discussed.

Wilkesbarre, Pa,, March 5.—The an-
thracite district officers of the United
Mine Works of America are in session
heré to-day with Thomas L. Lewis, the
national presideént, and about half of
the forty national organizers now in
the ‘hard coal, fields, going over their
demands and arranging to submit them
to the operators, President Lewis ar-
rived here last night from Philadelphia
and is making his headquarters in the
same hotel from which John Mitchell
directed the great strike of 1902,

Despite the denials made last night
Mr. Lewis admitted that he had seen
President Baer, of the Reading Com-
pany, in Philadelphia yesterday, but he
declined to disclose what was discussed
at the confereace. It is unders}ood,
however, that his sole purpose in call-
ing on Mr, Baer wag to arrange for a
conference with all-the operators in
New - York, probably next week.

The conference took up the ques-
tions of an eight-hour day, the collec-
tions of dues. for the unions by the
companies known as the ‘“check-off
gystem,” the weighing of coal and the
increase in pay for outside men, There
are other demands, but these are the
most important -ones.

Following their rule, the members of
the conference decline to discuss the
present situation for publication, but
it is expected that President Lewis,
with the g¢onsent of the others present,
will make a statement this afternoon
with regard to to-day’s conference.

After to-day’s meéting President
Lewis will leave for Indianapolis to
confer with the bituminous members of
the general committee in charge of the
anthracite miners’ demands, after
which it is probable the scene will shift
to New York. -

Mr. Lewis saidyto-day he hoped to
meet the operators In that city next
week. There is much speculation as to
what the outcome of the negotiations
will be, The miners look for a suspen-
sion at the expiration of the present
agreement on March 31st until negotia-
tions are concluded. They believe their
demandg will be. declined at first, but
hope at last to-reach some compromise.
The forty national organizers in the
field are busy. .recruiting the union,
thousands of jtsjmembers having let
their dues l4pse” since’ the last strike.’}

WHOLESOME ADVICE
FOR NEWSPAPER EDITORS

Ex-President Roosevelt Writes
His First Editorial in New
York‘v‘Outlook.

New York, March 5—The first edi-
toria] article from thé pen of former
President Roosevelt, which appears in
the March issue of the Outlook, deals
with the subject of “Journalfsm.” It
says, in part:

“Every owner, editor or reporter of a
conscientious newspaper is an asset of
rea] value to the community. We have
many newspapers, big and little, of this
kind. But we also have many that are
emphatically not of this kind.

“Diring the last few years it has be-
come evident that certain newspapers
are controlled by men who have gained
wealth in evil fashion, who desired to
stifle honsest public opinion” and who
find an instrument in the purchased
mendacity of those who edit and write
for such papers.”” - i

Mr. Roosevelt then pays his respects
to “The Apostles of that hideous yel-
low journalism which defies the cult
of the mendacious; the sensational and
the insane.”

In conclusion he refers to another
“type of temptation which has' great
fascination for men of cultivation and
which is quite as fatal to their uss-
fulness as yellow journalism.”

He says of these:

“A -newspaper which aveids vulgar
sensationalism, which appeals to peo-
ple of - taster and intelligence, may
nevertheless do them grave harm and
its own  rather narrow
limits an element of serious mischief;
for it may habitually and consistently
practice a malign and slandérous un-
truthfulness which,” though more re-
fined, is as immeral as sensationalism.

‘“A ‘cultivated man of good intelli-
gence who has acquired the ‘knack of
saying bitter things, but who lacks the
robustness to fight alone among men is
apt, iIf his nature has anything of
meanness or untruthfulness, to git' in
cloistered aloofness and to endeavor by
an unceasing output of slander to bol-
ster up his own uneasy desire to be
considered superior.

“Now, a paper edited by men of this
stamp does not have much popular in-
fluence, but it may exert a real in-
fluence for evil by the way in which it
teaches young men of good education
that decent and upright men are. as
properly the subjects for foul attacks
as the most debased .corruptionist; that
efficiency and wickedness are inter-
changeable and that the correct atti-
tude to adopt in facing the problems of
our time is one of sneering and sup-
ercilious untruthfulness.”

PREFERS DEATH TO
IMPRISONMENT FOR LIFE

Savis said he was employed by the

Knickerbocker hotel for thirteen
months as sidewalk man. As he was
sweeping the refuse from the sidewalk,
he said, he saw the necklace lying in
the gutter with some rubbish,

After going to his room that night
he said he examined the pearls more
closely, and discovered a valuable dia-
mond set in the small clasp. He kept
the necklace in his trunk after that,
little dreaming, he declares, its real
worth. He examined show windows
for similar necklaces, hoping thereby
to get an idea of the valué of the
Jewels, but found they ranged from 23
cents to thousands of dollars.

U. S. A. SENDS DISEASED
SHIPMENTS TO BRITAIN

Shocking Disclosures Made hy
Medical Officer at Lon-
don Port.

London, 'March 5.—Startling allega-
tions concerning the diseased condi-
tion of some recent consignments of
American meat are contained in a re-
port by Dr., Williams, medical officer
of the port of London, presented to the
city council.at the Guildhall yesterday.

In a shipment of meat that arrived
on February 2nd, consisting of ‘tongues,
kidneys, liver, tripe, lamb plu¢ks and
sweetbreads, Dr, Williams reports that
he found 528 sheep livers and 130 lungs
diseased out of a total of 2,400, There
were also three hundred frozen hog
carcasces ~~ board this ship, of which
15 were minus 'the lymphatic. glands.
One carcase was affected with tuber-
culosis, ¥

“There is no necessity,” he declared,
‘“of removing the lymphatic glands un-
less with some specific object, and pre-
sumably in the cases of the 15 carcases
found without glands they had been
discovered, on inspection in the United
States, to show some evidence of dis-
ease.”

Continuing, Dr. Williams pointed out
that in the above consignment more
than six hundred cases of' tongues,
livers, plucks, etc., bore an official tag
that they had been inspected and pass-
ed as sound in the country of exporta-

" tion,

The city council decided to forward
Dr, Williams’ report to the local gov-
ernment board, with the idea that
the statements therein be brought to
the notice of United States Ambassa-
dor Reid and the sanitary authori-
ties, and that earnest representations
be made to the board to give this mat-
ter attention in the interests of the
public health, A number of members
of the health committee commented
on the conditions set forth in Dr. Wil-
liams’ report.

“If such abominable filth as diseased
liver has been eaten by the poor,’” they
said, ‘it will lead to an increase of the
terrible™ disease of cancer.” A

They declared the question to be one
of national importance, affecting the
‘health of the whole United Kingdom,

Smithsonian Expedition Wil
Commence Overland Jour-
ney on April 21.
