Washington, Aug. 12.—It is officially
admitted that bubonie plague has brok-
en out again in San Francisco, although
the Marine hospital authorities and the
local health officers in San Francisco
were quite confident that the scourge
had been permanently driven out.

- On the 17th of March there was
one case in San Francisco. Then there
was no further appearance of | e
until June 5th, when one ecase, resuiting
fatally, was discovered. In July three
cases, all fatal, appeared. They were
on the 15th,  20th and 21st ef the
month,

The Marine hospital service is still
taking heroic measures to purify China-
town and to drive the plague infection
from the city, but the task seems al-
most hopeless at times, Although the
San Francisco newspapers do not print
the news about the plague sitnation,
and in fact do mot admit.that 'plague
exists, the local health authorities have
abandoned ithe efort to conceal the
facts,
