Sir Wilfrid Declares That Railway Must Be
All on Canadian Soil and. Terminate

at Canadi

an Ports.

Quebec, Oect. 5.—Sir Wilfrid Lauriex

opened his campaign to-night by ap-
pealing to the Liberal electors of Quebec
East who for twenty-seven years have
been proud to have him as their repre-
sentative, to again accept him as their
candidate; at the same time rendering
to them an account of his stewardship.
The meeting was of a nature of ,which
any statesman might well be proud. The
Liberals anticipated his wishes immedi-
ately upon his entering the hall by pre<
senting him with an address requesting
him to again honor them by carrying
the standard and promising as in the
past to do their duty, leaving him per-
fectly free to perform his duty as leader
of the party.

Earlier in the evening Sir Wilfrid was
banqueted by the Club Canadienne, a
recently formed Liberal organization, at
their handsome club rooms in the Audi-
torium building, which are the centre of
Liberalism in that district. At the ban-
quet the minister of justice,”Hon. MTr.
Power, of Quebec West; Mr. Malouin,
of Quebec Centre; Mr. Fitzpatrick, of
Quebec County,
members of the provincial cabinet were
present.

From the Club Canadienne Sir Wil-
frid was taken by a four-in-hand and
escorted by the local Liberal clubs
with half a dozen bands to Jacques
Cartier hall in Quebec East. . In spite
of the pouring rain thousands on the
streets cheered the honored Premier.
Jacques Cartier hall was filled at 7.30.
The seats were taken out and the people
stood jammed closely together until the
close of the proceedings. It was mine
o’clock when the Premier arrived, his ap-

pearance being greeted with cheer after !
cheer, which were frequently renewed {

during the address. Premier Parent pre-
sided. The Premier made his address in
replying to the address from the Liberals
of Quebec East. Among other speakers
were Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick, Rodolph
Lemieux, Hon. Mr. Turgeon and Sen-
ator Chouquette.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier was received with
another great outburst of cheering as he
rose to reply. At the outset he assured
the electors frankly that the object of
his visit was to ask them to again accept
him as their candidate, but that they had
forestalled his request. No representa-
tive in Canada had reason to be prouder
of representing any constituency than
he.

The kimd words of the address had
_.been penned by friends, but he asked
whether the electors of ‘the constituency
generally endorsed the sentiment uttered
and the reply was a mighty yell of ap-
probation. He referred to his service of
twenty-seven years as representative of
Quebee East and amid a renewed out-
burst of cheers assured the electors that
as long as Providence spared him and
he rétained their confidence he would
represent no other constituency. Al-
though many things had changed one
thing that had not changed was the Lib-
eralism of Quebec East, and the Premier
made a touching reference to those pre-
sent of the small number of friends who
greeted him on his first appearance as a
political candidate in Quebec. Sir Wil-
frid contrasted the position of Canada
among the natiops now with what it was
when he became Premier, and he com-
plimented the electors that if he had been
able to make Canada better known they
had enabled him to render a service to
the country at large.

Touching upon the prospects of the
coming campaign Sir Wilfrid said he
again expected to be elected in Quebec
East, and the audience responded with
enthusiastic cheers.

The Grand Trunk Pacific.

The Grand Trunk Pacific enterprise
was plainly a popular theme with the
audience. Sir Wilfrid explained that the
object in constructing a mnew transcon-
tinental railway was to have a mailway
from ocean to ocean entirely upon Can-
adian territery. Canada now had a
transcontinental railway constructed by
the Conservative government but one-
third of it ran through United States ter-
ritory. It had fallen to his lot to repair
the mistake of Sir John Macdonald and
he asserted with emphasis, amid cheers,
renewed again and again, that every inch
of the Grand Trunk Pacific would be built
upon Canadian territory and Canada
would no longer be at the mercy of the
United States who could at any time cut
the C. P. R., and who knows what the
United States may not do. He added,
that the second reason for the construc-
tion of the Grand Trunk Pacific was to
open up, colonize and develop the coun-
try through which it passes.

Replying to objections advanced by the
opposition that the line from Moncton to
Quebec would parallel the Intercolonial,
Sir Wilfrid pointed out that the fact that
the C. P. R. between Montreal and Que-
bec paralleled the G. T. R., which was
already in existence, did not prevent the
Conservative government from allowing

Dealing with the complaint of Mr, Bor-
den and the opposition that the project
would cost too much Sir Wilfrid review-
ed the financial side of the contract with
the Grand Trunk Pacific, and the state-
| ments he has previously made that the
cost to the country would be $15,000,000
or less than one year’s surplus, was the
signal for renewed cheers. Sir Wilfrid
justified the government in building a
portion of the railway and allowing the
| Grand Trunk Pacific to build the re-
' mainder on the ground of the importance
of controlling the section around Lake
Superior over wlich immigrants are car-
ried into-the Northwest and the grain of
the Northwest must find an outlet to the
markets of the world.

End to End Canadian,

Cheers greeted the declaration by Sir
Wilfrid that he had absolutely declined
to entertain a proposal of the Grand
Trunk railway to build a line from North
Bay to the Pacific ocean, and he had in-
formed the prometers that if they want-
i ed public money in aid of their project
the line must run from ocean to ocean
on Canadian soil and terminate in Can-
adian ports. He expressed the ufmost
confidence that the railway policy of the
government would be accepted and en-
dorsed, not only by the province of Que-
bee, but by the province of Ontario and
all the other provinces of the Dominion.
| (Cheers.)

Dealing with the assertions that the
Grand Trurk Pacific would carry
Canadian grain to the United States
ports, the Premier quoted from the
contract to show that one of the first
conditions imposed was that it should
| go by Canadian ports, and furthermore
| the general provisions were such that it

was made to the interests of tha Grand
Trunk Pacitic Company to send wheat
, to Quebec instead of to Portland. The
| Conservatives did not object to the con-
| structioh of a second transcontinental
!-1':xi1'w;1y. but to the project as submitted
by the government. Sir Wilfrid declared
himself opposed to government ownership
of railways, and quoted the experience of
the Intercoionial, which has not paid a
cent of interest on the investment, as an
illustration and justification of the gov-
ernment’s position. Fhe government of
the Dominion could not operate steam-
ships and construct and operate hotels
and cther auxiliary departments of mod-
ern railways as did the C. P. R,

The Fiscal Question,

Replying to criticisms by Mr, Borden,
who said that the government had no
settled policy oa its fiscal question, Sir
Wilfrid asked the leader of the opposi<
| tion to define the term “adequate protec-
ition." whiech might mean . anything or
nothing; then the people would know
what the policy of the opposition was.
The government had solved. the tariff
question in a practical way. Since 1897
duties have been reduced for the benefit
of the consumers. . (Cheers.) The noise
of the manufacturer which they had pre-
dicted would no longer be heard in the
land if the Liberals were returned to
power, still disturbed the serenity of the
opposition and tke churches remained
open. (Lavgzhter.)

Hurricane of Cheering.

There were, however, still great things
to be done, and it would be his privilege
with the approval of the electors to con-
tinue the policy he had adopted for the
development of this great Dominion. The
eleetors of Quebee BEast had told in an
address that he need not be anxious
about his constitueney, but to go and do
his work throughout the country as
leader of the great Liberal party and to
leave himself in their hands with the full
assurance that as in the past they would
do their duty to their candidate, to the
Dominion and to the great cause of Lib-
eralism. He accepted themy at their
word and would rely upon them,

In conclusion, amid a perfect hurricane
of cheering, Sir Wilfrid assured the
electors that he had received most en-
couraging reports from every province,
that he would be among them on the 3rd
of November, and that on that day
when the news flashed over the wires
from every portion of the Dominion it
would be that his motto, “Canada first,
always Canada,” had again been trium-
phantly endorsed by the Canadian peo-
ple.

PIONEER’S DEATH.

Thonras Storey Passed Away Tuesday
Morning at Jubilee Hospital.

Barly Tuesday morning Thomas Storey
passed away at the Jubilee hospital. He
was one of Victoria’s pioneers, having
been a resident ever since 1860, when
the present city was but a village, in-
habited by a few Hudson’s Bay officials
and Indians. Mr. Storey had been ail-
ing for weeks.

Mr. Storey was born in Lynn, Norfolk,
England, and wag 84 years of age. - He
emigrated from the Old Country in about
1858, taking passage fin a sailing vessel
bound for the West Coast of North Am-
erica. Among the passengers in the same
ship were ex-Judge Walkem and others
now wellknown in Victoria. Arriving
at San Francisco he took up his resi-
dence there for a year. About that time
the California gold excitement was pre-
vailing, and Mr. Storey caught the fever
and joined the tush to the gold fields.
Afterwards he continued north umtil
reaching Viectoria.

As already mentioned, he arrived here
for the first time in the year 1860. Mr.
Storey immediately established himself
in business. He secured a small build-
ing fronting on what is now known as
Government street. It was on the lot at
present occupied by the B. C. Furniture
Company’s furniture store. He also be-
came a contractor, and soon established
a flourishing business. For years he
continued to follow his calling, but the
gradual development of the town in-
creased the value of property, and its
sale finally made it necessary for Mr.
Storey to find another location. He se-
cured offices on Johnson street, between
Government and Douglas streets, which
he occupied until a few years ago, when
it became necessary for him to retire
from active life. 5

During the many years he has resided
here Mr. Storey acquired considerable
property. He firmly believed that there
was a prosperous future for Vietoria. It
was with this in view that he secured
real estate in different residential parts
of the city. The wisdom of this has al-
ready been proved, the properties having
increased in value to a great extent since

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GRAND JURY PRESSES -
FOR BETTER BUILDING

Comments on Shooting by Lads Within
€ity Limits—Objects to Parading
of Chain Gang.

Twuwesday afternoon the grand jury
entered the Assize court and submitted
the following presentment:

To the Honorable Mr. Justice Martin:

May It Please Your Lordship—We, the
members of the grand jury of the assizes
now fin sessiom, in accordance with your
suggestion that we should visit and report
on some of the Victoria public institutions,
beg respectfully to submit the following:

Esquimalt Lock-Up.

We cannot too strongly condemn - this
building, which is not fit to place amyone
in for even a few hours, and should, In our
opinion, be pulled down and a proper lock-
up, if required, erected in its place, with
suitable samitary conveniences, which are
entirely lacking in the present premises.

Marine Hospital.

We were greatly pleased with this Insti-
tution, which has all been thoroughly
renovated, and is, in our opinion, in every
way suitable for the purposes for which it
I1s required. The caretakér, Mr. Unwin,
showed us over the building and pointed
out the improvements that have recently
been made. Electric lighting has been in-
stalled, an operating moom fitted up, and
storm windows placed all round the build-
ing. There were only two patients in the
hospital at the-time of our visit, both of
whom were satisfled with their accommo-
dation and treatment.

The City Lock-Up.

A visit w#s made to this department of
police administration, and was found in as
| satisfactory a condition as lecation will
permit. We would recommend that better
lighting and ventilation be secured if at
all possible. Chief Langley drew our at-
tention to the patrol wagon, which he
stated had paid the expenses of its upkeep,
and had met the needs of the department.

The Provincial Jail

This institution was found to be in ex-
cellent condition, the entire building being
scrupulously clean, and the general com-
duet of its affairs most thorough. There
are at present twenty-three prisoners, the
lowest mumber for many years; the general
health is good. We congratulate the gov-
ernment upon having such an efficient
warden as Mr. Johns.

We would recommend that the marching
through the public streets of certain prison-
| ers to and from the grounds at Govern-
ment House, or to any other part of the
city where their labors may be required,
be discontinued, for we are strongly of
the opinion that the disgracing of offenders
Is not calculated to have satisfactory re-
sults aupon thelr characters. We would
suggest that instead of their being escort-
ed, followed by the man with a gun, that
they be conveyed to their sphere of labor
In an enclosed vehicle,

The Reformatory.

This. institution is in charge of Major
Mutter, with Mr. Halliday as instructor.
Both these gentlemen have the best inter-
ests of the inmates at heart, and are en-
deavoring to mould their characters aright.
The building was found to be very clean,
but not altogether suited to the purpose.
We were informed, however, that the In-
dustrial Home at Vancouver will seen be
completed, when the boys will be trans-
ferred to improved conditions.

The Jubilee Hospital.

We beg to report that this imstitution
appears to be well managed; that its
equipment is thoroughly up-to-date, and
with the splendid addition known as the
“Strathcona Wing” ‘the hospital seems
well-nigh complete.

It is a matter of congratulation that we
have so many public-spirited citizens who
have so generously aided in the furnishing
of the new section.

The Old Men's Home.

We think the buillding a standing dis-
grace to the city of Victoria, and would
urgently request the authorities to take
immediate steps to secure.a suitable site
and construct a building as shall meet
the special needs of such an institution.

The present building Is a mere shack,
and in a deplorable condition, and quite in-
adequate for the purposes for which it is
used. We would respectfully submit that
the new site be far removed from the
present environs, where the outlook for
the old men shall be brighter and less sug-
gestive of the closing scene in life’s drama.

We would also add that, in our opinion,
Mr. MecIntosh, the caretaker, makes the
best of an old building, and evidently
takes an interest in his work.

There is still another matter to which
we respectfully draw Your Lordship’s at-
tention. We have been informed that there
is too much shooting by lads within the
city limits during the present season, espe-
cially in the vicinity of Hillside avenue,
where a well known citizen narrowly escap-
ed serious injury only a few days since,
and where certain residents almost fear to
step outside of the house. We think that
immediate steps should be taken to stop
this nuisance and remove this source of
danger.
