Where do Salmoa Feed ?

There is no family of tish more intarest-
ing than the salmon, aad in no other
fishery have the benefics of artiticial pru-
pagation beeu more clearly demonstrared.
The homing instinct of the salinon enabled
the propagstors of fry to learn atshe
begioning of their work, that it was
worth doing. S.mon hatched ic any
stream u;u-]ly return to that stréam
when they are of spawung age.
T.ae propagators reared salmon to the
size of tingerliuge, warked them and
tarned them lovse. lu due time tie
marked fish retarned and were caught in
the home stream. [v is & curions f.ot
however, that mn spite of tne homing
1nstinet, salmon are found at the spawning
season in the brackish water at the foot
of Alaskan glaciers, where it is bslieved
no ftish was ever hatched. Another
curious fact, learned throngh narking the
artificially prop:gaed ftish, is that »
fingerhing weighing from ome to two
ounces mny grow to weigh from two to
ten poundsin six or eight months and in
two years a weight of forty pounds has
neen reached. The growth depends, of
cou-se, on the food supply. But where
salwon feed and what they fesd on nsve
not yet been learned. It :s supposed thut
they-tind small mariue animals so nuwmer-
ous n their deep-sea Imuants thut they
swim about as in a soup. Perhaps the
deep ses haunts will some time be dis-
covere.l.—Succese,

Stop the Leaks.

Every farmer should, by a simple
system of bk keeping, keep a careful
check on his receivts and expenditures, so
a8 to know exactly whieh of his farmung
ouverationa are yieiding him a profic, which
are conducted at a loss, and which aie
causing him merely tuv ‘“mark time.”
