CASE.

(Montreal Witness, liberal.) -

The verdict of the jury im the Tarte-
Grealsr iibel case will be regarded by
the public as a just and reasvnable
€re, in view especially of the cireum-
Stances undsr wihilch ‘the ' lbellous
Statements were wttersd. Fiom the
mstsuchaxexvnnnauonotﬂhemu
Was generally expected. To prove the
truth of each and all the charges com-
prehended in the Jibellous article woulld
alope have proved a very great task,

only to prove all the facts as to dnci-
dents alleged, buf to Justify the de-
ductions drawn from ‘the' facts and
opinions expressed thereupon. The
atfempt to justify the opinions and
Geductions drawn from the facts in
some of the cases failed, as it was
bound to do. The character of the
transactions could not but be a mat-
ter 5f opinion which Would vary sc-
cording to the point of view, clearness
of moril, and private standard of mor-
ality of the imen forming the jury. To
hope to convince éadh and every one
of the jury of each and every one of
the tninsactions, must have been #m-
rossible. It is quite evident that the
plaintiff’s own view of These fFansac-
tions which be admitted and Justified,
was ‘that there was mothing tmmoral
about them, and the demeanor must
have had considerable effect upon the
jurymen. ' Moreover some even of the
facts, allex>3, or at least those allezed
features of them which rendered them
culpable in appearance, were not
proved; in regard to one charge, were
even disproved by the plaintiff. But
it s doubtful whether had the dafen-
dant beem able to prove fthe truth of
all the facts and the justice of all the
deductions and opinions expressed
which went to make up the charges
contained in the libellous article, there
would have been, under the cireum-
stances surroundirg the publcation
of the Hbel, "any possibility of justify-
ing it. The plaintiff’s account of these
is that the defendant published the
article in question out of spite and
malice almost immediately after he
had declined to contribute a consider-
able amount of money %o the support
of a paper which the defendant was
establishing. The defendant ¢laimed
that the money he had demanded from
the plaintiff was dn satis?action of a
claim arising ouf of another matter
altogether. In any case the publca-
fion of such article immediately atter
such a repulse as, according to both
stories, ¢the defendant met could not
hut have been regarded Gy tHE jury
as at least to some degree emtering
inito the motive for the publcation of
the amticle

It was hopeless to expect to he abile
to convince a jury that immediately
following sych an incident, the article
was published wholl¥ in the public In-
terest and without any more personal
motive. There can be no Joubt tHat
the verdict is therefore a just on?,
and in accordance with the evidemce
as a whole. But it does not follow at
all that public opinion wiil, becanss of
the verdict, just as it is under the cir-
cumstances, hold that Mr. Tarte was
altogether vindicaféd as a result of
> trial. We have said thaf Mr,
 Tarte’s view of the character of the
mony was that they were not im-
moral, and his demeanor, while that of
perfeéct frankness and candor as Be
gave this view, had doubtléss s ef-
fect upon the jury im his favor. But
Mr. Tarnte will only mislead himself
if he subposes for one monemt that
the people of ifie ominion generally
will be similarly affected, mot to say
take the same view. Mr. Tarte told
ftow he accepted a large sum of money
from a mamn who desired to thave cer-
tain claims upcn the government
passed through the (législatute with-
out opposition. Mr, Parte says he did
not do anything to secure the pas-
sage of . the claim without opposition;
that he.merely ascertained from one
of the leaders of the assembly that the
claim would mot be opposed, and then |
he took the money on reporting this
assurance.

Thektaking of thé money under such
circoumstances is immoral. Mr. Tarte
says it was & good joke to get hold
of a political -opponent’s money to use
in the political Interests of his own
party.

THE TARTE-GRENIBR GASE
(Montreal Star, Ind.)

Public opinion upon the Hon. J.
Isragl Tarte and upon Mr. Grenier
will be little affected by the verdict
of guilty returned against the latter.
The ' people of Canada will have
formed their opinions upon the evi-
dence rather than upon the verdict.
The trial has not revealed amything
reflecting upon Mr. Tarte that was
not previously known to the public;
it ha.s only subjected the minister of
pub!k: works to the painful ordeal of
acknowledging under oath a mumber
of tramsactions which are of common
notoriety. As for the verdict, the rul-
ings. of the court have deprived it in
the eyes of observers of any great im
portance so far as regards Mr. Tarte.
Judge Wurtele in refecting questions
by the defence practically instructed
the jury that if but a single one of
the thirty or forty accusations made
by Mr. Grenler against Mr. Tarte
were shown to be untrue, it would
be their duty to bring In @ verdict of
guilty. This ruling of the learned
judge was hard on both Mr. Grenler
and Mr. Tarte, because while it made
it almost impossible for Mr. Grenier
to obtain an acquittal, it made it ab-
solutely impossible for Mr. Tarte to
obtain a vindleation of the great
mass of the accusations made agalnst
him. In another libel suit tried re-
cently in Montreal, another flearned
judge held that if an alleged libellous
article were shown to be substantially
true, it was not mecessary for the de-
fence to prove the truth of every single
accusation. It was also unfortunate
for Mr. Tarte that the court felt un-
der the mecessity of rullng out so
many questions put by Mr. Cornell-
ier, because the effect on the public
mind is to leave an impression that
the result of the trial as far as it con-
cerns Mr. Tarte is simply “not prov-
en.” Much sympathy was naturally |
created for Mr. Grenier by the fact
tkat before an atom of proof was
made against him, he was humiliated’
in the eyes of the jury and the pub-
lic by being placed in the prisoner’s
dock, and thus at the same time de-
prived @f the opportunity of confer-
ring with his counsel during the trial,
while the prosecutor enjoyed the ad-
vantage of comstant' consultation. It
is significant, and Mr. ‘Grenler is to
be congratulatéd upon the fact that
his honor in his address to the jury
made no allusion to the charge of
blackmailing that had been set up »y
the prosecution.

Than Usual This Year.

A 'leading shipper waid on the &th
that he believéd the lumber cut would
be small this winter, and that next
‘year would be a quiet one in the lum-
ber trade. ‘- The heavy stocks avail-
able on both sides of the Atlantic
would keep prices down this year, and
he believed ' next spring’s business
would open up on @ low range of
prices. To have a large output ' this
winter ‘would be to invite disaster to
the trade next year.

‘The chief reason for stating that
the cut would be small, he said, was
that as operations are conducted here
it is mecessary for the large buyers
to make advances to many opera-
tors.  They will not be disposed to
take any large risks in that way this
winter.  Small operators usually get
advances or supplies from merchants
near them. The latter will not care
to speculate largely on the present
outlook, which is anything but cheer-
ful as regards prices for a considerable |
time to come. 5,

In Nova Scotia the operators own
the lands outright. They feel that it
would pay them much better to let
their timber get another year’s growth
and come then on a buoyant market,
than to pour further stocks on an al-
ready over-loaded market amd be
compélled to sell at unprofitable prices.
The growth of the timber will pay
the interest on their investment in it,
and they run no risk. ;

Of course there will be a good deal
of lumber cut in both provinces. Mill
owners will want to get out enough
to keep them running at least to a
moderate extent. But there will be
no general rush to get out logs as
there was dast year, in expectation of
high prices. The shippers do mot look
for high prices, and will not contract.
ahead for stock to anything like the
extent they did last fall and winter.
And without that stimulus there must
be ‘a notable falling off in the aggre-
gate cut. Growing timber is a much
better asset tham dead trees on a
glutted market.

The United States market continues
to be an unprofitable one for provin-
cial ‘shippers, and the outlook for
improvement in the near future is cer-
tainly’ not bright. #
