she has spoken no word since she was
20 years of age. Now and again the
fancy takes her to go to the theatre.
T}}en a box is hired for her, in which
she sits with hLer companion without a
word, without*a smile, without a ges-

ture of enjoyment.

The most curious thing about Adele
Hugo is that no one knows exactly
what were the details of her life’s tra-
gedy. When she was 18 years of age
she ran away from her father’s house
in Guernszey with an Englishman—an
officer in the army. This much |is
known, although the name of the offi-
cce]r in question has never been disclos-
ed.

His daughter’s disappearance was a
terrible grief to the poet, who spent
large sums of money looking for her.
After nearly two years Adele Hu\go
~yas found wandering about the streets
of New York, saying: “I am Victor
Hugo’s daughtar; help ‘me!” She was
sent back to her father, but she has
"never spoken since, and no one knows
exactly what she suffered, though one
may guess that her sufferings have
been terrible.

UNSINKABLE SHIPS
S FRENCH INVENTION

Model Floats Ssrensly on Bosom of Lake,
Although Riddled by Bullets.

PARIS, Aug. 21—Some curigus ex-
periments were made on a lake near
Clermont-Ferrand yesterday by an in-
ventor, who claims to have found a
method of preventing warships from
sinking or capsizing, no matter how
muech they nave been damaged.

The experiments were attended by
representatives of the Admiralty and
the War Of‘ice and by a large and in-
terasted crawd of gussts. The inventor,
M. Charain, is 2 pianist in a mausic
hall at Clermont-Ferrand.

His first exp2riment was with a model
submarine, six feet in length, complete
with water ballast. It was first put on
the water and floated. The water bal-
last wae then put in and the submar-
ine sank, but just before it rafk a hole
wae purposzly made in the side. It re-
mezined under water for some time, then
came to the surface and floated. It
floated, however, upside down.

His second experiment was more sat-
isfactory. A bpeautiful little model of a
warship was launched and the guests
were asked to cananonade it with re-
volvers. Although the hull of the little
ship was riddled with bullet holes the
ship was floated perfectly. It did not
even sink any deeper in the water or
appear to be in any danger of capsiz-
ing.

The inventpr refused to say anything
about his secret until a contract had
been signed with the French govern-
ment. He declares he is ready to sub-
mit to any reasonable test of his in-
