It was his greatest joy to don golden 
armor and take long night rides on a 
milk-white steed.

)hold that Government assistance 
should not be given to any privately 
owned company ; that there should be 
no subsidized railways, smelting plants 
or mills, but that, in a country as rich 
and with the prospects of Canada, all 
should become self sustaining or re­
tire from the field.

Otto of Bavaria, the insane monarch 

who was deposed last November from 
the throne which he had nominally 
occupied for twenty-seven years, was 
born sixty-six years ago today. Long 
before he came to the throne Otto 
manifested symptoms of the mental 
derangement which has long afflicted 
the Bavarian royal family. In 1870, 
when he had barely reached his ma­
jority. his actions were such as to 
cause him to be placed under restraint 
for a time. The greatest alienists of 
Europe were called in to minister to 
the stricken youth, and for a time 
they hoped that his intellect might be 
saved.’ but in 1886, when he became 
king In succession to his brother, who 
drowned himself. Otto's case was 
hopeless. Since then he has been con­
fined In a palace-prison. On one occa.- 
sion he escaped, but was soon round 
picking wild flowers In a field.

Otto’s brother and predecessor, 
King Ludwig, who died a suicide 
a strange compound of madness and 
genius. He was a poet ol no mean 
ability, and passionately devoted to 
music. It was Ludwig who discovered 
Wagner and set the feet of the great 
composer on the road to immortal 
fame. Ludwig refused to live In his
