“You may take it from me, and I am
not unduly pessimistic, that children.
women, and perhaps even men will
freexe to death in St. John during the
coming winter unless something defin-
ite is done and dome quickly toward
procuring supplies of fuel.

This is the deliberate opinfon of a
St. John @ealer who knows the situat-
lon and who is not talking for the pur-
pose of creating panic. He continued
that while last year the shortage of
coal was a mere matter of inconven-
ience, entailing some trouble and an-
noyance, there was very little real suf-.
fering excepting among a few who
were unable to afford suficiently large
quantities to keep their homes warm in
what was a very exceptional winter.
But this year things will from present
indications be quite different, and there
will undoubtedly be widespread suffer-
ing unless decided steps are taken to
provide a supply of fuel of one sort
or another. It would not be a question
of price. That will not be thought of
any importance when zero weather ar-
rives and the demand for fuel becomes
real. It will not then be a case of a
dollar or two per ton, but whether or
not there is enough available to keep
families alive. Local dealers are do-
ing their utmost, and while there have
been conferences and discussions so
far there has been no real result nor
