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 THE SOUTH AFRICAN CAMPAIGN.

We presume that every reader of Tus
TrLecxAPH Now clearly understands that
here are now two campaigns going
on in Ssuth Africa, the localities in
which they are fought being hundreds
of miles apart. These campaigns have
absaclately no commaunication with each
other, although in the despatches their
stories sometimes get mixed up ina
confusing way. When the reader sees &
story ot fighting at Kimberley and
Mafeking, and also at Elandelaagte
he does mnot always reflect that
'the two flrst named glices are
several hundred miles from the laat
snd that a victory st either of ihese
Places could not in the least aflect the
yegult in the other localities named.
Moast of our readers, of course, know this
already, but for the benefiSof th few
who do not we think it proper to restate
the fact.

0! the two campaigns the minor one,
having regard to the forces engaged is,
that which is being ecarried on on the
eastern border of northern Cape Colony.
This is the territory formerly known as
‘Bechuanaland, which was apnexed by
Gr-at Britain about fourtesn years
ago, greatly to the disgust of the Boers.
The esastern line of Cape Colony runs
due north and abuts on Orange
Free State as far as the Vaal River
and beyond that on the Transvasl Re.
publie. Kimberley, the principal town
on this line, and the place which the
Boers are most anxious to capture ie
646 miles from Cape Town, further than
Oitawa is from St John, and much of
the land between the two places
is practically & desert. Two hon-
-dred and thirty miles north of Kimber-
ly is Makeking which is defended
‘by Col. Baden-Powell and six hundred
men. Both Kimberly and Mafeking
are isolated, for the railway has been cut
in many plsces by the Boers, yet they
_have so far defled all efforts to capture
g$hem. Some of the liveliest skirmishes
of the wsr have been fought be-
fore these places, and very
heavy losses have been inflicted on
she Boers. Mafeking is a long way out

—of the reach of help, but the officer who
is in command there is 8 man of genius
and apparently equal to any emergency.
_Mafeking may eventuslly be starved out
or compelled to yield because of
lack of ammunition, but in the

it seems to be safe
enough. The Boers have found it &
tough nut to crack and, if they but
know it they are wasting their energies
there, for Maleking !s & place of no par-
ticular importance and its fall would
have no effect whatever on the geners
result. The fighting on the esst-
ern border of Cape Colony has,
however, had the effsct of supplying
a new illustration of Boer foclishness.

Several unimiportant places in that dis-
grict having been occupied by the Boer

1 orces, the president of Orange Free
State has issued & proclamation an-
nexing the entire territory. The Trane-
waal president has done the same so
that the two republics are’ annexing
gerr.tory befors they have ccnquered it.
It is said that this has been done to en-
able men in Bechuanaland who are now
British subject to join the Boers without
incurring the- penalties of ,high trea-
@on, but even Kruger can hardly be dull
enough tfo bslieve that anytbing he can
doin the way of proclaiming will alter
the relations between & British subject

and the Crown. The object of these
proclamations of annexatios probably in
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to induce peopls to believe that the
Boer forces are conguering British terri-

tory.

At Kimberlay the entire male popula-
tioa le nnder arms and the defenders of
that place are cheerful and confident.
The fact that a wedding ook place there
the other day shows that the people of
Kimberley do not take their position too

geriously. The deleat of a large
Boer force mear Kimberley by
Colonel BScott Taurner on Taes-

day, has had 8 depressing effect on
the invaders of Cape Colony. The chief
honors of this engagement were carried
off by the Lsncashire regiment. The
Boer commander Botha was killed. The
Boers s1flered heavy losges and were
compelled to retire. Kimberlay seems
> be safe notwithstanding the great de-
sire of the Boers to capture it.

The greater South African campaign
is proceeding in Natal and Ladysmith
is now the centre of attraction for the
forces of General Yule have there joined
the main army under General White.
The British commander has probably
less than 12,000 men at Ladysmith and
he may have 15,000, The strength of the
Boer armies is not known but it is prob-
abla that if all the Boers now in Natal
were unlted they would be found
to number 30,000, The trouble szems
tobe to get them united. The Orange
Free State Boers have displsyed such
an excess of prudence, pot to say
temerity, in their movements that
no one knows precisely what to
expect from them. They have dove abso-
lutely nothing in Natal to help their
Transvaal brethren. Itis thought that
General White will attack them today
and it reémains to be seen how they will
fight. If their conduct for ;the fatare is
as timid as it has been in the past the
Transvaal Boers will soon begin to think
that their Orange State alliance wasa
hollow sham.

The arrival of about one thousand
Boer prisoners at Pietermaritzburg is &
proof that the Boer losses have been far
heavier than they would acknowledge:
We doubt if 8,000 would cover all their
1:8ges in killed, wounded and prisoners
gince the war began.

We have been asked by several corre-
spondentas to specity the number of Brit-
ish troops in Natal and also the
numbers of the Boer forces which are
opposing them. The latter is a difficalt
question to answer for there has been no
offcial statement of the Boer trcops in
Natal, but we presume that General
Joubert has under his immediate com-
mand in that quarter not 1ses than 25,000
men and poseibly 30,000, The question
with regard to the British force is more
easily answered forthe figures have been
given out officially, without reserve.
The force now under command of Gen-
ersl White in Natal is made up of the
follo# ing corpe:—

Apparently
they have all the men at Kimberley
that they need for the defence of that
place. The calling out of fhg Cape
Colony volunteers, although deliyed by
the indecision or tzeason of the premier,
Schrdiner, has at length been accom-
plished. The Oape volunteers number
7,000 and are composed of good material.
There are, also, 1,000 Cape mounted rifie-
men, which may be classed as regulars,
and nearly 2,000 mounted police. Altce
gether Cape Colony is defended by about
12,000 men,

Sir Redvers Ballar, the commander-
in-chief in Boath Africa, left England on
the 14th instan§, so that he ought to
reach Cape Town today or fomorrow.
The Dunnoter OCastle, the steamehip in
which he sailed, is one of the new fast
vessels of the Castle Line, and tae pae-
sage from Southampton to the cape has
been made by the Tantallon Castle of
the same line in fifteen and a half daye.
Sir Redvers, however, will be consider-
ably in advamce of his troops, none of
which leff England as early ss
he did, and some of which will go out in
slower ships. The first troops of the
special army coips for South Africa left
England on the 20th, the first ship to
leave Southampton being tke Yorkshire,
She carried 1,136 officers and men and
the other ships which 1sft the same day
were equslly well filled. The infantry
battalions which lefé England for Bouth
Africa on the 20th were the 2ad Devon-
shire, 20d Queens, 2nd East Sarrey, 20d
West York and 2nd Northamptonshirer.
These battalions made up upwards of
5,000 mer. On the 213t three battalions
of Guards, the 1st Scots, 2nd Coldstreams
and the 3rd Grensdiers tock their
departure, snd with them sevaral
Line battalions. Oa Sunday more troops
took their departure, among others the
12th Lancers, the 2ad Black Wateh, and
half of a mounted infaniry battalion.

ba ked en Monday, as did the 10th and
13th Husears, the 13t Darham Light Igh
fantry, and & coneiderabls body of :

It will be cbserved that both the ir-

The cavajry division in the field will
coneist of two brigades, each made up of
three regiments, a horse battery, and
smmunition column, four companies of
mounted infantry, a supply column,
bearer company and field hoapital,
snd a field compspy of engineers
will be attached to the division,
Each of the thres infantry divisions in
the field will consiat of two brigades, the
brigade establishment being four bat-
t lions, supply column, bearer company.

The batile which was fought at Lady«
gmith Monday wa® not as heavy an
affair as had been @nticirated. Tke
official report of Gemeral White, which
we publish eliewhere, shows that the
Boers did not show any disposition to
come to close quarters with the Britich
but preferred to sbell their camp from
the hills with long rangegune. Asthere
is every reason to suppose thatall the
Boers in armsin Natal were in front
of General White Monday ‘we can
only conclude from their conduct
thas they are afraid to engage in
a regular pitched battle and that they
are now keeping the field on theslender
change of the British making some mig.
take that will turn to their advantage,
The poaition of Ladysmith, surrounded
as it is by hills, is favorable to the tac-
tics of the Boers, just as the position of
the British camp at Glencoe waa, The
Boers succeeded in placing 40-pounders
on some hills 6 000 yards from the town
and began firing on it. The Britich
field gums, which sre 16-pounders
have not sz great a range as the Boer
40.pounders, snd the Sring at first wan
rather to the advantage of the Boere,
Fortunately the Naval brigsde arrived
at Ladyemith from Darban just in the
nick of time, and with their gaick firing
guos silenced the heavy Boer artil-

lery. The British general ad-
vanced sgeainst the Boers, bui he
found the hill upon which their

heavy guns had beea posted evacu-
ated, and althsugh they were in
large numbers they were unable or
unwilling to make a determined stand
and hold their ground. After pressing
them back for several miles General
White returned to his camp. That is
praotically all there is to say about the
battle of Monday = except that
the British Il)sses were amall for
an engsgement in which so many men
took pert, not exceeding 80 or 100.
The Boer losses are suppozed to have
been much greater but they had not
been ascertained when General White
sent off his dewpatch. It eannot be said
that tke Boers gained any prestige or
any substantial advantege in this
battle, and salthough they weze ‘in
great force they did not show any en-
terprise whatever. Theyoughito have
discovered by this time that an offensive
war cannot be conducted by hiding
themselves behind rocks and fences, or
by firing at the enemy with long range
guns at a distance of four miles, If they
wish to drive the British out of Natal
they must come to close quarters, and
this they do not seem disposed #o do.

The mein interest of the contest in
South Africa ocentres in the operations
about Ladysmith, especially since it ap-
pesred that Kimberiey and Mafeking
=re sale against Boer attacke. Af Kim-
berley C:1. Kekewich, who is lientenant
colonel of the first battalion of the North
Lancashire Regiment, is in command,
and he seems to be an . admirable
man for the position.  Buch
elaborate preparations were made in ad-
vance for the defence of the place that
there seems to be no possibility of it
being osptured, and it cannot well be
staxved out for it is provisionad for nine
monthe. Mafeking seems to be equally
secure, and as we have already said the
men who is defending i, Col. Baden-
Powell, is & man of genioe who

is equal to eny emergency. His
gervices in putting down the
rising in = Matabeleland suffi.

clently attest his great ability. In the
mean fime, while Mafeking is holding
out gallantly against Boer attacks, Ool.
Plummer has about ome thousand
men with him, and even if he does
not succeed in remching Mafeking,
which is nearly three hundred miles
distant from Tuli, where he wsa
last heard from, he will be able
to make a powerfol demonstration
which will be very embarrassing fo the
attacking Boer forces. On the whole it
maust be admitted that the position of
aflairs on the eastern border of northern
Caps Colony is much more favorable
thavp it seemed to be & week or two ago,
and that the defence of that important
line has bsen admirably conducted.
The Boers have not gained one solid ad-
vantage in that part of the fleld and
their losses have been very heavy.

The arrival of the Naval Brigade at
Ladysmith Monday must have er-
cownrsged General White as an earnest o!
the coming of mors troops for the de-
fence of Natal. For while there doce
not seem to be anything slarming in
the situnation at Ladysmith it is clear
that General White has not enough
men fo drive the Boers back and de-
fend Ladysmith at the same {'ms.
He is probably hampered also by
the positive orders of General Buller be-
fore the latter leit England that he
should stand on the defensive. We think
it quite likely thatif Generel White had
been free to act, and had not been
embarragsed by the necessity of
defending Dundee, Glencoe and Lady-
gmith, he might by this time have
beaten the DBoer forces in detail
before they had an opportunity of unit-
ing. Now that they have united
his more prudent course is to await re-
inforcements which sre now near at
hand. Gen, Buller is due at Cape Town
today, and while he has no troops with

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effect on the Britieh forces, and it is
quite likely he may wee reAsons for =
change of aititude towards the enemy.
Many changes bave taken place in the
gituation since he left England and theee
changes make it proper for him to
change his plane.
