Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick introduced a bill
to prevent cigarette smoking among min-
ors. It @3 to amend the criminal code
and provides that every one is guilty of
an offence and liable on summary convic-
tion to a penalty not exceeding $50 and
not less than $10, to imprisonment with or
without hard labor for thirty days or to
both, who either directly or indirectly
gells or gives or furnishes to minors under
the age of eighteen yeams, cigarettes, cigars
or tobacco in any form, provided that this
section shall not apply to the sale to a
minor for his parent or guardian under a
written request or order of such parent
or guardian. A person who appears to
the magistrate to be under the age of
eighteen years shall be presumed to be
under that age unless he is shown by evi-
dence that he is over that age.

Another amendment to the criminal code
provides that every one is guilty of an of-
fence and liable to six months’ imprison-
ment who deprives any other person of
his employment or prevents any persec
from being employed or obstructs or an-
moys any. person or his employer in re-
spect to his trade, buriness or employ-
ment because such person is an officer or
member of the active militia or who dis-
suades any ome from enlisting in the ac-
tive militia by the threat of injury in me- |
spect to trade, business and employment.

It is alvo made unlawful for any aswo-
ciation or corporation organized for the
purpose of promoting the success of the
trade or its . members o discriminate
against any person because he belongs to
the militia.

' It is also forbiddem to weproduce by
photograrh or otherwise any matter cer-
tain to corrupt public morals.

Penalties are provided against any one
who, being a manufacturer or dealer in
any class of goods, makes a sale of such
subject to a_condition that the purchaser
shall not sell or deal in goods of a like
kind produced by other manufacturers and
dealers.

The clause dealing with lotteries is
amended so as to confine these to #orks
of art.
