AUTUMN WORK 
IN THE ORCHARD

When the organism ceases to spread rapid­
ly in the tissues, a sharp line of demarku- 
tion is noticeable, separating the
dead from the healthy or ____
paratively healthy tissues. The most 
efficient means of control is to cut 
these twigs well below this line with the 
pruning shears. It is important to out 
well down in the living tissues and to 
sterilize the shears at each operation in or­
der that infection may not be carried from 
tree to tree. Bum tile diseased parts.

Black knot of the plum is another prob­
lem which must be considered. If not at­
tended to, it will kill plum trees outright. 
These knots may be cut out if they do not 
extend around the twig. If they do the 
twig must be removed. In cutting out the 
knot, great care must be exercised so that 
every vestige of the cancer may be re­
moved, and then the wound should be 
sterilised. ' —

Corrosive sublimate one to a hundred of 
water, or >ven more dilute, is a complete 
antiseptic for the sterilization of knives, 
shears or other implements used in the 
work. It is also used On wounds by the 
plant surgeon ae well as by him who min­
isters to human ills. Formalin is used for 
thp same purpose and is effective. Paint 
made from white lead and oil, with a little 
color to take off the glare of the white, is 
one of the cheapest and most convenient 
substances used for the purpose. It forms 
a coating over the wound, which effectual­
ly shuts out the possibility of spores find­
ing an entrance there or the germination of 
same,

much courage to remove half the apples 
from a loaded branch, but if quality 
counts for much on your market s*h 
procedure is usually necessary. Thinning 
results in larger; better colored and more 
uniform fruit.

WINTER PROTECTION AGAINST 
MICE AND INSECTS.

Nothing w more discouraging to the 
fruit man than to find his trees girdled 
in the spring. He may or may not be able 
to save them at that time by bridge-graft­
ing. He can prevent the trouble by at­
tention in the autumn. Building paper 
wrapped around the trunk and tied there 
is effective against mice and rabbits. One 
of the most satisfactory ways of using the 
paper is to cut in stripe about six Inches 
wide and five feet long and wind around 
the trunk commencing at the bottom and 
constantly reaching further up. One tie- 
iug at the top is all that is necessary. The 
length of the paper will depend, of course, 
on the size and length of the tree. We 
do not recommend tarred paper, as in 
some cases it injures the tree. Paper is 
extensively used for the purpose. Its only 
drawback is thqt the process has to be 
repeated every autumn. We have found 
that woven wire cloth, of say one-quarter 
inch mesh, is more satisfactory and per­
manent than paper. It need not be tted, 
and thus expands with the tree trunk. 
Any grass between the wire and tree 
should be carefully removed. Woven wire 
cloth prevents sunecald the following 
spring as well as winter injury.

ABE MARTIN ] There is no idle time in the year for one 
Who makes fruit growing his business. He 
scarcely is able to finish one piece of work 
before another is pressingjjpon him. In 
the autumn he is necessarily concerned 
with the harvest, the picking, packing and 
marketing must be kept to the fore; but 
he who blindly picks the fruits and forgets 
other essentials of success must pick fruit 
in lesser quantities during the succeeding 
years.

The autumn is the morning of the next 
year ;it is the time to get cleaned’ up for 
the next season’s business. More good 
work in,the campaign against insects and 
fungi càn be done in the fall by cleaning 
out the fence corners and burning the rub­
bish than by half a dozen days spraying 
the next spring. All of these neglected 
spots are the breeding places of many of 
the orchard insects and should be con­
spicuous by their absence. The cutting of 
rubish without burning same is of little 
avail. A little oil may be necessary to 
complete the job. This cleaning up is es­
sential for best results in fighting insect 
orchard enemies; but there are more defin­
ite autumn problems.

)#t follows:
$(1. Work to control insects.

'2. Work to control plant diseases.
3. The use of- orchard devices.
4. Thinning fruit.
5. Preparing trees for winter.
8. The rejuvenation of old orchards.

1. WORK TO CONTROL INSECTS.

be. The branches containing tents may be 
cut off, if convenient to do so, and burned; 
or if a forked stick is inserted in the tent 
and stick gently turned, the whole tent 
and contents may be removed.

Plant lice are sometimes very trouble­
some in the autumn.- They may be par­
tially controlled by kerosene emulsion. The 
oyster shell bark louse is sure to be found 
in neglected orchards and some others. 
White washing the trees with lime in aut­
umn and early winter has been found ef­
fective against the trouble, not as a killing 
agent but by causing the oyster-like scales 
to peel off and indirectly the destruction 
of the lice under.

AUTUMN WORK AGAINST PLANT ' 
DISEASE.

The fall and winter months afford the, 
best time for looking the trees over for 
cankers. These are rough, black, more or 
less swollen places on the bark, varying 
in size and usually cracked open. These 
are the winter resting places of several 
troublesome fungoid diseases. The best 
way to find these is to get a long ladder 
and set it beside the tree. Get up above 
the tree so as to look down on the 
branches. Many of the cankers will be 
feund on top of the limbs and cannot be 
seen from the under side. Cut out the 
limljs bearing these cankers and burn im­
mediately. In every case the wounds re­
maining after cankers have been removed 
should be painted.

Fire blight is very common in Quebec 
and must be looked after now if not be­
fore. The control of fire blight is purely 
mechanical. No spray is effective, for the 
disease is bacterial in origin—within the 
tissue and cannot be reached by the spray. 
The disea* is easily identified and fginiliar 
to the irtokt of us. The tips of the 
branches ire first attacked causing wilting 
and late > turning brown as if scorched. 
Usually the leaves adhere to the twigs. 
Later ir. the season the diaease may extend 
into the body of the tree, where it is 
known as body blight. The progress of

If branches are in great danger of 

breaking from weight of fruit, they should 
be supported before the injury occurs. 
Forked sticks are used for the purpose. 
The weighted branches rest in the fork 
and prevent splitting of the tree. When 
splitting does occur, the injury is carried 
into the tree trunk, often causing the 
destruction of the/ tree. When such in­
jury occurs, if the/ branch is relieved of 
its burden, placed in its former position 
and bolted «through with a large headed 
bolt and nut, a very satisfactory job re­
sult*. In the course of time no true of 
the bolt or injury remains.

All of the trouble might have been pre­
vented by uting screw eyes and wire when 
the trees were young.

If orchards have been cared for a* they 

should have been renovation is not neces­
sary; but the majority of orchards in 
Quebec are greatly in need of it.

When a tree has been allowed to be­
come stunted for .two or three years it is 
likely to become hide-bound so that 
growth is impeded. The bar becomes 
thick and tight, and is likely to be dull 
and lifeless in color, lb general the beet 
means of loosening up the bark is to 
scrape off the outer hard layer and then 
to wash the tree thoroughly with some 
soapy compound. Strong soap suds is 
probably ae good as anything for the pur­
pose. Various devices are on the market 
but an old hoe answers very well.

Perhaps spring is the best time to 
prune, but the old orchard will stand 
much of it without injury in the autumn. 
Certainly there is no danger in cutting 
out the dead and dying branches at any 
time.

We do not recommend fall plowing in 
the orchard for Quebec conditions, al­
though successfully practiced in many 
sections. Orchard land probably retains 
more moisture when fall plowed; and as 
apple scab winters on the fallen leaves, 
much is gained by plowing them under. 
Desirable as it may be from many stand­
points we dare not recommend the gener­
al adoption of the practice for sections 
with extreme temperatures. It has not 
been thoroughly demonstrated but we be­
lieve that there is much more winter

These eyes are 

screwed in the scaffolding branches or 
frame-work branches. The opposite 
branches are secured by means of stout 
wire. This wire takes the strain when 
the trees are loaded.

Another matter which should receive 
attention is the straightening of trees. 
The trees becqme wind swept and lean 
over in the Opposite direction from which 
the wind blows. Again the screw eye or 
hook is of assistance. This is inserted at 
that point where the branches put out 
from the stem. A stake is driven in the 
soil some way. off, the tree straightened 
and held in place by attaching hook to 
stake by means of wire. This is the most 
satisfactory method of straightening trees.
