1f I were asked to define the meaningof a
suozessful man, I ehould say » man who has
made a happy home {or his wife and children.
No matter whut he has done in the way of
achieving wealth und honors, if he has done
that he is a grand encocea. If he has not
done tha%, and it is his own fault, though he
be tbe highest in the Innd he is a most pitiable
fallare.

I wonder how many men, ian the mad
pursuit for gold whioh obaracterizea the age,
realize that thers I8 no fortune that can be
left their familien so precious as the memory
of a happy home.

I heard adaughter say, with bitterness, one
day : *1 never knew a happy hour in my
childhood. My father was eo oroas and
gevere he ernshed my mother’s spirit and des-
troyed our youth. Nothing can ever recom-
pense me for that.” Whata memory fora
daughter to carry through life! It Is no
uncommon caee, I have known several men
who were objeota of terror to their famiiles.
Laoghter ceased, mirth was silenced, osllera
Intaitively took leave, when the master of
the house approached. I wonder what such
men live for ? I can imagine no honor that
can compensate for the loss of love of those
nearest to ue.

I think more American men than women
marry for love. Yet there are fewer good
husbands than good wives, take theland over,
In meny oasen the wives spoil good husbands
by foolish nagging and {lliberal faalts, which
T have already mentioned in o letter to wivee.
New I want to talk to the husbande, and I
hope they will cut out this letter and carry it
In thelr pooket-booka, and read it aloud as
often as they have my advice to *Women ae
Wives.”

If yon married o beanty and a belle, or &
very popular young lady eve, yon no doubt
felt highly elated over your conguest, and it
was your intentfon to make her happy. Bat
perhaps you did not realize that an extra
exertion on your part would be necessary
ap time rolled on. Ardent lovers too aften
and too quickly become indifferent
hosbands ; not indifferent in heart, maybe,
but Indifferent in actlon. The girl who
has been sought, and admired, and praised
by a orowd of enamoured swains durlog

She will not be
satiefied to settle Into prosalc and common-
place domestic life. She will not be happy
in hearing you only talk of bills and aconomy,
no matter how excellently yon take oare
of her. She will want a little sentiment
mixed in, ond, although you may feel It Is
unnecessary now that you are marrled, i$
will be worth your while to do a little love-
making nooasionally. Tell her that she I the
best wife in the world, and that you are sure

““‘Come here, dear wife,” and, as sure as he ia
& man, and not & brate, his heart will feel a
doftening ond tender emotion toward that
wife as he speaks the words, and her own
will theill with bappiness. It coats ao little
to do these things, and it gives such wonder-
ful dividenda,

If you cems home and tind sometblng out
of plsce in the honse, or not to your llking, do
not l=t {5 he ths firet thing you mention, Try
and find eomething to praise and sppreclate,
and then apeak of the matter that displeases
you and aek to have it atterded to. I bave
seen wives toilisg hard all dey to get the
house in order and the table appetizingly
spread for ber lord’s veturr, and when he
ocame I have heard him find fault because a
child's shoe or toy had been ellowed to lis
unsnoticed in the hall ; the poor wife felt as i€
her whole day’s Iabor was unappreciatad
snd  ber slight negligence slone neticed.
How muclh beiter if he nad praised the clean
windows, the shining silver, the wholesomo
fiod, the peat tollet of his wife, and then
spokea of theshoein tho hall, Yet if he should
fiad that cthoe in the hall every day for &
weck, it would necessitate a eerions talk, in
which he should try snd make his wife un-
derstand that a neglected request ovar a trifla
can essily spoll the whole huppy effect of a
home-coming for a man,

If you marry a woman wha has no dowry of
her own, you wonld sava a vast amount of un-
happioecss and final expenee by placiog an al-
lowance aach monthin her hands. Deoide how
much you can afford to have her use upon
herself, or upon hersclf and children and
house, and let her know that 1t will be cheer-
fully given to her each month on a certain
day. No man can realize the mortifying
bumiliation it I8 to most women fo be
obliged to ask for money, or to have their
billa looked over snd criticleed. The happiest
and moat economioal householda I know to-
day are those where the wife has her regular
allowance and pays her own bills. It teaches
ber economy and zelf-reliance, and givea her
a sense of indepanderce that of iteelf creates
happiness and content.

I know the widow of a millionaire to-day
who tella me that all her wealth caa never
remove the ecars of humiliation left by the
memory of her early years of dependence,
when she was obliged to aek her hueband for
two oents to buy a yeast cake, and to explain
what she wanted to do with the two cents he
grudgingly gave. Dependence like this sears
a woman'’s heart and turns natoral sweetnsss
of disposition into gall, No matter how
small your incoma give your wife a portion

1 of it, with the uuderstanding that she is to

depend upon that for her personsl needs,
and that she must govern her neede acoord-
ingly.

If your wife ls inclined toward recklees ex-
travogance, this will be the best method in
the world of ourlog her of it. Tell her thet
she must depend upon the monthly sum you
set apart for expenses, and if she exceeds it
one month snd muet save it from the next al-
lowance, Talk quietly and earnestly with
her ; tell her that all your Iabor ie for her
sake, and that yon depend upon her assiat-
ance in keeping out of debt and making &
futuro of Independence, and that it will re-
guire mutual self-racrifice and prudence. If
she Is auy kind of a ressonable or sensible
woman, this will acoomplish far more toward
making her what you desire than soolding or
parsimony.

Do not make light jests about marriage, or
talk even in sport before people as if you
were sick of your connubial bargain. These
things always hurt a wife’s feelings however
she may hide the fact. If your wife begins
to fade with the yeara, or the tax ¢f mother-
hood, do not be forever raving over some
fresher face in her hearing and making little
jokes about having lost your heart to
& new charmer., It 1s not good taste,
and oannot fall to wound the heart
already sad with the consoiouness ef
her own waning personal charms which have
been macrificod in your service, If you have
boen a man popular with Indies, yor will find
it hard to deny yourself lover-llke attentions
to them after the novelty of your married life
has worn off. But whenever yon are about to
take a libarty of this kind, stop and ask your-
aelf if you would be willing to bave your wite
receive the same nttention’ from some other
gentleman ’ .

If you would nnt, then it is your duty to
deny yoursell, The moment you tako one
liberty with the opposite eex you would not
allow her, that moment you have crossed the
dividing line between right and wrong, and
you have lowered your standard of manhoed.

If a woman I8 worth chooaing from all the
world to marry, she is worth sacrificlng some
follies and pleasures for. And the happiness
that comes from o pura and loyal marriage,
&nd the muntusl respect and esteem it pro
duces, outweighe the cheap pleasures of com-
mon firtatlons a5 gold outwelghs and out-
lunts tinsel.

Try and think sometimes of your wifw'a
pleasure, and plan %o give your family an oc-
casionnl treat.

If you are in modest clrcnmstances and
trying to save money, remember that you go
about among men and mix with the world,
while she stsys at bome with the children, It
‘will not cost you one-tenth the amount the
pleasure it will give, If you plan to tako them
to a theatre or eutertalnment once s month.
Lot thom have this to look forward to, and
do not apoil it all by acolding afterward over
the expsense,

THE COMING BATTLE.

The Eastern Sky Beclounded aud Scrious
Trouble Expccted in ihr Soudan-—-Ke-
lnforcecmeoents Sent to the Bed Sca.

Loxpo¥N, D:tember 10.—Everybody i
talking sbout the coming battle outeide of
Susklm ae if it were a kind of extre Deorby
event, Soms military experts here fancy it
will come off at once, but there ia a report
from Caliro that it will be deferred until
Wednesday. Apparectly it is certaln to be

cught curiog the week and cqually certain

that it will be a hot and desperate fight, with
hoavy losees and an entirely problematioal
rasult. In either event the next asession of
Parliament will have to face the neceesity of
& Soudan expedition unlees it is prepared to
abandon the Red Sea littoral altogether, for
this approaching conflict can be deciaive of
nothing. If the garrison are defeated and bad-
Iy handled in their sortle, of course England
will be committed to immediate operations,
If, on the o%ther hand, Osaan Digma Is driven
out of his trenches he will simply retire to
tha foothills, where the enemy cannot follow
him and gather hle energles for a renewal
of the sicge at hls leisure, This is clear to
everybody, and has been all slong, but the
English Government In dealing with Egypt
always adopts the ostrich tactics of hiding
its bead in the sand,

LoxDpoN, Dao, 10.—A squadron of the 20th
Hosasars will relnfcrce the troops at Suakim.
The Government has aleo ordered troope now
stationed In the Mediterranean to proceed to
Suakim, They will be replaced by troops
from Eogland, The request for more troops
at Suakim, which wae made nfter Saturday’s
council meetivg, is belleved to bave bsen In-
siigated by the Government itself as the
easiest mode of retiring from an untenable at.
titade and of appeasing public misgivings.

In tho House of Commons this evening Mr,
Stanhepe, secretary for war, read a telegram
from G:n. Dormer, at Calro, to the effect that
Gen Groenfel, commander at Snakim, con.
tinued confident of his abflity to cope with
the Arabs, but in the face of repeated offsrs of
reinforcoments he would not refuse them. A
ateamer, thercfore, would louve Suez on
Wednesday to convey to Suakim a tquedron
of the 20th Hussars and 300 men of the Welsh
Infantry, Thie would make a totzl force at
Snakim of 6,500 men, composed mostly of
Egyptians, against 2,400 of the enemy,

Lord Randolph Chorehill has written a
letter, in which ho refers to the statemont
made by Mr, Stanhops ia the Housa cf Com.
mons to the effect that Gen, Greenfcl would
not refuse refnforcements if offered him asz a
complste vindicatlon of his recent diaclosures
of the iuadaquacy of the military force a}
Suakim,

TROUBLE AHEAD WITH RUSSIA,

LoxpoN, Decerber 10.—1t is refreshing
to nnte one portion of the Orient In which
England has really szored a diplomatic vic-
tory, which obsnges the complexlon of the
whole Cintral Asian questfon. Sir Henry
Drummond Wolff, whose mission o Persia
was bitterly attacked by the Liberals as a
sinecure urd a purtisan job, has sncosaded
In getting Percia to give a lot of valunble
trading privileges to the Evglish and to com-
merolally boycott the Ruesiane. Theimport.
ance of this will be recognized when it ia re.
membered vhat Persia is the real game at
which the Ruselans have been alming
through all thelr feinta on the Afghan frea-
tier. The Rueelan pspers have gone into &
frenzy of rags at thls untoward development,
and are talking more exoitedly against
Eogland than they have'done beforesince the
Penjdeh inoldent, Officlal despatches from
St. Potersburg recognize that the old Anglo.
Rueslsn diffoulty is recpened ina new and
threatzning direction, and deplere the fact
jn Inoguoge which iz taken t¢ mean . tha$
Gormany will seizo tha ogponunlty to dis-
arm France and make herselt maater of
Europe. -

dependunce Belge from St, Petersburg says
Rusela has decided to send an ultimatum to
Toeheran regarding difficulties hetween the
two conntries. :

Dec. 10.—A cablegram
received here yesterday annouoced the murder
pear Cantopn, China, of Miss Sophie Preston,
formerly of Waiteburg, Washington Territery,
who went there as & missionary two years ago.

The mob next attacked She resi-
dences of some Europeans and slaughtered them
without mercy., Bo far as known. there was no
immediate cause for the massacre. Miss Pres-
ton was a pretty young woman, 22 years old,
and a native of China, where her father waa a
missionary.
