Scientific Methode Steadily Pushing 
Back the Arid Line.

In the nineties a wave of population 
flowed westward over the great plains 
of the Missouri valley. It was com­
posed of farmers who tried to raise 
crops by natural rainfall in the old 
fashioned way. The attempt was a 
failure west of the middle of Kansas, 
Nebraska and the Dakotas, and the 
wave receded, leaving ruin in its track.

Now, as Mr. Charles Moreau Herger 
shows in the Review of Reviews, there 
is a hopeful attempt to push back the 
arid line by scientific methods. Of 
course irrigation will permanently con­
quer the desert, but even without irri­
gation it has been shown that new 
methods of cultivation will turn a 
semiarid into a productive region.

A South Dakota fanner, Mr. H. W. 
Campbell, has introduced the plan of 
very deep plowing, packing the bottom 
of the furrow with specially con­
structed implements and thoroughly 
cultivating the surface. In this way 
the moisture that falls is preserved 
just where the roots of the plant can 
get at it. Mr. Campbell has raised 142 
bushels of potatoes an acre where the 
crops of his neighbors were failures.

There are certain crops, moreover, 
such as alfalfa, sorghum and Kaffir 
corn, which do not require much rain 
fall. By the use of these and the new 
methods of cultivation this arid line 
is being steadily pushed back, and 
every mile it recedes means the addi­
tion of 640,000 acres to the fertile land 
ef the west

DO NOT ALL APPROVE. W. w. SCANE, 
Chatham, Ont.The report of the judges of the Roy­

al Commission does not meet with the 
approval of all the Liberal newspapers 
of Canada. The Huntingdon, (Quebec,) 
Gleaner, an honest Liberal paper. 
Bays:

“That Gamey’s record in business is 
shady, and that he went into politics 
without conscientious or honest in­
tentions his own admission in the wit­
ness box showed. The record justi­
fies all the two judges say about him, 
but proof of Gamey’s worthlessness 
does not dispose entirely of the charge 
he made on the floor of the Legisla- 
ture. He declared advances had been 
made to him to support the Govern­
ment and money paid him in hand. 
Whatever doubt may rest on Gamey’s 
statements, there is no doubt as to 
money having been paid him. Until 
it is shown where the money came 
from and with what intent it was 
paid, it is vain to pretend no suspicion 
bangs about the Government. Proof 
is necessary on this point, and such 
proof is completely lacking. Knowing 
as the public do that the Government 
had an interest in securing Gamey’s 
vote, the conclusion is natural that 
it will be held guilty until other light 
is thrown on the case. Rightly 
weighed, the evidence brought out 
during the investigation merely jus­
tifies the verdict of not proven, which 
is far from equivalent to not guilty. 
The matter becomes the more serious 
for the Government when the evi­
dence taken before a committee of 
the house is considered — that the 
first mover in the Gamey plot got a 
timber limit for $250 that was worth 
$9,000, and that the chief clerk in the 
Crown Lands Department was a traf­
ficker in conveying to Government 
supporters public property for much 
less than its value.”

To him who knows the story of the 
passenger pigeon this group of beauti­
ful, grayish brown birds with the Iri­
descent golden sheen upon their throats 
is the last word of a tragedy of animal 
life. America was once the land of the 
wild pigeon. Early American writers 
are full of references to it Alexander 
Wilson, the father of American orni­
thology, estimated that • flock seen by 
him in 1808 contained over 2,000,000 
individuals. It stretched from the ho­
rizon to the horizon, as far as the eye 
could see, and was over four hours in 
passing a given point He saw a nest­
ing colony forty miles long and several 
miles in width.
