its secondary meaning it indicates ap-
preeiluon of, consent to, Approvnl of,
the conceding & claim or title.

We belleve we do mot straln the
truth in saying that iwo thirds of all
the disputes and honest differences of
opinion among men arise from the us
of words having geveral meanings,
the user attaching to them one mean-
ing and the hearer receiving them in
another sense. Some have argued
that revealed truth is not a8 true, or o
the same degree of credibility, s
mathematical or geometric trath, be-
canse men Aagree about the latter
while they are constantly disputing
and wrangling about the former. The

cause of this difference is found in the
fact that mathematical and geometric
terms and symbols have each one, and
only one, meaning, while words use
in the theologic gelence have eac
several meanings. Tha result i8 that

men using the same word are found to

disagree on & question bacause one

uses the word in one sense and another
in another sense, when, if they used
the word in the same g£ense, they

would find no cause for disagreement.
Take the word * recogn'zs’
illustration. If in answer to Mr

Schram's first question, we were to say
the Church recogniz33 hypnotism
spiritism (oot gpiritualism, which
means quite another thing) and witch-
craft, we might be understood a8 say-
ing that the Church knew of the
things that go under those names ; OF
we might be understood a8 holding
that the Church approved of those
things, consented to or conceded, their
claims. The second meaning implies
the first, for one must know & thing
before one can &pprove or disapprove
of it. But the first does not imply the
ancand, for one may know of a thing,
that is, perceive it to be & iaci, aud

yet not approve of it

We can now answer the question
with some degrae of intelligence. The
Church recognizss, knows of the facts
or phenomena that g0 under the
names hypnotism, spiritism and witch

craft.

Hypnotism designates the same phe-
romena that formerly went under the
name mesmerism, or animal magnet-
ism, although the modern hypnotists
account for the phenomena differently
frem the way in which Mesmer and his
digciples accounted for them. Mesmer
attributed them to the actlon of a sub
tle mesmeric fluid that, emanating
from the body of the operator, produces
the somnambulistic or hypnotic state
in the eubject. The hypnotist attri-
butes the phenomena to the influence
of the operator’s mind over the mind
of the subjact. They both agree that
phenomena belong to the natural order,
and are the result of natural laws or

forces not yet well understood.

ln this view—that hypnotism 18 of
the natural order, and claims no super-
natural agency—the Church does not
approve or condemn it, bt leaves it to
the further investigation of the natural
sclentists. But, while neither approv-
ing nor condemning it, theoretically,
she does disapprove of the promiscua-
ouser indiscriminatepracticeof it. And
ﬂlx‘e acknowledged evils that ﬂowd:rom A
thepractice of it amply justify the disap-
provalof it. It s » dangerous wea: Witcheraft is a8 pre
pon in the hands of the ignorant or
unserupulous ; so dangerous, indeed,
both to heaith and morals that th
ablest and most rellable physicians
advocate the prohibition of it by law,
a8 persons experimented TpoD have
been rendered lanatics, or have had
their nervous systems geverely in-
jured. Crimes have been committed
on hypnotized persons, and crimes
have been committed by them while

under the hypnotic inflaence.

It is an important and encouraging
fact recognized by persons who have
made careful study of the subject tha
no person can be hypnotized agains
his will, but once one consents one |
resistiose in the hands of the hypnotiz:
