OF LIFE.

course, Tint as night approached the wind 
continued to increase in violence aud by 
dark, developed into one of the fiercest 
and most destructive gales ever experienc­
ed on the upper Lakes. As the gale in­
creased the sea rose, and before midnight 
Lake Superior was lashed into a mass of 
seething foam. The white tempest roar­
ed and great seas swept completely over 
the struggling steamer. The situation 
was made all the more terrible by a blind­
ing snow storm that set in before morn­
ing. It was impossible to see the length 
of the steamer. The passengers and crew 
were terrified beyond measure, and mo­
mentarily expected to see the steamer 
plunge to the bottom. By the instruc­
tions of Capt. Moore the officers went 
among the passengers to allay their fears. 
They were panic stricken, however, and 
huddled together in the cabin, where the 
screams aud prayers of women and chil­
dren could be heard above tli£ thundering 
of tile gale. Saturday morning, Isle 
Royal was sighted, and Captain Moore 
heeded the steamer for Rock Harbor, 
where he hoped to gain shelter. The 
island forms a natural harbor of refuge, 
but near the entrance there is a danger­
ous reef ; and just ns the steamer was 
nearing the entrance, she struck the 
reef. There was a terrific shock and 
then jibe steamer came to a full stop. 
The passengers rushed out of the cabin 
and beseeches! the officers to tell V îem what 
had lmppenecO “ We are on a reef” re­
died Capt. Hndre. “ But if j'ou will only 
;eep as quiet as possible, I trust all will 
be safely landed.” Just then one of the 
crew reported that the stearner's bottom 
had been punctured aud she was filling 
with water.

Dur­
ing a slight lull in the storm some of them 
managed to place themselves in a life­
boat, cut the fastenings and in an instant 
a wave swept them from the ill-fated 
wreck. Amid the tsar of wind and dash­
ing of waves the boat was borne onward. 
Two of the passengers had managed to 
place themselves on the boat before it was 
cut away from the wreck. Any efforts 
that had been made to launch the boats, 
during the early confusion and horror, 
had failed. In the meantime the life­
boat and its occupants had a terrible ex­
perience on the lake. All who couU 
bound themselves to the boat, while the 
remainder held on to the sides, expecting 
every moment to meet their death by 
drowning or from exposure t.nd cold,— 
Once, the boat was turned over with the 
waves and one of the crew wi shed away, 
but the frail craft righted itself and was 
swept on in comparative darkness. After 
Inlf an lrour the boat struck some rocks.

A plan fur the establishment of life­
saving and lighthouse stations across the 
Atlantic has lieen tiled at Washington.—- 
Mr. F. A. Cloudman, the originator of 
the system, proposes to anchor a series of 
light-ships from the banks of Newfound­
land to the Irish coast, about two hun­
dred miles apart, connected by an ocean 
cable. The objects he designs to attain 
are :

First—The collating and forwarding 
of daily scientific observations front fixed 
stations in the North Atlantic Ocean for 
the licnefit of science, commerce and ag­
riculture.

Second—The succoring of wrecked or 
distressed vessels in mid-ocean by reason 
of the known location of these havens of
rescue.

Third—Reporting the progress and 
condition of the various ships engaged in 
the transatlantic trade, obtaining orders 
front the masters, &<\, allaying the 
anxieties of the world when making 
lengthy voyages, enabling owners to save 
time in making better disposition of 
their cargoes, and manv other valuable 
uses, which, it can readify be açen, would 
be made of them.

It is claimed that no difficultv will ex­
ist iq anchoring these vessels, because a 
light steel cable has been devised that 
jiermits of a ship anchoring with two or 
three miles of water under her. Mr. C. 
W, Hauling, an English engineer of 
standing, invented, in 1883,'a ship that 
was designed to utilize the action of tho 
waves lor automatically compressing ami 
storing air and generating electricity, and 
his system may be found an auxiliary to 
the other. There will probably lie con­
siderable expense in carrying uqt such a 
system, but it will he au international 
benefit and its wsl should he divided.
