There is a belief that thé Russian Czar 
is insane.

There have been, twenty deaths from 
cholera in Hungary since hist repott.

Spain contemplates a system of retalia­
tory tariffs against the United Slates.

The necessary capital for the Pat is Ex­
hibition, §4,500,000, has been obtained.

Mrs. A. L. Stewart died last Tuesday 
iu New York of pneumonia.

Von Multke has, celebrated the 86th 
anniversary of his birth.

Bismarck is averse to a Russian occu­
pation of Bulgaria and an English evacua­
tion of Egypt.

Under the Mackenzie Government each 
immigrant cost the country §7.80; under 
Conservative rule §3.88.

France’s anti-English policy was re­
ceived by the German Government with 
a coldness approaching hostility.

The deficiency iu the U. S. Postal de­
partment this year will be less than §7,- 
000,000. It was estimated at §9,000,000.

Portland, Maine, sent over $10,000 in 
cash besides clothing, etc., to the East- 
port sufferers.

It is stated the Nihilistic propaganda, 
more especially in Southern Russia, is 
more active and flourishing than ever.

The Vanstone House, on the Buctonclie 
road, formerly owned by J. Stevenson, 
sr., was burned down Tuesday night. 
Insured in the Western for §1,000.

Justin McCarthy lias been awarded the 
seat in the House of Com nions for London­
derry City, ML C. E. Lewis having aban­
doned the contest in the election court.

In the international double scull race, 
which took place on the Thames on Sat­
urday, G. H. Perkins and Dave Good win 
defeated Wallace Ross and G. W. Lee.

This season has lieen one of the worst 
ever known for the New England Mack­
erel fleet, the total catch being only 69,- 
000 banels, against 310,000 last year and 
404,000 barrels iu 1884.

A number of Limerick tenants are pay­
ing their rents. Some have been granted 
large reductions. In one ease the rent has 
lieen reduced from £332 to £200 and in 
another from £2] 2 to £140.

The North-West Council has decided 
to appoint a committee of elected meiu- 
liers to devise a scheme for dividing the 
territories into provinces and securing re­
sponsible government at the earliest mo­
ment.

Baron Frederick Ferdinand Von Beust, 
the distinguished German statesman, is 
dead. He held many important diplo­
matic appointments, the chief of which 
was Austrian Ambassador of England 
from 1871 to 1878.

Farmington, Me., was the scene of a 
disastrous conflagration on Friday night. 
Starting about 8 o’clock, the flames raged 
till Saturday morning, destroying 73 
buildings, the loss exceeding §250,000 
with but small insurance.

Two German spies have been arrested 
iu France, their occupation being the 
sending of letters and plans descriptive of 
French forts and routes to the German 
Government, for which they were paid at 
the very moderate rate of a sovereign a 
letter.

In response to official enquiries the 
German embassy at St. Petersbnrg tele­
graphs that there is no basis of truth for 
the story that an attempt had been made 
on tlie Czar’S lift, or for the report that 
an aide-de camp had been shot by the 
Czar.

Mr. J. R. Kinney, M. 1% for Yarmouth, 
N. S., states that the Canadian fishermen 
have done spendidly this year. The 
Americans' have discovered their mistake 
in refusing to accept a renewal of the 
Washington treaty, and he believes that 
ere long the Americans would he “ howl­
ing” for its renewal and for reciprocity.

The relations of England with France 
arc becoming critical. The war feeling 
is very strong in France, and it is even 
reported that arrangements are being 
made for an attack on England in the 
event of her refusing to evacuate Egypt. 
It is said that her Chauvinism is only 
held in check by Germany which refuses 
to sanction any overt act by the French.

The steamer which has just arrived 
from Puerto Cortez, Guatemala, brings 
the following news : On the 10th nit., 
an attempt was made to poison the presi­
dent by two brothers who are druggists 
in the city of Guatemala. They prepared 
the,poison and gave it to a servant of the 
president with §2000 as a bribe to ad- 
-iuinister it, hut the servant proved honest 
and handed over to his master both the 
money and the poison. The druggists 
were both put to death.

Chicaqo, Oct. 20.—Wm. McLaughlin 
was suddenly driven, insane last evening 
under peculiar circumstances. An even­
ing paper got out an extra edition last, 
night about 8 o'clock which announced 
in flaring head lines that Queen Victoria 
had died. Liter McLaughlin was found 
wandering about the streets, talking in 
the most incoherent manner about the 
canard. He was arraigned to-day. He 
said he felt all right until lie got hold of 
the paper containing the news of the 
Queen’s death and then he began to worry 
about it. An examination into his mental 
condition will be made.

The Montreal Herald publishes a des­
patch from Gilmour’s camp, on the Gatin­
eau, stating that six shanty men on the 
way to the wood», well supplied with 
liqlior, raided a house near the camp kept 
by Mrs. Turcotte, an old woman, and her 
daughter Nellie, aged 16. Tney hound 
the girl and outraged lier, afterwards 
setting tire to the house. When the old 
woman returned from the camp with 
help, the body of the girl was found in a 
thicket near Gy, with her throat cut from 
ear to ear. There is, the despatch says, 
small hope of discovering the perpetra­
tors of the crime.

BOSTON FISH MARKET.

(From the Boston Advertiser, Oct. 23.)
The market has been quite active, and 

jobbers have been very busy filling orders 
tor all descriptions of dry and pickled fish.

Prices are very ^Uhng «in mackerel. 
The 1885 mackerel^ being worked oft", 
and $9.50 to §10 is the cheapest price now. 
These mackerel have been stored north of 
Boston in cool cellars, and they open well, 
looking as fresh as new mackerel. More 
than three-fourths of the stock of old 
mackerel is held by one house, and at all 
tlie out-ports the stock on hand is less 
than 7,500 bbls. as against rising 100,000 
bids, a year ago.

In regard to new mackerel the catch is 
discouraging. The largest number of sein­
ers to arrive here in any one day this 
season with mackerel came in from oE 
Barnstable andj*dwich. There is no 
duijjjt that luAftEerel arc rapidly going

south, and these vessels chased the fish 
from off Barnstable to Race Point, nml 
hauls were only made by throwing bait 
from a vessel and going around it with a 
seine. The mackerel when they go from 
Missachusetta Bay around Race Point at 
this season go down south channel .and 
over the smith shoals, and that is always 
the last that is seen of that particular 
school for the season. The Meet that came 
iu on Thursday nnmiieitd 26 sail, and, 
with one exception, what salt mackerel 
they had was taken out again, as captains ! at th 
declined to sell, lie-lieving that by holding , dine, 
they would get higher prices. Most of 
the mackerel were, however, fresh, and 
sold at 1 je. to 2c. each fur small, 9c. fui-j 
mediums and 14c. for large. Since then 
there have been sales of fresh mackerel to j 
canners at §1.50 per 100.

DEATH ON THE RAILS:

Milwaukee, Wjs., Oct. 28.—The limit­
ed passenger train on the Chicago, Mil­
waukee & St. Paul railroad was derailed 
when about three hours out and was 
thrown into an old stone quarry. One 
coach and three sleepers were wrecked 
and five or six persons killed. The bag­
gage and mail cars were demolished. The 
demolished cars caught fire and were 
burned up.

LATER.
Chicago, Oct. 29.—Mr. Pether, an 

Englishman who survived the accident to 
the limited train on tlie Milwaukee anil 
St. Paul road, descrilies the disaster as 
follows : “ I was partially awake when 
the accident happened. The train must 
have been running at a high speed. The 
first sound was that of an indescribable 
crash of numberless timbers with the 
rapidity of a fusilade. Then I heard a 
woeful appalling wail of combined appeal 
and despair of many voices. Before I 
could dress a lurid light front the burning 
couches next ah'ead of us flashed into the 
vestihule of our sleeper. In three minutes 
the three sleepers were emptied of passen­
gers. When I alighted the day coach was 
ablaze in every part. In another minute 
the flames had spread both ways. I was 
out of my car just in time to see a woman, 
her body half within and half without the 
burning coach, hand a child to a man, en­
joining him as she did so to “ Save the 
child for its dear father's sake.” Two 
men struggled to pull the woman out 
through the window, but her limbs were 
securely fixed in the wreck and I saw the 
poor creature burn to a crisp. Mean­
while we caught glimpses of others 
through breaks of the blazing wreck and 
heard their moans down to the last 
audible sound, hut we were powerless to 
help the victims, for the heat was so 
tierce that no one could stand within a 
hundred feet of the line of fire. The 
blaze lighted up the whole neighborhood, 
and the grass and fences and telegraph 
poles near by were on fire.

They Must Fight Shy of Matrimony. 
—The staff council ofthe Salvation Army 
have just issued the following order in 
Loudon, which may lie interesting to'pro- 
vincialists ;—“That in future no sanction 
will he given to courting or any arrange­
ment of any male lieutenant, He must 
get promoted to the rank of captain be­
fore anything of the kind can lie rccoguiz, 
ed. No captain is to expect headquarters’ 
consent to his marriage, either after two 
years’ service or more, unless lie has 
proved himself an efflçient and successful 
officer, and is backed by his divisional 
officer, who in consenting to his marriage 
must agree to give him three stations. 
In future no marriage will be agreed to 
by headquarters unless we have consent­
ed to the engagement at least twelve 
months before. The old rule remains in 
force that there must be at least twelve 
months’ set vice in the field as a commis­
sioned officer before any agreement can 
be sanctioned. Communication with re­
gard to engagements must be made to the 
divisional officers, who will refer tlie mat­
ter to headquai ters.”

Not True.—It is pleasing to note that 
the sensational reports which have ap­
peared in several papers with regard to 
looting at Eastport during the fire by 
Canadians from Campobello and Deer 
Island, are without the faintest founda­
tion. S. E. Geroiv, and Samuel Hutton, 
of the Customs department, who were 
commissioned to investigate the allged 
plundering, returned to St. John.by the 
“ State of Maine” on Saturday afternoon. 
From all quarters they received positive 
information that no looting took place. 
The goods found on board Canadian craft 
were put there at tlie instance of the 
owners, and were held subject to their 
orders. A detailed report and quantity 
of the goods was given to Collector Far­
mer at Welshpool, by the men in charge 
of the vessels and boats.— Globe.
