WHAT ABOUT THE REVENUE!

A great many people in Canada to day 
are asking how will the revenue be made 
up. They are afraid of increased taxa­
tion, because of diminished revenue. 
In reality the taxation will be greatly 
reduced. The people are taxed $40,000,- 
000 under thé present system of collect - 
ing revenue off of strong drink, and 
about $100,000,000 in loss ol time and 
health, and in taking care of the victime 
of drink. Sit Leonard Tilley said that 
St. John city lost $20,000,000 worth ol 
property by the great fire, receiving 
$8,000,000 in insurance, and Sir Leonard 
said the people would think him mad 
ifhe proposed to burn the city down 
again in order to get the insurance ; and 
yel, freuzy of frenzies, madness of super­
stition, the government of Canada, in 
order to raise $8,000,000, legalizes the 
incendiaries which all admit consumes 
not merely $20,000,000, but directly 
$40,000,000, aud directly and indirectly 
$140,000,000. Vole for prohibition on 
the 29:h of September and save this great 
waste, lift this great burden from the 
shoulders of industry and behold the 
result. Gledst.inv, Cobdek, Bright, 
Chamberlain, Mo watt, and a whole bust 
of statesmen have declared that a wonder­
ful prosperity and lightening of taxation 
would result from aboliehiug strong drink.

Those who want ihe bar-room say that 
the Maine law ii a failure. It has nearly 
emptied its prisons and pocr-housee, it 
has changed general poverty, disorder 
and wretchedness into loberiety and 
prosperity. Without even the recourses 
of ibe Maritime Provinces, Maine bat 
ten times the amount per capita in ita 
savings banks that the whole of Canada 
have $40,000,000, while 661,000 in 
Maine have $63,397,690. Maine’s con­
vict record is lower than that of any 
State in the Union, much lower than 
that of Canada, and ita tendency ia 
steadily downwaed. Canada has one 
to 3,989. Maine one 6,969 of population.

Ireland affords an illustration of how 
the loss of revenue from drink works out. 
All the peseimenta were alarmed juat as 
some ere alarmed to-day, when the great 
temperance revival under the ministra­
tions of Father Matthew reduced the con­
sumption of liquors so that breweries and 
distilleries all over Ireland were compelled 
by stern necessity to close up, and wet*

I Dv
they stood with dcors and window shut­
ters unhinged and not a square cf glass to 
be seen in any of them. The people came 
together from long distances, and, kneel­
ing by ten thousands, they called God to 
witness their vow never more to take in­
toxicating drink. Sometimes these 
crowds numbered as many as fifty thou 
sand people, and they Were taught that 
their pledge was a solemn obligation to 
God and the church, taken under sacred 
religious sanctions. The income to the 
revenué from whiskey and beer became 
aluaoet nothing. The duty had been en­
ormous, nearly seven hundred per cent. 
Here, if anywhere in the wide world, was 
a country whose people could not beat in­
creased taxation. Where did they get 
the revenue 1 Did they get it 1 How 1 
No increased taxation, but simply by the 
expansion of trade. Not only did they 
get the same amount, but.the revenue in­
creased by four hundred thousand pounds 
—two millions of dollars.

CUBA AND THE PHILIPPINES.

THE FORMER DRIFTING INTO ANARCHY AND
THE 1-PILIP1N08 VERY ACTIVE.

London, Sept. 20,—The Tin-.ei ihie 
morning publishes a letter from a Havana 
correspondent in which the writer points 
ont that though as in the mother country 
there appears no dispeeition among the 
Spaniards in Cuba to attempt a pronun- 
ti men to, the sol'iers and civilians alike 
having accepted the dfsfatalisticcalm, the 
island is fast drifting into n condition of 
anarchy. Insurgent bands, the corres­
pondent says, are enjoying immunity in 
the commission of outrages end plunder­
ing, and this is especially true in the 
western provinces, wheie the insurgents 
bitterly complain that they hive been ig­
nored aud abandoned by the United 
States, and, being left utterly destitute, 
can only save themselves from starvation 
by rapine. Without food, medicine and 
clotbiog, they are dying like flies, and 
unfortunately, it ie the best elements 
among the insurgents that ate suffering 
the most severely. The Times in ah edi­
tors!! article draws attention to these 
difficulties facing the Washington govern­
ment and to the advisability that the 
peace conference be not unduly protract­
ed.

THE DREYFUSSCaNDAL.

GEN. ZURL1NDEN REAPPOINTED MILITARY 

GOVERNOR OF PARIS.

Paris, Sept. 22.—The Cabiflet Coun­
cil- this morning reappointed Gen. 
Zurlinden, who last week resigned from 
the Cabinet because Be disagreed with the. 
majority of the ministers about the pro­
priety ol having a tevision of the^Dreyfus 
case, to the post of Military Governor of 
Paris, which be occupied previous to ac­
cepting the portfolio of Minister of War.

Dreyfus, the former captain of French 
Artillery, whose alleged unjust convic­
tion in 1894, on the charge of selling im­
portant French military secrets to the 
agent of a foreign power, is seemingly on 
the point of being investigated at Paris, 
is kept in solitary confinement ou Devil’s 
Island, a small place not far from 
Cayenne, where a mutiny of convicts has 
just taken place, and it is not improbable, 
therefore, that he may be shot by Ibis 
guards,- as it is uudeistood the latter bad 
strict instructions to kill their prisoner 
if any attempt is made to release him or 
if there is any possibility of escaping.

PICQUART TO BE PROSECUTED.
