ANIMAL PAVASITK9.

At a recent meeting of the Stowmarket 
(England) Farmers’ Club a paper upon animal 
parasites was read from which we extract 
the following. Doubtless the greater part 
of our yearly losses of stock is caused by dis­
eases which result from parasites, to say no­
thing of the danger of using the lesh of af­
fected animals for food : “In carniverous 
animals the tapeworms possess rows of hooks 
in the head, as well as suckers. In herbi­
vorous animals, such as oxen and sheep, 
they possess suckers only. With this differ­
ence, which was simply an adaptation to dif­
ferent conditions under which food passed 
into the alimentary canal, the life-history of 
of all tape-worms is similar, The head is in 
reality an animal, for it is possessed of suck­
ers or hooks, and has begun to bud into one 
of the well-known joints. The buddmg pro­
cess takes place next to the head, so that 
each joint is thus pushed a step further 
along to the intestine. This contmuea until 
the whole of the intestines might bec*io 
completely charged with those joints. The 
joints are connected by a kind of canal down 
each side. The interior of each joint is fill­
ed with a large branch ovary. When the 
joints are detached, the skin decomposes 
and the ovary is thus liberated. A tape­
worm has often been known to extend to 
sixty feet in length, especially among those 
of the ox, and possessed more than 1,100 
joints, and as each one of these tape-worms 
developed many millions of eggs it was not 
surprising that the eggs were found almost 
everywhere, being blown a pout by the wind. 
In this dried up condition they possess an 
amazing vitality, remaining uninjured per­
haps for years. Should a pig, an omnivor­
ous feeder, partake of food in which some of 
these eggs were contained, they would be 
conveyed into its stomach, where they 
would be converted into larviv, and would 
after a short time bore their way through 
the pig’s stomach and get into its muscles. 
There thev would be quiescent, and assume 
a condition like the chrysalis ; this condition 
is called encysted. Pork killed in this con­
dition is said to be measled, and should it be 
cooked without the larvæ being destroyed, 
and partaken of by man, the encysted larvæ 
would then develop in man into the tape­
worm. The tape-worm of dogs is of a very 
peculiar kind, and for a long time it was a 
matter of wonder how the creature got into 
the stomach of the dog. Now the secret 

t Sometimes when dogs^affected bg
i^dTro^Tthe“'when*in the stomach 

of the sheep they bored their way through 
until they finally got into the brain, where 
they became encysted, and in this condition 
they caused the disease among sheep well- 
known as staggers. Man himself sometimes 
suffers from the encysted larviv, which pro­
duces a disease called hydatids. Sheep were 
also affected by another parasite belonging 
to a different order from that of tapo-worm 
called flukes. These creatures possess a 
different internal organization, and attach 
themselves by means of suckers alone. Each 
worm was hermaphroditic and their pre­
sence produced the well-known sheep rot 
The eggs of the sheep fluke were blown 
about until they sometimes found their way 
into the water, where they swim about like 

topic organisms, and even become 
parasitic upon fresh-water mollusc» It is 
undoubtedly because of sheep drinking the 
water in which the larvæ are present that 
they become affected by them. Lambs and 
sheep are also affected especially the former, 
by round worms called siemaiods, especially 
by one form called strongylus, and the disease 
which the presence of this form gives rise to 
is called hooseor husk. It is generally to 
be met with in the bronchial tubes or throats 
of young lambs. It also gets into the in­
terior of the heart or lungs where it becomes 
encysted, and produces tubercular disease. 
When the liematod forms become encysted ini 
man they produce a disease resembling rhen- 

fever called trichinosis. When they 
:ysted in some animals, as in pigs, they 

are called trichine. In some instances these 
intestinal worms were not considered in­
jurious ; for instance, the Abyssmians never 
consider themselves healthy unless suffering 
from tape-worms. The dung of cows is fre- 

•y full of tape-like forms, although the 
lo not seem to be suffering from any 

ailment. Some sheep are affected by para- 
yet nevertheless they yield prune 

mutton. It would seem from what is al­
ready known of the life history of these 
parasites that the danger arises from thevr 
excessive development

The recommendations were adopted, with an­
other schedule, as follows -.-“Schedule D-Ex­
ceptional cases not included under above the 
annual reduction shall be in similar proportion.

Rev. Rural Dean Cooper read the report of 
the Widows and Orphans’ Fund and Theological 
Standouts' Fund Committee as follows, 
moved its adoption ...

The income of the past year shewed a falling 
oiF of about $167 from that of the previous year, 
and was insufficient for the demands upon the 
fund : for while tho total expenditure to be met 
was $5.431 98 the total receipts were only 
$1,792 99. leaving a deficiency or overdrawn 
balance of $612. .

In addition to this, the payments on account 
of pensions on the 1st July will be $1,242, by 
which the indebtedness of the fund will be in­
creased to $1.331. Such being its position, the 
Committee fell themselves compelled, however 
reluctantly, to notify the annuitants that while 
the payments due on the 1st July would be 
made in full, seeing that the seven weeks between 
the May meeting of the Committee and the 1st 
J uly did not afford sufficient notice of a redac­
tion, no payments could be made on the 1st 
October unless some provision for the same 
should be made by the Synod.

The amount required for the present year will 
probably not be less than that of the last, 
viz , $5,291, augmented by re-payment cf the 
above overdrawn balance ($642) to a total of 
$5,933. The proportion of this to be borne by 
this Diocese will be about $3.600. as six of the 
widows and one family of orphans will be 
transferred to Niagara

It should be understood that the present re­
port has reference to the Widows and Orphans’ 
Fund of this Diocese as constituted previous to 
the separation of the Diocese of Niagara, the 
fund being still administered by this Diocese, 
your Committee not having been yet notified 
by the Commissioners of the amounts to be re­
tained by this Diocese, and transferred to that 
of Niagara.

opinion to the consideration of hia Lordship the 
Bishop of the Diocese ; and his Lordship hav­
ing expressed his opinion as follows “ I think 
a return every alternate year would be suffi­
cient, but would not object to once in three 
years, if it be the general recommendation of 
the Committee. I approve of the abbrevia­
tions" : Beit therefore resolved, that the sug­
gestion of the Bishop be adopted, and that the 

„ statistical report from the clergy and church-- 
wardens be required every third year ; and fur­
ther, that the Synod do appoint a Special Com­
mittee to devise some effective means of mak­
ing the answering of such questions bbligatory.

The resolution was carried.
It was moved by Mr. Crombie, that the sum 

of $49.88 paid to the General Purposes Fund as 
the assessment Synod expenses for the year 1874 
on moneys contributed to the Shingwank Home, 
be refunded, and the same carried to the credit 
of the said Home. Carried.

Mr. Crombie moved that on page 277 of the 
canons- (Constitution of Vestries for Free 
Churches) after the words England and Ireland 
the following be added, ” and to have attended 
at least one-third of the regular ordinary Sun­
day services in snch church during the preced­
ing twelve months or since his residence in the 
parish during the year (unless prevented by 
sickness or other unavoidable cause), and to 
have contributed according to their ability, and 
as God hath blessed them, to the support of that 
church, and to have taken no part in any vestry 
meeting in any other pariah during the year. 
And no member of such congregation shall be 
allowed to take part in the business of the 
vestry meetings unless he shall have complied 
with these requirements, and the said declara­
tion shall be signed annually at the Easter 
meeting ; and being so formed," etc.

After discussion,
Mr. Crombie said he was willing to accept 

Mr. Cartwright's amendment, which made the 
condition of membership of the vestry only con­
ditional upon the candidate having attended 
communion at least three times during the year.

The resolution as amended was carried.
Rev. Rural Dean Cooper moved that the 

present indebtedness of the Widows and Or­
phans' Fund be removed by transferring the 
amount from the capital account to the income 
account, and that the payments to annuitants 
on the 1st October next be made according to 
the present scale.

The motion was then seconded by Dr. Hod- 
gins, and carried.

Rev. Septimus Jones moved, in the absence 
of Rev. J. Bowen. That all clergymen having 
cure of souls, shall on removing from their 
parishes, deliver to the Churchwardens the 
register of baptisms, marriages, and burials of 
the said parish, ootaining a receipt therefor, 
which receipt shall be exhibited to the Bishop 
before the issuing of a new licence, or in the 
case of intended removal from this Diocese, 
before the granting of a bene decessit : and 
that the non-production of such receipt shall be 
a bar to the issuing of such licence or bene de- 
rcssit, unless for reasons satisfactory to the 
Bishop. He said that the motion was intro­
duced in consequence of the frequency of regis­
ters being mutilated.

Mr. Grierson seconded the motion.
The motion was carried.
Rev. Septimus Jones read the re ort of the 

Sunday School and Book and Tract Committee. 
The Committee regretted that during the year 
no Sunday School Convention had been held ex­
cept in the Deanery of East Simcoe, a detailed 
account of the proceedings of which was given. 
The importance of such gatherings was dwelt 
on at some length, and it was recommended 
that a meeting similar to that held in Toronto 
some years ago, should be held this autumn. 
The number of parishes and schools aided with 
books and tracts during the year was 32. tor 
stations and churches nine octavo Bibles and 
twelve octavo Prayer Books had been granted. 
For Sunday Schools, 256 Prayer Books, 46 
Bibles, and 32 Testaments. About 10,000 copies 
of the Sunday School Scheme of Lessons for 
1875-6, had been sold throughout the several 
Dioceses and in the United States.

Mr. Jones moved that the Committee on 
Discipline be instructed to-consider the advisa­
bility of requiring all evidence brought before 
the Court to be taken on oath, or if it should be 
necessary to take legal advice or to apply to the 
Legislature for power to do so.

Canon Brent seconded the motion, and it was

Rev. Septimus Jones proposed that the 
Committee be instructed to consider the 
proposed canon of discipline in the case of 
clergymen residing in the diocese without 
charge or cure ; also the discipline of the laity.

The motion was seconded by Mr. & C. Wood 
and carried.

Rev. J. Langtry moved that the Synod 
should direct a petition to the Provincial Legis­
lature at its next meeting, praying that the 
Public School Law might be so far amended 
that when application was made by the author­
ized ministers of any religious body for permis­
sion to give religions instruction the trustees 
should be required to make provision for such 
instruction being given, either by shortening 
the hours set apart for secular instruction on 
one day in the week, or by arranging that such 
minister may instruct the children of his own 
Church for one hour on one day in the week at 
the same time that the secular instruction of 
the school is going on. Mr. Langtry urged the 
adoption of the motion on the grounds of the 
general good which would result

Rev. Dr. O’Meara moved that a deputation 
be appointed by the Bishop to wait on ihe Min­
ister of Education to ascertain if some means 
could not be devised to devote a portion of 
school time daring the week for religions in­
struction of children of the Church of England 
at tending the public schools once during the

Mr. Kivas Tully seconded the motion, and it 
was carried. .

Votes of thanks were tendered to the pro­

to the ladies for preparing a lunch for the dele­
gates ; to the various railway companies for re­
duced fares ; and to Ven. Archdeacon Whitaker 
for the counsel given by him in his sermon at 
the opening of Synod.

His Lordship introduced the Bishop of Sas­
katchewan.

The Bishop thanked the Synod for the hearty 
manner in which he was received. He stated 
he had a Diocese of 800 miles square, and if he 
divided it by a line into two equal parts it 
would be found that on the eastern side the 
Church of England had three missions to the 
Indians, one in the East River District and the 
others in the Saskatchewan District. On the 
western side, passing from Carlton, there was 
a square of 600 miles of country containing tho 
heathen Créés, many thousands of whom were 
in darkness. And he pointed out that although 
there was a mission at Carlton, the mission­
aries of the Church of England had not been 
able to go farther to reach these Indians. The 
only Protestant missions there—and they were

land to be in, as the Indians were anxioi_____
opportunities to hear its ministers. The Mount­
ed Police Force had done its duty properly, and 
life and property was as safe there as here, and 
it was the intention of the Government to col­
lect the Indians together to place them on re­
serves and make a treaty with them. With 
snch an opportunity he thought the Church 
should endeavour to reach them. He had trav­
elled among the Indians to a great extent, from 
the boundary line of his Diocese to a point 303 
miles north of the Saskatchewan and 760 miles 
north of Fort Garry, and he had spent among 
the Indians some of his best missionary ex­
periences. It was his intention Be soon as pos­
sible to establish a theological college for the 
training of native clergymen, for he believed a 
religion would never take deep root among the 
people while it was taught by foreign teachers. 
So far he had been successful, and had trained 
his natives to be readers, and he hoped in a 
short time that he would ordain some deacons. 
In conclusion he urged upon his hearers the re­
quirements of his Diocese.

Rev. Rural Dean Givens assured his Lord- 
ship that the clergy of this Diocese felt fully the 
demands of the Canadian missions among the 
Indians upon them, and they were prepared to 
assist the Diocese of Saskatchewan by means of 
the Society for Promoting Canadian Missions.

The Lord Bishop of Toronto then closed the 
Sj nod. In doing so he congratulated the mem­
bers on the arriving at the conclusion of their 
labours, to which they had applied themselves 
heartily and sincerely. At the opening of the 
Synod he expressed his hope that the session 
would be both pleasant and profitable. Although 
his expectations on that point might not have 
been fully realized, he felt that whatever dif­
ferences of opinion there were were not in­
tended to prevent the harmony and union m 
the great work of promoting the interest of the 
Church. He trusted that they would be ap­
proaching closer and closer to the sentiment

Eevailing in primitive times, of being of one 
art and one soul.
The benediction was then pronounced and 

the Synod adjourned."

The Synod of Ontario.

Kingston. June 20.
The fifteenth annual session of the Synod of 

Ontario opened this evening in St Paul’s 
church, on which occasion the Rev. F. W. Kirk­
patrick. M A., incumbent of St James’ church, 
preached. The attendance of delegates, clerical 
and lay, was large. The musical part of the 
service was very attractive. The Sacrament of 
the Lord’s Stipper will be administered to-mor-. 
row morning at nine, after which the regular 
business of the Synod will commence. Among 
the unfinished business to be disposed of is the 
following motion, to be moved by Judge

1. Resolved, That the lay members of this 
Synod do hereby pledge themselves that they 
will each and every of them contribute one- 
tenth of their last year’s income towards the 
support of the Church in this Diocese, and that 
they will continue to do so yearly hereafter ; 
that they will use their influence with their 
lay brethren in their several parishes to comply 
with this scriptural duty.

2. That it be incumbent on each and every 
clergyman, four times in each year, to urge this 
duty in a sermon to his congregation.

3. 1 hat each clergyman who hath been, or 
who shall .hereafter be appointed to a parish, 
mission, or station, be allowed a salary of $800 
yearly. If the clergyman be married, he shall 
be allowed $1,000. and for each child depending 
upon him for support the further sum of $30 
yearly. This resolution shall not affect any 
clergyman now receiving a larger salary.

4 That each clergyman on completing ten 
years service in this Diocese shall be entitled to 
have bis salary increased by such sum as the 
Mission Board shall deem just and reasonable ; 
and on the completion of fifteen years’ service, 
such further sum as may be awarded by the 
said Mission Board ; and on the termination of 
twenty years service bis salary shall receive a 
farther increase, as the said Board shall award.

SECOND DAY.
The Holy Communion was administered in 

St. Paul’s church on Wednesday morning be­
fore the opening of the Synod. The attendance 
was large. Immediately afterwards the mem­
bers of the Synod proceeded to St. George's 
Hall, where the session commenced, his Lord­
ship. the Bishop, who. I regret to say, is not in 
good health, presiding. The clerical roll was 
called by the Ven. Archdeacon Parnell, Clerical 
Secretary, and the lay delegates’ roll by Mr. R 
V. Rogers, Lay Secretary of the Synod. It is 
unnecessary to mention the names of 
those present, suffice it to say that the at­
tendance was good. After the calling of the 
roll his Lordship addressed the Synod.

After expressing the pleasure it afforded 
him to meet his brethren at the an­
nual Synod of the Diocese, Dr. Lewis 
said that daring the year just closed he 
had admitted to the Holy Order of Deacons 
four candidates, and to the Order of Priesthood 
three. Two churches and one cemetery were 
consecrated during the year. The number of persons confirm*? by him during year was as 
follows :-Male, 300; female. -4^ ; total. 779. Of 
this number 720 received their first communion. 
Tbe remaining part of his Lordships address 
had reference to legislation connected with the 
Synod, a fall report of which is not of sufficient 
general interest to send. His Lordship confined 
himself to the facts above stated.

Although still a young man Bishop Lewis has 
suffered considerably physically for several years 
past, and his medical advisers now insist upon 
his abstaining as much as possible from great 
exeition. „ , .

Of these expected 
arrivals 58000 qrs were from Azov : 110.000 from 
the Black sea : 16.000 from the Danube : 25,000 
from Egypt : 137,000 from American Atlantic 
ports : 116,000 from California and Oregon, and 
266.000 from Australia and Chili It is calcu­
lated that the wants of the United King­
dom during the harvest year are about 
22,250,000 qrs; that of this there has 
been supplied up to the 1st of June by 
home deliveries and imports 17.439.003 quart­
ers. leaving 4,811.000 quarters still to be supplied. 
Ot this it Is expected that the home deliveries 
will supply 1,344.000 quarters, and the wheat 
afloat on the 1st inst. 1.243,003, or collectively 2.- 
587.000 quarters, which being deducted from the 
4,811.000 quarters required altogether, leaves 2.- 
224,000 more to be imported over and above the 
wheat to sight on the 1st inst. Continental ad­
vices continued to report favourably of the 
crop» The wheat harvest in Spain. Southern 
Rossi» Italy, and Algeria, was at the latest 
mail advices full of promise for an abundant 
crop this year. In Northern Europe, however, 
the crop is likely to be later than usual, requir­
ing more thA the usual supplies of foreign 
wheat to supply consumption until receipt of 
the new crop. From Odessa, advices to the 
27th alt. state that the fortnight ending on that 
date had been the most active in transactions 
since the opening of the year, as the sales madfe 
exceeded 122,400 quarters, while in (he prior 
fortnight they only amounted to 57.600 quarters. 
Prices closed very firm, with a decided upward 
tendency, especially for choice qualities, which 
were becoming scarcer and scarcer. Stocks 
were restricted, and the supply from the interior 
weak, although on a larger scale than In April. 
Accounts from the inland provinces were more 
gratifying with respect to the look of the fields 
and the appearance of the ensuing crop» and 
the best expectations were cherished.
