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A Hundred Years Cld.

Mr, G. E, Bull, of this city, says the Belle-
ville Ontario, has shown us a pair of snow-
shoes and a powder horn that came into his
hands 55 years ago, and were made in the
North-West 45 years befors that date. The
shoes are rather eclumsily, but very solidly,
constructed, and are much heavier than those
used now. The man who could carry them
over the soft snow for 60 or B0 miles a day
must have possessed a muscular pair of legs.
But, then, there were giants in those days,
when ‘the hardy fur-traders penetrated the
wilde of the great North-Wess, The hors is
a“ finé,/large one, elaborately and  skilfully
ornmmsented. It bears the following inserip-
tion eut upon it in plain letters :—** Stephen
Maddah, bis horn, made at Fort Howe, Aug.

to 1 gallon of water. Extreme caution should
be used in the storing of disinfectants, espe-
cially those which are ocolourless aud odour-
less, as most of them are strong poikons, All
soiled bedding and clothing should be imme-
diately changed and dispostd of by placing
them in a tub containing a dimwnfectans,
Nurses and attendants should keep them-
selves and their patients as clean as possibie,
