Bat our present Holy 
Father is sending to Iceland a much 
more precious gift than any number 
of vestments. He has ordered the 
vicar-apostolic of Denmark, Mon- 
signor d’flncb, to establish a mission 
in Reikjtvik, and in the autumn two 
priests from Copenhagen wi l be 
sent to preach the same faith tor 
which Jan Arseon suffered death.”

One bf the most interesting, and 
at the same time instructive, articles 
in the cm rent issue of the American 
Catholic Quarterly Review comes 
from the pen of Rev. Reuben Par- 
sodp, D. D., who has taken for his 
theme “ Explorers in the Middle 
Age: Marco Polo.” In a brief in­
troduction to his paper, Doctor 
Parsons emphasizes in a few words 
the egregious error they labor under 
who consider the Middle Age as a 
period of darkness, and points oat 
that in that epoch many of our 
most useful inventions and most 
prized institutions originated. His 
sketch of the three PiT, the explor­
ers of whom he writes, aims at show­
ing '.bat, long before the geographical 
conquests in those regions whose 
authors the world now honors were 
made, earlier travellers bad made 
known the immense countries of 
eastern Asia, to which territories 
many CathcLo missionaries were 
sent in the twilfth and thirteenth 
centuries by the Holy See. Notabie 
among such missionaries the Doctor 
mentions Pnilip the physician, who 
was sent in 1177 by Pope Alexander 
III. to the “ Priest-King” of Kairat ; 
the Dominicans commissioned to 
Persia, in 1245, by Innocent IV., 
and th e Franciscans whom the tame 
Pontiff sent to the great Ghengia- 
Khan. He informs us that the 
Priesi-Kirg of Kairat, mentioned 
above, was in reality a priest, albeit 

schismatic, having been ordained 
such be a Nestorian prelate, and 
was recognized as a priest by Alex­
ander HI., who, in a letter addressed 
to the Priest-King and intrusted to

the
Pope sent to Kairat in the capacity 
of apostolic delegate, says that he 
had learned of the King’s desire to 
enter into communion with the 
Holy See and, therefore, sends him 
Philip, with authority to arrange 
matters. How this apostolic dele­
gation was received, Poo tor Parsons 
states, is not known, and he notes 
the fact that the last of the Priest- 
Kings of Kairat was conquered and 
killed in battle by Ghengis-Khan at 
the beginiog of the thirteenth cen­
tury,

em China, and reaching Venice iu 
1295, after visiting many lands on 
the way. He tells how Marco Polo 
was made prisoner, while fighting 
for Venice, by the Genoese, and held 
in captivity for twenty-five yeare, 
during which he wrote the narratif 
of his travels. And although th 
work was regarded by many as a 
collection of ■ fables, all of its state­
ments, Doctor Parsons says, were 
subsequently verified by mission­
aries who, centuries afterwards, 
entered China, so that, he adds, in 
conclusion, if we consider the inade­
quate means he had at his disposal, 
Marco Polo must be regarded as the 
peer, at least of any modern ex­
plorer.

There are /fifty-four corporations 
of Catholic students in Germany. 
It is at the University of Bone, and 
in the cities of Berlin and Munich, 
that these unions originated. The 
B waria, in Bonn, was the first to 
see the light This was in 1844 
The Ænania flung its banner to the 
breeze in Munich, in the year 1851, 
and two years later the Asoania was 
inaugurated in Berlin. Within 
few months afterwards the Unites 
was established in BoA. „ Other 
clubs came later. The Bavaria and 
Ænania were united in the begin 
niog, but dissensions unfortunately 
brought about their separation in 
1865. These fifty-four bodies are 
divided into five associations. The 
association called the Verein is the 
more important. It is, numerically, 
the strongest, being composed oi 
twenty-six societies, and everything 
leads one to believer that it has a 
brilliant faV>* before it. The most 
eminent men of Catholic Germany 
have belonged to this association— 
Windhors’, the two Raichotspergere, 
Schoi lamer-Alet, the historian Jans­
sen, and others. Its by-laws forbid 
1m members to fight duel; or to 
wear colors. “Beligior, science, 
friendship” is its device, Oaoe a 
year it meets in general assembly. 
Bach society ie represented by a 
delegate, who alone has the right to 
vote. Other members may be pres­
ent and make speeches if they like, 
Two-thirds of the societies suffice to

In sketching the careers of the 
three medieval explorera who form 
the subjects of his paper, Doctor 
Parsons names first Nioolo and 
Mai&o Polo, who, about the middle 
of the thirteenth oentnry, went to 
the Orient in quest of fortune. He 
follows them from Constantinople to 
the mouth of the Volga, thence over 
the deserts habited by Tartar nomads 
to Bokhara, from which place, at 
the invitation of an envoy of Kublii- 
Khan, grandson of the sovereign of 
the Mongol Tartars, they journeyed 
to Ohemen-Fu. There the Grand 
Khan welcomed them, questioned 
them much about the Roman 
Pontiff and the organisation of the 
Catholic Church, and when, twelve 
years later, they left his realm for 
home, he appointed them hie am 
bassadors to the Holy See, charged 
them with varions commissions to 
the Holy Father and begged them 
to see that missionaries were sent to 
hie{ subjects, whom he said he could 
not civilize with the aid the eoisme- 
tlo Neeteriane or the Thibetan 
Llamas gave him. It took the Poll 
more than three years to reach Italy, 
and, unfortunately, à vacancy in 
the Holy See then prevented them 
from executing the Khan’s commis 
sione.

“ Nothing will ever induce us to 
give one of our schools to the School 
Board. We will give up our presby­
teries we will give up our churches 
and convert our schools into churches 
rather than sacrifice a single school.”

The resolutions adopted 
so admirably put the case that they 
will bear quoting in full. The Earl 
of Denbigh moved the first, which 
was as follows—“ That it is the 
inalienable right of all parents to 
have their children educated in their 
own religion and in shooole where 
the knowledge of religion if ade­
quately imparted, and that conse­
quently it is most unjust that any 
efficient public elementary school 
should be penalised on account of 
the religions training of its scholars.” 
The second resolution which was 
entrusted to the Duke of Norfolk, 

—“That ia common justice the 
State, which now defrays the whole 
cost of site, building, maintenance, 
and administration of elementary 
gohooh managed by the School 
Boards, should, aa regards mainten­
ance, deal in exactly the same 
manner with all efficient Oathetio 
elementary schools—Oatholio trus­
tees being wiIVng to bear the 
pense of ejte, buildings and adminis­
tration of their schools,” Lord 8 
Talbot moved a farther resolution 
calling upon the Government 
redeem their pledgee and proceed 
without delay to a float settlement 
of the question.
