A London cable to the Montreal
Star says an extensive programme
of shipbuilding in Canada for
the British Government is'in con-
templation- —under the direction
of the Imperial Munitions Board
at Ottawa.

The order closing the port of

New York to shipping after night-
fall has been suspended until
“further notice. No explanation
was given for the suspension of
the order. Ships will pass through
a “gate” 900 feet wide in the steel
net which has been strung across

Mr. O'Conor was followed by
Wm. A. Redmond, who made an
impassioned plea for a compro-
mise between the Nationalists
and Unionalists and sat down
amid the applause of the house.
Thus far things had been running
smoothly but sir John ‘Lonsdale,
speaking for the Unionists,
threw a wrench into the machin-
ery by declaring that Ulster
wanted nothing to do with home
rule of this sort, and sarcastically
remarked that his section of Ire-
land had furnished troops and
money from pure patriotism, and
without hope of gain for them-
selves,

Premier Lloyd George follow-
ed with the pronouncement of
the government, and- after stat-
ing that any part of Ireland that
wanted home rule could have it,
suggested two alternatives for

the sett'ement of the difficultiest-

between the Irish factions. One
was a gonference of  Irishmen,
and the other was ‘the setting up
of a commission - of enquiry to
report to the government and
parliament. Mr. Lloyd George
was continually interrupted, and
as he proceeded, was greeted with
angry jeers from the Nation-
alists, who accused him of of de-
serting home rule. In conclus-
ion he oftered an amendmeat to

offoot that; “This house would
welcome Jany settlement which
would produce a better uader-
standing between Ireland and
but eonsiders it impossible to im-
pose, by force, on any section of
