LIQUOR PERMITS.

How the Liquor Law is Evaded in
the North-West Territories.

A Signal Cerrespondcat at Edmonton on
Dewdney’s Dudey.

To the Editor of The Signal.
It is a very common delusion in Ontario
to think that the fact of there being pro-
hibitory laws in the North- West is a suf-
ficient guarantee that no liquor is to be
had. A short residence in Edmonton or
any other of the more important villages,
is only needed to convince the most op-
timistic spectator that the very contrary
is the case.
The system under which the so-called
prohibitory laws are carried out is
enough upon the very face of it to prove
their worthlessness. The ‘‘permits,”
without which nothing of & spirituous
nature can be obtained, are issued solely
at the discretion of the Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor, who, with an autocratic freedom,
refuses or ts the privileges he has to
bestow. is systom of paternal Goy-
ernment might answer very well if there
could be a certainty of u uniform impar-
tiality and jostice. - Unfortunately this
is not the case. Seldom has there exist-
ed a ruler, who ““dressed in n little brief
authonty’ did not at sume time or other
take advantage of the power entrusted
to him. Certainly the present Governor
of the North-Westis not one of these
rare phencmena. That this is the case
is obvious from the fact that the country
