PASSING OF BRITAIN’'S WOOD-
LANDN,

Only those with week-end cottages
or who can spare a Saturdey for a
walk know the changes that the war
{s making on the whole face of the
Home Counties. The axcs cof Cana-
dian and Belgian wcodculters, as
well as of our own, are ringing the
knell of many famous woodland benu-
ties. Visitors to England will regret
to hear that most of Surrey’'s wood-
land beauty-spots have gone or are
going. The grand bank of trees
known as the Redlands, rear Cold
Harbour, have disappearad, and so
have the pines and Scotch firs above
Holmbury St. Mary. The wood that
runs down the northern slope of
Leith Hill to Friday Street is marked

Gotion estate, still held by the Evelyr
family. Their destruction will be
mourned by thousards of London
walkers. Now I hear that Crrnoksbury
Beacon, the famous landmark above
Waverley Abbey, too, is to go. The
hill is a low pyramid, but the pines
are tall and thick, so that 1t seems
twice its height, and it can be se:n
for miles around. The country peo-
ple call it simply .“The Landmark.”
There is much distress in the district
about the shaving.of Crooksbury, and
there is likely.to be an organised ap-
peal to spare it. The timber involved
is not great, and it serves a useful
purpose as well as its office as a sig-
nal beauty of West Surrey.

EPISTOLARY CAMOUFLAGE.
A very fine trait that one discovers

In cases where members of the Royal Naval Re-
serve (Newfoundland) have been killed in actign or
died of wounds or sickness, or through any other
cause, the amount due as Augmentation Pay will go
to the Estate of the deceased. The authority to ob-
tain the Estate of the deceased is, in case of a Will,
Letters of Probate; and in case there is not a Will, Let-
ters of Administration. Such letters are issued by the
Supreme Court of Newfoundland on the Petition and
Proofs of Executor of the Will, or the next of kin. If
the Estate does not exceed $500.00, after the proof of
the facts has been obtained the petition can be applied
for by the Minister of Justice.
