low years abandon it to other youthful
gpirants, who in turn follow their foot-
Ys, just at the time when they begin
y to know how to discharge aright
he responsible duties imposed on them.
Bo long as this state of things continues,
lhe cause of education will be retarded ;
nd, instead of schools being wrought up
p the bighest state of efficiency by teach-
r8 of long-experience and thorough fa-
D mm. with their work, they will be
ft to the management of novitiates pur-
hing their calling more from necessity
n choice, and longing for the day
hen romethin anent shall tarn up
nd rid them of fﬂ ricious uncertain-
s of scholastic employment. Instead
engaging a teacher year by year, let
it receive his n.gpoml.ment with the un-
nding that he shall retain it so long
he gives satisfaction and that he shall
ot be dismisced, nor relinquish his post,
ithout at least three months’ previous
otice.
