The last blow sent the great 
John L. to the floor with a thump, the 
second time in all his long career that he 
had ever been knocked down. Sullivan 
made an effort to rise but he failed. His 
seconds had to come to him and assist him 
to his corner. It was over two minutes 
before he recovered himself.

Sullivan tried to address the crowd. His 
voice was very hoarse as he said: 
"Gentlemen, all I have to say is that I 
stood once too long in the ring, and that I 
am glad America has so good a champion.”

The time of the fight was 1 hour and 23 
minutes.

THE SULLIVAN-CORBETT FIGHT.

NEW ORLEANS, La., Sept. 7. —The crowd
