Paris, May 12.—German troops in 
strong force, by a series of night at­
tacks, succeeded in retaking part of the 
trenches which were carried by the 
French yesterday, according to today's 
official communique.

This, however, was the only point 
where the French have not either main-1 
talned territory taken in yesterday's1 
fighting or made additional slight gains. I 

The French are continuing today their 
efforts to break through German lines 
between Lens and Arras. Already ma­
terial progress has been made, the 
French holding the first and second . 
lines of German trenches and having 
been able to bring up additional artil- 
lery to break down entanglements, 
which prevent the carrying of reserve 
lines by storm.

Germans Reinforced.
The Germans have been rushing rein, 

forcements from their positions north 
cf Lens. They have been unable to 
check the general French offensive, 
which is being maintained with the vt. 
most enthusiasm.

Out on the heavy route marches, through snow, 
blizzards and rain, when the roll-call was taken the men were al­
ways there. And this is why the boys adopted the song, "Here W c 
Are Again.”

Our Colonel has told us on many occasions he had faith in 
his men, that they would stand together through thick and thin. 
A very small number of people predicted that when the spring ar- 
rived many of the men would desert. But they know by this 
time how false was their prediction. All the men stand today, 
as they did months ago, shoulder to shoulder, ready to do or die 
for King and Empire, and this is why we shall go on singing 
wherever we go “Here We Are Again.”

Arrival Known of Before.
Readers of The Advertiser are no doubt aware by this time 

that the battalion arrived safely in Halifax at 4 a.m. Sunday, April 
18.

When the train pulled into the station there was great re­
joicing and excitement among the men. We were all sleepy and 
tired, but every man got out of his berth and let go some uproari­
ous noises, sufficient, someone said, to frighten a German regiment. 
Indeed the coaches fairly seemed to shudder, and of course the 
regimental song, “Here We Are Again,” was heartily sung.

It was not until Sunday noon, however, that we received or­
ders to put on our full packs and parade on the sidings outside 
the coaches. This was quickly done, and we were marched off 
to the dock where the transport ship, the R. M. S. Grampian, was

Sergt.-Major Dunlevy was senior staff sergeant of the Supply Unit when it 
left London. Sergt.-Major Prikler, who for a time was regimental sergeant-major 
of the 7th Fusiliers of this city, was warrant officer of the unit. At Salisbury 
Plains, Sergt.-Major Prikler was given a commission as an Army Service Corps 
lieutenant in No. 1 Field Butchery, and Sergt.-Major Dunlevy was promoted to 
warrant rank.

During the battle of Ypres, the members of Pte. McLeod’s unit were pressed 
into service as stretcher-bearers and to assist the Army Medical Corps and Red 
Cross branches of the service. This brought him into touch with the wounded 
heroes, many of whom he carried to the dressing stations and ambulances.

In the conclusion of his story he declares that it is claimed that the second

"Just a hasty word or two, because like the rest of the contingent, 
I have been awfully busy of late. I know you have heard all about It, and 
no doubt by the time you receive this letter it will be considered a back 
number, but at any rate here goes.

“Last Wednesday afternoon (I think), when suddenly assailed by a 
cloud of asphyxiating gases, the French Zouaves were obliged to retreat 
and by so doing exposed the Canadian left flank to the enemy advancing, 
who succeeded in capturing a section of Canadian artillery. This artil­
lery was stationed in the rear, supporting the retreating French colonials.

In a letter rereived from a 24-year- 
old woman who resides in Emporia, 
Kansas, a local druggist was asked by 
the writer to take a tube of the 1-4 
gr. morphine, 150 per cent atropine, or 
1-2 gr. morphine and 175 per cent gr. 
atropine and powder, and put it inside 
a letter in order that the postal au­
thorities would not suspect that such 
a trade was being carried on.

Pitiful Plea Comes.
Another letter sent to a druggist here 

from a woman, contained a pitiful 
plea for drugs. She said that since 
the passing of the new law she could 
not get the drugs in the States and 
must get them somewhere as she was 
unable to do without. She wrote to 
the druggist to see if he would send 
her some as she had heard there was 
no law against this in Canada.

“I carried him on my back to the ambulance, and he was unconscious 
for five hours. He related the above to me after being revived, and Is 
now a PARALYTIC WRECK. For this he blames the gas.

“It seems to have affected others differently. A private of the 1st 
Battalion, whose home Is In St. Thomas, told me he was now color blind 
as a result of this latest Hun atrocity.9 PICKED OFF A COLONEL.

“But the Canadian wounded all seem happy, and take everything in 
good spirit. A young lieutenant of Toronto assured me that he had picked 
off -AN OLD HYPOCRITE OF A GERMAN COLONEL,’ or words to that 
effect, which would not pass the censor, whilst another officer cautioned 
me to lift him gently as he had half a machine gun in his leg. Souvenir 
hunting.

Guarantee Asked.

As for reparation, the United States 
naturally will seek financial repara­
tion, but its protest now is in the 
name of international law and hu­
manity to obtain a guarantee that 
such tragedies will not be repeated 
and the lives of non-combatants sac­
rificed.

While high officials and cabinet of­
ficers were reticent about discussing 
the contents, it was agreed that the 
note reviewed the intense feeling of 
the United States over the occur­
rences in the war zone, and wanted an 
explanation of them, as well as a 
guarantee that they would not be re­
peated.

The communication lays stress on 
the inhumanity of the attacks, with­
out warning, on merchant vessels. It 
reviews in a general way every case 
in the war zone in which the rights 
of American citizens have been trans­
gressed—the sinking of the steamer 
Falaba with the loss of Leon C. Thresh- 
er, an American; the attack by Ger­
man airmen on the American steamer 
Cushing; the torpedoing of the Ameri­
can steamer Gulflight while flying the 
American flag, and, finally the de­
struction of the Lusitania, with the 
loss of more than a thousand non-com­
batants, more than one hundred of 
them Americans.

Friendly Tone.
The note, whiie firm and pointed, 

does not abandon tones of friendli­
ness, giving room for a disavowal by 
Germany of her acts or an abatement
