The review covers the operations

In a letter to The Advertiser. Corp. 
Barney Devlin, late of the 33rd Battal­
ion, and at one time captain of its 
victorious football team, throws some 
interesting sidelights on the career of 
his former regiment, after its depar­
ture from Canada. He states that al­
though many of his comrades were 
drafted, what was left of the regi­
ment made a name for it. He states 
that when the Canadians were driven 
from their trenches by an overwhelm­
ing German force, it was the 33rd 
which returned to the charge and re­
captured them.

His letter, in part, follows:
"Being a private of the Pride of Lon­

don, I feel it my duty to tell you how 
we are, or at least the remainder of 
the boys from Carling • Heights. We 
were, as you know in England, but were 
transferred to other units ‘much against 
our wills.’ However, we are here, just 
as happy as we were the evening we 
left London.

"When the Canadians lost their 
trenches, do you know who regained 
them? The 33rd jumped into a strange 
land, into a strange country and com­
pelled the Germans to take a strange 
course."

Corp. Devlin was himself transferred 
from the regiment, and is now with the 
Canadian Engineers.

To the Editor of The Advertiser: !
Sir Sam Hughes’ statement that the 

riot was caused by women, liquor, to­
bacco and politics, is nothing but a 
childish effort to evade the just cen- 
sure of the nation for his colossal mis­
take. He does not seem to hesitate to 
throw the blame on the soldiers and of- 
fixers who are suffering together. He 
is quite willing to take any avenue of 
escape, no matter who suffers through 
that escape.. Those who circulated 
among the men the night of the riot 
are unanimous in saying that there 
was positively no liquor in evidence. 
The men were not excited by alcohol, 
but by righteous indignation. Nor yet 
did any seem to be thinking of "the 
girls they left behind them," although 
this might have been good cause for 
dissatisfaction. Everyone is complete­
ly at loss to see how tobacco could be 
the cause of a riot, either the absence 
or the presence of it. The men brought 
plenty of tobacco from London with 
them, but even Sir Sam’s brain could 
scarcely be excited by a few cigar­
ettes.

Possibly the claim that politics play­
ed a part is weakest and most char­
acteristic of the minister of militia. 
Nearly all officers did their utmost in 
restraining their men, and politics 
was farthest from the minds of all. 
The rioting was just as prevalent 
among battalions with Conservative of­
ficers as those with Liberal officers.

The dissatisfaction may have broken 
out into disorder in one battalion 

slightly before another, but it was en-| 
tirely spontaneous. The battalions 
from the Niagara camp were marching 
through the camp before those from 
London started. The blame cannot be 
placed upon one battalion or one di­
vision; it rests solely upon Sir Sam 
Hughes.

If concentration at Borden were at 
all necessary the men would have borne 
it like soldiers, but to be made the 
toys of a man no better than them­
selves overtaxed their discipline. They 
were not thinking of their girls or 
their politics, but they remembered the 
good camps at Niagara and London, 
and compared it with Borden. Such a 
comparison resulted in an outbreak. 
The review of newly-arrived troops at 
mid-day in mid-July was useless, but 
this is much truer of those of the Lon­
don division, for they had been re­
viewed only a couple of weeks before.

One of the men in writing to his 
mother described the camp as "the 
next place to hell.” and although Col. 
Lowe and his engineers may improve 
the camp until it approaches what it 
should be. nevertheless this is one of 
the best descriptions it will ever have. 
Men are deserting now who thought 
it was better to die than desert when 
in London. Others claim that if they 
stay a month they will be crazy, and 
the action already seems to be starting. 
It is said that sixty men deserted the 
night of the riot, and hundreds at­
tempted it the second night. For this 
reason Barrie and even Borden depot 
is out of bounds, yet desperate men 
are finding avenues of escape, and 
those remaining consider them fortun­
ate and sensible, not traitors as be­
fore. Many a soldier in Camp Borden 
has threatened to shoot Sir Sam, and 
while such murderous intentions are 
greatly to be regretted, they are a fair 
guage of the sullen rage rife in the 
camp.

Hundreds of men are suffering from 
poison ivy, poisonous nettle, stings, 
snake bites and other distresses one 
expects to encounter in the jungles 
of Africa, but not while training in 
Ontario.

All these conditions unite to make 
30,000 men reply to the question "Do

we like Camp Borden?" "Like hell we 
do," and the creator of Camp Borden 
is similarly beloved, "Do we love Sam
