Reviewing the Diamond Jubilee in
general, the Paris Temps gays:
~ «'The whole of Europe has contem-
plated -with an admiration not exempt
from envy this grand affirmation of
national unity in -the loyalty, spon-
taneity, and sincerity of their homage
rendered by so many millions of men to
the public and private virtues, the pure
and spotless life, the tact, prundence, and
truly constitutional gpirit of a Sovereign
whose real greatness has consisted in
not remaining an inch within the limit

of her duties, but also in not goinga
hair's breadth beyond her preroga-
tive. Conspicuous in _these fetes,
which were saddened by no acei-
dent, by no even momentary ex-
cess on the part of the  crowd,
were that spirit of order, that manly
sel{-control, that habit of respecting in
the liberty of others the sole guarantee
of your own—in a word, those qualities
of discipline and gelf-government which
are the honor and strength of the Eng-
lish character, and which, slowly acquir-
ed by ages of effort, are the ,pnsh_akable
foundations of the edifice of “public free-
dom. . . . o _Andallthiscivil and
military pomp, all these intoxicating
sensations to which' a people has given
itself up for a week are, as it were, sam-
med up and concentrated in the proclam-
ation unceasingly repeated and re-echoed
from every quarter of the heavens of the
greatness and power of the British Em-
pire one and indivisible. :

« This was the dominant trait, the
special characteristic of this Jubilee, in
which Imperialism appeared for the
first time as a first-class power—asserted
by the striking demonstrationg .of the
patriotism of the mother country and
the colonies—visibly embodied by the
group of the Prime Ministers of the
gelf-governing colonies, whose- appear-
ance in the midst of the brilliant uni-
forms was somewhat austere but all the
more noticeable on that account—and
transfigured in the ‘Spithead reyiew, an
apotheosis of the sea, the element pre-
pared by destiny for Anglo-Saxon con-
quest and expansion, and of the fleet,
the symbol and instrument of national/
unity.” :

The Temps goes on to say that at first
sight the lesson of all these splendors
might seem to be the confession of the
superiority of the monarchical system,
and that if such were really the lesson
even French Republicans would be hon-
est enough to admit it. But the greatles-
son taught by the Jubilee is that if a na-
tion wishes to have a right to remain in
order and calm, a right to .the privilege
of being conservative amidst the con-
valsions of other peoples, if it wishes to
preserve irom the past all that is vital
and to avoid the rough processes
of revolution, it must know
in time how to maketheinevitable sacri-
fices.”” ‘“Even as early as the 17th
century it must make with Cromwell
and William III its 1789 and its 1830.

“THE GOVERNMENT CAN DO IT.”

To THE Eprror: After reading your
editorial in your issue of this morning,
July 16, under the above heading, per-
mit me to give vent to a few remarks on
this important subject.®

You say a government must take
some responsibility on the strength of it
possessing the confidence of a parliamen-
tary majority; such being the case, I
think here is the opportunity to continue
to do 80,

Owing to the unfortunate muddle in
the building of the V. V. & Eastern
railroad and the Heinze, Columbia &
Penticton line, I believe I voice the
sentiments of fully two-thirds of the
people from the Columbia river to the
west coast of Vancouver Island, south of
the C. P* R., that the provincial govern-
ment should at once undertake the im-
mediate construction of this ‘much
needed southernly and most direct route
to the coast.
