That Kamleops Story Concerning
Rev. Mr. Thompsen Assumes
a Different Complexion.

Eastern Authorities Deelare That
He Is Not * Wanted”—Thomp-
son Tells His Tale.

«We had intended dealing at some
. length with the entirely unwarrantable
_ attacks made upon Mr. and Mrs. W. J.
Thompson by the Standard newspaper,”
gays the Kamloops Sentinel. €A ‘para-
graph in a New Brunswick newspaper
- supplied a flimsy foundation for a mor-
bid imagination to construct a story as
inhumanly cruel as can be conceived,
.and it is probably a source of satxstag-
tion to the writer to know that one of his
victims, a woman, is now seriously ill
and that for a time grave fears were en-
te:tained that she had lost her reason.”

In response to telegraphic enquiries the
Iniand Sentinel has received replies as
foliows from the district coroner and
chi f of police, of Ipswich, Mass.

Ur. G. G. Bailey, district coroner of
Ipswich, Mass., in response to a query
as to developments in the Thompson case
replied: :

“No developments known.”

. B. I'age, chief of police, of Ips-
wich, Ma- 5, replying to a request for a
plain sto cinent of the facts in connec-
tion with the newspaper stories about
the Thompsons, says:

“These stories apparently entirely the
work of sensational newspaper reporters
after the departure of the Thompsons.”

“There were certain circumstances,”
the Sentinel proceeds, “peculiar only be-
cause of public ignorance of the causes
that led up to them, that gave rise, in
suspicious minds, to the idea that the
death of the first Mrs. Thompson and

.of Mrs. Murray’s son, were not due to

natural causes. Investigation has ap-
parently proved the falsity of this theory,
for though three weeks' have elapsed
gince the bodies of the deceased were

.exhumed and analytically examined, ng

further action has been taken in the

-matter. Mr. W. J. Thompson has given

the Sentinel a brief statement of the
facts, which we publish below. No de-
tails are given and should not be ex-
pected. Sufficient is told to show the un-
prejudiced that the Thompsons have

‘been made the victims of sensation mon-

gers of the most despicable stripe. There
are facts regarding the marriage of Mr.
Thompson and Mrs. Murray, the death
of his first wife and the disposition of
his children and his subsequent actions,
which, if 'fully published, would show
how entirely false these newspaper stor-
ies were. But we do not see that the
public have amy right to expect the publi-
cation of these private matters. We may
add that Mr. Thompson did not marry
his present wife four days after the
death of his first wife and that the mar-
riage took place as early as it did was
because of circumstances anything but
discreditable to the contracting parties.
His children have never been neglected
and to-day are with friends who have
charge of them pending Mr. Thompson
finding a permanent home. The stories
about Mr. Thompson’s past career are
on a par with the other stories and
worthy of just as much consideration.”

Mr. Thompson'’s statement referred to
above is as follows: .

“I left St. Martin’s for Bosten in Sep-
tember, 1895, and commenced attending
the Emerson-€oliege: of Orptoryy {aking|
a special course of elocution that year.
I was sent to Ipswich, which is just
outside Boston, by Dr. Eaton to see
what could be done for the struggling
mission there. I decided to' put the
church on a strong footing and started
in with $50 to buy land and build a
church, which was done, the ehurch be-
ing dedicated last winter. My wife and
family moved with me to Ipswich. I
went back and forward from Ipswich
to Boston every day to college. 3

“In December last the strain began
to tell upon me. In February, 1898,
while preaching one Sunday night, I

dropped in -my pulpit, was taken home
and attended by Dr. Russell, I rallied
again and, unheeding this warning, went
heavier into the work. On the Tuesday
following Easter Sunday, at dinner, I fell
over. Mrs. Thompson sent for Mrs.
Murray, district nurse, to nurse me. For
14 days, day and night, she nursed me
without a moment’s stop. The doctor
ordered me away from town for a
change of scene. The people raised $60,
Protestants and Catholics subseribing.
The ministers of the town came forward
and arranged to take my church ser-
vices. My berth was arranged on the
S8.8. Canada for England.

“I began packing my things when Mrs.
Thompson, who had been ailing for some
months, took down sick. Dr. Russell
attended her and an operation was per-
formed. The doctor said it was too late,
and she died on the 4th of May. Mrs.
Murray never boarded at our house; was
never there until the sickness. Mrs.
Thompson, in her dying moments, re-
quested Mrs. Murray to look after my
children. She at once took the little girl
to her home and did my business for me
while I was absent in HEngland.

“I sailed for England on May 9th, on
board the §.8. Winnipeg, sailing from
Montreal, returning in June. Mrs. Mur-
ray’s boy .was only sick two days. Dr.
Russell said it was a masked case of
typhoid fever. It was a severe blow to
us all. He was the idol of his mother,
who had worked herself to a shadow as
2_;:;1'&? ;ggse of Ipswich, where her work
moment, can be investigated at any
1 T owed my life to her and when her

ife was in danger we thought we would
lguve the old scene and start life anew.
“There was no law to stop us. The death
of her boy hastened matters which other-
wise would not have occurred for some
time to,come. We were married at Mrs.
Murray’s brother’s place in Boston on
July 9. We have never changed our
names or tried to hide our identity in any
shape or form. Notices of our marriage
were published in the Boston papers, also
in the Halifax papers, the home of Mrs.
‘Thompson. We left Boston on July 9
for Vancouver, and after spending a
-week there came on to Kamloops. We
«came here for the benefit of our health.”

LUMBERMEN’S VIEWS.

| A Resolution for the Benefit of the
Quebec Conference.

T lumbermen of Vancouver and
New Westminster have been among the
first to act on the suggestion of the min-
ister of finance to offer the government
suggestion as to trade matters affecting
British Columbia, and the view to be
placed before the Quebec conference.
The lumbermen met at the Hotel Van-
couver., Mr. L. A. Lewis, manager of
the Brunette Mill company, New West-
minster, was appointed chairman, and
Mr. ¥. Moon secretary. The chairman
explained that information had been
asked by the minister of finance, to be
sent to the Quebec conference.

Mr. J. G. Scott said he thought the
time was too short to get up any new
ideas. The matter had been carefully
considered before, and resolutions had
been passed, the gist of which was that
if the United States were to get free
logs they should admit free lumber from
Canada, either rough or finished in any
way—planed, grooved or jointed. He
moved the following resolution:

“That this meeting expresses itself as
of the opinion: (1) That up to the
present, logs have not been. exported
from this province to the United States
to any appreciable extent. (2) That ow-
ing to the high protective tariff, no mar-
ket is found in the United States for
lumber and shingles manufactured in
British Columbia, but, on the contrary,
serious competition is experienced from
United States manufacturers in the
Canadian ‘markets in which these pro-
duets are used, notably in parts of this
province, in the Yukon country and in
Msnitoba and ‘the Northwest. (3) That
the conditions governing +the cost of
production of lumber and shingles differ
materially in British Columbia from any
other part of the Dominion, as, on ac-
count of its geographical position and
other conditions, manufacturers are com-
pelled, to a great extent, to use machin-
ery, consume mill supplies, food stuffs
and clothing of United States manufac-
ture or source, upon which an import
duty has been levied. (4) That pntxl
such time as a broad measure of recipro-
city is adopted between . the United
States and Canada which will permit
not only the free entramce into the
United States of all kinds of lumber of
Canadian manufacture, but = also the
free admission into Canada from the
United States of all articles which affect
the cost of production of _lumber and
shingles in British Columbia, ihe manu-
fagtuvers of these articles in this' prov-
ince will be at a disadvantage in having
to compete with United States manufac-
turers, and may, therefore, fairly claim
from the Dominion government the
protection of an import duty on pro-
ducts similar to their own.” %

Mr. R. O. Ferguson seconded the reso-
lution. :

After some discussion, some _c]enca]
changes were made in the resolution, and
it was adopted.—News-Advertiser.

ORE CARS WRECKED.

They Ran Away E.om the War Eagle
Ore Bins.

Eight €. & W. ore cars laden with
War BEagle rock broke loose Tuesday
morning about 1:30 o’clock from the
bins at the mine, and went careering
gaily down the railway line until the
curve by the Lion brewery was raached.
There the cars jumped off the tracks
and piled up in a confused heap by the
side of the road. Fortunately no one
was on board, for it would have been a
mighty interesting trip for a passenger
until the crash came. Superintendent
Gutelius and P. G. Denison, the local
agent of the railway company, w_el‘e
busy yesterday supervising the wrecking
crew at work on the accident and. the
line will probably be free by 'to-mght.
At any rate no inconvenience will result
except to the War Eagle people, as the
point of the wreck was above the C. &
Y. station and is used only by the
nine’s ore trains. ¥

It is likely that the War Bagle will
resume shipments to-morrow. ~The cars
were standing on the track by _the load-
ing bins at the mine and were in charge
of the mine employees, not of the rail-
way, when the accident occurred. There
was no engine attached to the train at
the time, and the brakes seemingly slip-
ped, and the cars, once started, shot
down the grade until the wreck occurred.

POLITICAL RUMORS.

Will Dominion Issues Figure in the
Local By-Elections ?

(The Vancouver World.)

Notwithstanding the statements made
as to. the harmony which prevailed at
the meeting of the ministers and their
supporters in this city on Friday even-
ing last, we understand that there was
not that degree of good feeling which
the public are led to believe did exist.
It is quite true that the question of lead-
ership was discussed, but the decision
was reached that, for the present, it be
left in abeyance. is was largely
owing to _the fact that, ghould it be de-
cided by the convention to be held here
next Thursday and Friday, to run the
by-elections on party lines, the cabinet,
as well, must take sides. This, it is
asserted, explains the absence of Mr.
Cotton.  The premier claims that he
voted for Mr. Bostock at the last federal
election, and is, therefore, ientitled to
rank himself as a Liberal. It is well
known that Mr. Cotton supported.Mr.
Cowan in that contest, and that the
latter gentleman, in return _for this
favor, accorded Mr. Cotton his support
at the recent provincial election. It is
likewise reported that a number of
prominent Conservatives in the city
have determined to oppose Hon. Joseph
Martin when he appeals to is--eonstitu-
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loss of a|equal determination on the part of some,

claiming to be Liberals, to oppose Mr.
Cotton, so that we may look for an ex-
ceedingly interesting contest, as it will
assuredly result in a general shaking up
of both the Conservative and the Liberal

each must assume. All that the minis-
terial press is asserting regarding the
harmony which prevails: in the govern-
ment camp is perfect buncombe, and al-
ready the omens are numerous that the
so-called ministerial party’ will be rent
asunder, in consequence of the various
factions which make up the “ pairty.”

SOUTH AFRICAN POLITICS.

Recent Success of Cecil Rhodes Likely
to. Precipitate Conflict With the
Transvaal.

A London cablegram of August 24, to
}:he St. Louis Globe-Democrat is as fol-
OWS:

“Pu})lic attention at the present mo-
ment is monopolized here by the general
election now in progress in South Africa,
and great satisfaction is expressed to-
day at the election yesterday 'of Cecil
Rhodes and of Mr. Oates on the pro-
gressive ticket to the Cape. Colony as-
serably,  This success achieved in a dis-

strongly Afrikander and devoted to the
poh.cy'ot President Kruger is regarded
as indicating the ultimate victory of the
Rho@es progressive party in the general
elections. s

*“This victory will have the effect of
bri_ngmg _back Rhodes into power as
Prime Minister of the Cape Colony and
as the principal power, official as well as
personal, in South Africa. It can not
tful to precipitate the conflict with the
’lranst_'aal for which England has been
preparing for some time and which is in-
evitable. The Afrikander bund, which
Rhodes is combatting, and which is
headed by his principal adversary, Mr.
H_offmayer, represents the policy and the
views of President Kruger, not only with
regard to the Transvaal itself but like-
wise in connection with the whole of
South Africa.
“Kruger’s ideas and those of the Afri-
kander bund are to concentrate all the
power in the hands of the old Dutch
elemgdt, excluding all the TUitlander;
that is to say, the English, the American
and qther foreign non-Dutch commercial
and industrial interests established in
South Africa, from any participation in
the government, while subjecting them
to onerous taxation and harassing re-
strictions. In one word, the Afrikander
bung is against development.and wishes
to limit South Africa to agriculture, the
only form of industry which the Afri-
kander bund understands or cares for.
The Afrikander bund has had a powerful
ally in the present general election in the
Rupch Reform Church, the members of
w:hnch have been assailing the progres-
sives, not only from the pulpit, but like-
wise from the graves of those: who have
ra.lleg in past times in conflicts with the
Eg.ghsh. If the Afrikander bund party
wins, as was feared at one moment, but
which now seems improbable, the influ-
ence of Kruger would prevail from the
Cape to the Vaal river, and the narrow-
sighted, all resisting and anti-foreign pol-
icy of the Transvaal would be extended
throughout South Africa, whereas the
victory of.the progressives under Cecil
Rhodes will mean progress and devel-
opment all along the line, the extension
of railroads, the fostering of various in-
dus;nes and the inaunguration of an im-
perial policy for South Afriea.
“What the Transvaal proposed to do in
tpe event of a victory by the progres-
sives is shown in a passionate article
written by a prominent member of Presi-
gent Kruger’s entourage, and published
in Hoffmayer’s organ, at Cape Town,
which _unhesitatingly ‘declareés”that if
Cecil Rhodes, the self-admitted author
and originator—never yet punished—of
the celebrated Transvaal raids, is re-
turned to power the Transvaal govern-
ment will assuredly declare war at once.
The latter adds that if any Dutch in
C_ape Colony or elsewhere in South Af-
rica vote in favor of the progressive
tlcket,' as they have done in Little Nam-
aqua in electing Cecil Rhodes yesterday,
th'ey will be guilty of the blood which
will be shed in the Transvaal and the
Orange Free State.
“Still more significant and ominous in
this confiection is the proclamation is-
sued by Sir Alfred Milner, the high com-
missioner for South Africa, which de-
clares_that inasmuch as there is reason
to believe that a filibustering expedition
i3 preparing for the north of the Zambesi
river, with the object of taking posses-
sion of the lands within the sphere cov-
ered by the charter of the British
South Africa Company, the British gov-
ernment gives notice to all persons con-
cerned that in the case of suspicion they
may b? required to find security in the
stm o $25,000 against joining the ex-
ppdltmn, or be committed’ to prison for
six months. This warning is addressed
to the members of the Afrikander bund
in' the Cape Colony and Natal, and indi-
cates that Sir Alfred must have received
information that the Transvaal will in-
angurate its hostilities against the Brit-
ish in t_he event of the victory of the
progressive party by a filibustering raid
into Rhodesia, thus returning the compli-
ment paid by Cecil Rhodes to the Trans-
vaal at the time of his now famous
raid.
‘fOf course, there are people here who
neither approve nor trust in Cecil
thdes, among them being the Times.
which formerly so strongly championed
the Cecil Rhodes cause, but which has
become his adversary since the parlia-
mentary inquiry into the Transvaal raids
where it was shown that he had, to put
the matter plainly, completely gulled the
penderous “Thunderer” and converted
its much-vaunted lady correspondent,
Miss Shaw, into a laughing stock. But
even the Times is compelled to admit
that Cecil Rhodes’ resumption of the
premiership of the Cape Colony would
be a matter for congratulation, since in
that ‘event his influence must be exercis-
ed in the open day and restricted by con-
stitutional safeguards, and saddles him
with the responsibility by which he is
not limited as long as he is merely man-
aging director of Rhodesia and the most
potent personal force in South Africa.”

ROSSLAND’S PLACER GROUND.

Further reports from Rover creek show
that the.excitement is spreading rather
than abating, and that the staking of
claims is being vigorously prosecuted,
100 claims having so far been staked.
ls.{essrs. Wright and Doyle say the pub-
lxshe{i reports have not exaggerated mat-
ters in the least. They went seven miles
up_the creek to stake and found the
trail thick with people. They were only
able to secure a fractional claim as the
ground seemed all taken up. Work is
being pushed vigorously on the discov-
ery claim with encouraging results. Mr.
Prosser, of the Hotel Hume, at Nelson,
succeeded in acquiring seven claims, one
of which he had already disposed of for
500. He asserts that that on one of
his claims the gravel panned as high as
$7 a pan. The present strike is not the
first that has been made on this creek.
All along it disused sluice boxes may still
be seen the relics of the old time placer
excitement. The adjoining creek, Bird
creek, has been profitably worked for
years by Chinamen, while the presence
of placer gold in Forty-Nine creek is
well known.

At the head of Kootenay lake, 20 miles

north of Kaslo is what is known as the
Lardo-Duncan. From the head of Koote-
nay lake, going north 12 miles into How-
ser lake, is the Duncan river. Howser
lake is 10 miles in length and for a
further distance of 12 miles the Upper
Duncan is navigable for light draft
steamers. The government has expended
in the construction of trails
from the head of navigation up the
Lardo and also a side trail from the
Duncan to where Hall creek is met, up
Hall creek to Trout lake. This opens
a large section which will contribute
largely to the business of Kaslo.
A meeting will be held in Rossland on
September 5 for the purpose of ratifying
the sale of the assets, etc., of the Nov-
elty 'Gold g company to the Nov-
elty Mining melting company.

affairs on very narrow loeal lines. It
runs Island against Mainland. In the
long run it was evident that the Main-
land would overthrow the Island of Van-
couver in population, and become para-
mount in the legislature. That point
has been reached. The Island was beat-
en in the late election, but it seems that
the old line of cleavage is to be aban-
doned, and future contests are to be con-
ducted on striet party principles of Lib-
eral and Conservative. Provincial poli-
tics have been tending in. this way for
some time past, but the change is one
to be greatly regretted. Provincial elec-
tions should be held on provincial issues
and questions, whith are largely matters
of mere administrative detail, not of
policy in the larger sense. If Sir Hibbert
Tupper, as reported, should take com-
mand of the Conservative forces, and
Mr. Joseph Martin the Liberal, an ex-
tremely lively time might be expected.
Both are determined fighters, little in-
clined to give 'quarter, ‘and have the
memory of many hot combats in the
House of Commons to stimulate them if
they meet in the provincial arena. It
may, however, be observed that what
British Columhia most néeds at present
is a wise, firm, progressive administra-
tion, not a squabbling of politicians over
politics. Provincial legislatures should
be practical business assemblies for the
management of local affairs on economic-
al principles. But, it is to be feared we
will be ,treated to a renewal of the old
fight between Liberals and Conserva-
tives. The late Hon. Joseph Howe's
famous remark, that “the smaller the
pit the harder the rat fight,” may thus
have another illustration.

A REIGN OF ANARCHY.

The action—or rather lack of action—
of the Lieutenant-Governor is inexplie-
akle. According to his own story he has
been relying upon the newspapers for
counsel to guide him in the official ca-
pacity he occupies. He must then know
that the Semlin government can, at the
Lest, only count 18 members in a house
of 38 because Mr. Prentice, who pur-
rosely withdrew himself from the con-
vention held in this city last week, has
no more right to claim a seat in the
legislature than has Mr. W. W. B. Mec-
Innes, M,P., or his brother, the private
secretary. His advisers are thus in a
minority but still continue to make ap-
pointments, to conduct the finances of
the country and to generally perform ad-
ministrative duties. This was the chief

the former ministry and yet he, who
poses as a constitutional authority of un-
questionable rectitude, allows a few men,
without seats, who have a scant follow-
ing, to vsurp offices which in the estima-
tion of His Honor, and for the same
reasons, their predecessors had no right
to fill. If it were necessary to call the
house together, as the opposition news-
papers advocated, when Mr. Turner still
beld the reins of government, and until
the constitutional liberties of the people
were trampled under foot, how much
mere so is this necessary at the present
time, when His Honor is fully aware of
the fact that the cabinet does not pos-
sess the confidence of a majority of the
elected representatives, and that on a
test vote to-morrow it could be defeated?
The entire business ever since the Lien-
tenant-Governor introduced autocracy
into the province has been a disgrace to
this possession of an Empire that has
always boasted the splendid bulwark
whieh statesmen have placed around the
rights of the common people. It is not
by any means unnatural that, in conse-
quence of the present conditions of af-
fairs, sympathy is being extended to the
Hon. Mr. Turner from quarters hitherto
unfriendly to him, and that it will bear
frnit in good time. No matter how much
partizanship may fill men’s natures, they,
at heart, love truth and justice, and es-
pecially as Britons gloyy in the tradi-

SCHOOL BOARD MEETING.

Lower Divisions in South Park to Be
Equalized to Remedy Over-
crowding,

The principal discussion at the meet-
ing of the school board yesterday after-
noon was how to deal with the congest-
ed state in the South Park school. Miss
Cameron, the principal, wrote asking
that an additional teacher be appointed,
and that the old Kingston street school
be put into condition for the two ele-

mentary grades to be moved there.

A good deal of discussion took place
on this matter, and it was questioned
whether, as the average number of pu-
pils in Victoria West was small, one
teacher might not be moved from there
to South Park.

Trustee Belyea objected to this, and
in the course of the discussion expressed
the view that it was quite possible for
one teacher to look after 60 pupils.

The chairman explained that when the
schools were built, the seating capacity
and space was arranged on a basis of 60
pupils to a room.

City Superintendent Eaton, asked for
his opinion, remarked that, while he
might be talking what seemed to some
people rank heresy, he firmly believed
that better work could be done with
two grades in a room than one.

Ald. Belyea—* Hear, hear.”

The three lowest divisions of the
school might be equalized fairly well in
number, and making two grades to a
room. It was also possible, if preferred,
to leave the lowest division as it was,
with 80 or 90 pupils, and give an assist-
ant to her. It was better than going
to the Kingston street school, which
would cost a good deal to fit up.

Finally Trustee Belyea moved that the
city superintendent equalize the three
iowest divisions of the South Park
school.

This was seconded by Trustee Hall,
but Trustee Marchant moved in amend-
ment that Miss Blackburn be named as
assistant to Miss Lawson.

* The smendment was-lost, and the main
motion carried.

A number of routine matters were dis-
posed of, and Peter Hansen’s tender for
a weekly sanitary service at the schools
