Canada is not a party to the Anglo-
Japanese treaty of 1894, has led to an
importdnt step being taken by the |
government. The present government
declined to become a party to the |
treaty in December, 1896, and January, '
1897, but when Hon. Mr. Figsher was in
Japan-two years ago he was informed.
by the Japanese government that if ab
any time Canada desired to come
within the terms of the treaty, the
Japanese government would raise no,
objection. For two years the Laurier{
government has done nothing, and it:
was only as the result of the timely
prodding by Mr. Barker that a de-
spatch has been sent to the home
authorities requesting them to ap-
proach the Japanese government with
a view to admitting Canadian goods
on the ground floor. Should this re-
quest be granted, Canada will get the
advantage in the Japanese market of
the minimum tariff, and to that extent
will be on the same footing as Great
Britain and the United States, while
Japanese goods will enter Canada at
no reduction in the Canadian tariff.
One great advantage to Japan, how-
ever, by Canada’s participation in the
treaty is that subjects of the Mikado
will have the fullest right to come
and go in the Dominion, the same
-privilege being accorded to Canadians
in Japan. This will end the annual
action of the British. Columbia legis-
lature in passing anti-Japanese legis-
lation year after year.

‘Goldstream and Sooke lakes are the
only sources deserving of serious con-
sideration.

Sooke lake lies about 24 miles, by
wagon road,to the west of Vietoria. It
is a beautiful body of water of great
average depth, the surrounding moun-
tains rising precipitately on every side,
the country is virtnally uninhabited amd
remains in its virgtn condition.

The region, never having been survey-
ed, neither its area nor the extent of
its tributary watershed is known. There
can be no doubt, however, that it is
capable of yielding a certain supply very
much larger than need for the present
purpose be considered necessary, and
that the quality would be satisfactory.

The elevation of the lake by barometer
is about 560 feet above sea level, and a
reconnaissance made by Mr. Topp, the
city engineer, indicates that a pipe line
about 321% miles in length would be re-
quired to conduct its waters to the inter-
section of Governmeant and Henry
streets. This is a great distance for a
city no larger than Victoria to bring
its water supply.

The pipe line capacity, for reasons
which will Jater be noted, should not be
less than 12 second feet or about 6% mil-
lion gallons daily.
