Fredericton did itself credit Monday by the
warm reception it gave to Sir John A. Mac-
donald, Premier of Canads, and his worthy
lady. The enthusiasm, so general throughout
the day and evening, was as sincere as it was
?onuuebus and must have delighted the
istinguished pursons whose presence called
it out. It was 12.15 p. M, when the special
train from St. Andrews, bearing the Premier
and Lady Macdonald, Private Secretary Pope,
Sir Leonard and Lady Tilley, Major Gordon,
A, D. 0., Mr, Temple, M. P., who had gone
out to Fredericton Junction to meet the
party, and Mr. J. A, Vaowart who bad been
speading ‘Sundey with his family at St. An-
drews, rolled into the depot. A large crowd
of people had assembled to witnees the ar-
rival: the R. 1. 8, Corps in command of
Adjt. Young and headed by their band,
formed a guard of honor, the 71t Batt, Band
were on the ground, and among those who
were present to formally receive the party
were, His Worship the Mayor, City Clerk
Beckwith, and Alds. Hazen and Macnutt on
bebalf of the corporation, Hon. Geo.

Foster, Minister of Marine and Fisheries, E.

and every eye was strained to catch a glimpse
of the distinguished statesman of whom so
much had been heard, but who personally
was a stranger to almost everybody present.
Sir Jobn was dressed in & nobby light enit
with white tile, and looked as smiling and
bappy asif he had just won a general election,
as happy indeed as he must bave been on the
evening of Feb. 220d. 1887. With the ex-
ception of the liberal display of fur collar,
the Premier looked like this.

Forty-three Years a Public Man,

Now that the people of Fredericton and
York bave had an opportunity of seeiog Sir
John A. Macdonald, a sketch of hislong pub-
lic career will not be uninteresting, The
Prewier is a Scotchoean by descent, and a
Canadian by birth, He was born at King-
ston, Oatario, Japuary 11th, 1815, and has
therefore passed his seventy-second, birth-
day. Hoe received his edueation at the King-
ston Grammar School, studied law in the
same city, was admitted to the Ontario bar
in 1836, when only twenty-one years of age,
and was created a Queen’s Counsel in 1846.
In his profession he early achieved dis-
tinction, but it was not leng before he ac-
tively entered political life, being elected to
the Oanadisn Assembly ia 1844, for Kings-
ton, when only twenty-nine years old. He
sat for that constituency eontinuously, until
confederation, in 1867, when he was returned
to the first Parliament of Canada, by the same
city. In the general elections of 1872 and
1874, he was re-elected, was unseated after
the Jatter contest, but re-elected a few weeks
later. In the general election of 1878, Sir
Sir Jobn met his first defeat, when he was
beaten by Mr. Gunn, in Kingston, but he
BOON ENTERED PARLIAMENT

as the representative of Marquetts, Manitoba,
s seat he held for a few months only, baving
vacated it by accepting office in the new
Conservative Government, formed that year
on the downfall of the McKenzie adminis-
tration. During the remainder of that Par-
liamentary term, he :fruontod Vietoria, B.
O., and in the general election of 1882 he
was elected for Carleton and Lennox, On-
tario, choosing, however, to represent the
former. In the last election, Feb. 22nd,
1887, Sir John was again nominated for
Kingston, andhe blotted out the memory
of bis former and only defest, by beating
Mr. Guon, who had driven bim from the
constituency in 1878, being re-elected also
for Oarleton by over twelve hundred ma-
jority. 8ir Joha has held office during
the greater of his politieal life. He first be-
me a member of the Executive Council of

from 1854 to 1858 he was again a member of
the Executive, again from 1859 to 1862, and
sgain from 1864 till 1867, being out of power
during the twenty years intervening between
1847 and 1867, less than nine years, and dur-
ing these eleven years filling successively the
offices of Receiver General, Commissioner of
Crown Lands, Attorney General three times,
Postmaster General, Minister of Militia, and
Premier, succeeding to the last named posi-
tion first, previous to 1858, Since confeder-
ation. Sir Jobn has been

PREMIER OF THE DOMINION,

fifteen of the twenty years of our national
existence. He was called upon to form the
first Dominion Cabinet, July 1st, 1867, when
he was appointed Premier and Attorney
General, offices which he continued to fill
till his ministry resigned on the Pacific Rail-
way charges, November 6ih, 1873. Oa the
Mackenzie Government mesting Parliament,
Sir John led the Opposition, and how sue-
cssefully, all Canada knows. The Grits went
out of power with the political tidal wave
that swept over Canada on Sept. 17th, 1873,
and on Sir John beiog called upon to form a
new administration, he again became Premier,
and Minister of the Interior, which portfolio
he held but a short time, when he assumed
control of the Indian Department, a position
he now holds. A man of Sir Jobn's great
abilities and experience, naturally bas left
his imprint on the statutes of the Country,
and among the numerous great measures he
bas carried through Parliament during his
career, are the following : secularization of
the clergy reserves, improvement of the
criminal laws, the promotion of public educa-
tion, consolidation of tha statutes, extension
of the municipal system, reorganizatoin of
the militia, settlement of the seat of govern-
ment question, establishment of direct steam
navigation between ’

establishment of additional penitentiaries,
criminal lunatics asylums, and reformatory
prisons, and providing for the inspection
thereof, the reorganization of the civil ser-
vice on a permanent basis, the constraction
of the Intercolonial and Canadian Pacific
Railways, the enlargement of the canals, the
ratification of the Washington tresty, the
confederation of the Provinces, the National
Policy and the consolidation of Canada, of Sir
Jobn was President of the Oolonial confer-
ence at London, when the Confederation Act
was prepared for Imperial assent, and was
the most conspicuuous framer of that which
is now the constitution of Canada. He has
been a delegate to Eogland and otber coun-
tries on public business, very many times,
snd in 1871 was appointed by the Imperial
Government to represent Canada on the com-
mission selected to settle the Alabama claims,
which resulted in the signing of the Wash-
ington treaty the same year. He received
the honorary degree of D. C. L., from Oxford
University in 1865, is also an LL. D., of
Queens University, Kingston,and a D. C. L.
of the University of Trinity Oollege, Dublin
He was created a K. O. B., Her Majosty
the Queen in 1867,a K. C. M. G., in 1872,
and a member of the British Privy Oouneil
in 1879. 8ir John has been twice married,
first to Miss Olarke, a Scotch lady, and
secondly to Miss Bernard, his present wife
who was a daughter of Hon. T, J. Bernard,
formerly a member of the Execative Coun-
cil of Jamaica. We have thus hurriedly
sketched the most striking points of the Pre-
mier’s long and honorable public career, and
to the historian we leave the duty of elabor-
ating the details.

Along York street, the procession
moved through a perfect jam of people to
King, thence to Church, around the Cathe-
dral, up Waterloo to Queen, and to Govern-
ment House, all these thoroughfares being
blocked with people, and every window and
other vantage ground being occupied. Hats
were raised, handkerckiefs were waved, and
cheers were given at all the principal points
along the line of the procession, and to all
these greetings, 4
SIR JOHN SMILINGLY BOWED HIS PLEASURE.

The display of bunting end other decorations
was liberal. Across York streets a line of
flags extended near Hume’s Hotel ; a beauti-
ful green arch spanned the epace in front of
Mr. Temple's residence, on which was
written -the word * welcome” in natural
flowers, the handiwork of Mr, John Bebbing-
ton, the florist. Two lines of flags were
stretched from Mr. Temple's to Mr, J. L.
Inches’ residence. The Queen Hotel was
beautifully decorated, every window dis-
playiog its quota of bunting, and a line of
ags running across to the Central Fire
Insurance building. At J. 8. Neill's store,
at Lemont & Sone, and the Barker House,
flags were flung to the breezs, and at the
latter point a magnificent arch spanned the
street, bearing on one side the words, * Wel-
come to Sir John and Lady,” and on the
other, ¢ Fredericton Welcomes Canada’s
Premier.” The dates enclosing the Premisr’s
public career, 1844 and 1887, were displayed
on large shields, the groundwork of which
was the Macdonald plaid. The word “ Wel-
come” ran up and down each arm of the
arch, and the whole was tastefully adorned
with flags and bannerettes, From the Far-
MER OFFICE to the Post Office a line of flags
spanned Queen Street, bunting was display-
ed from Fisher's Block, F. B, Edgecombe’s,
Chestout & Sons, Thos. W. Smith's, Ten-
nant, Davies & Oo's., J. J. Weddall’s, John-
ston & Co's., the Orange Hall and many
other places along Queen street Fred B.
Edgecombe's building looking exceedingly
fine in its dress of flags and streamers.
The proceesion broke off at the foot of Gov-
ernment House lane, the Premier and Lady
Macdonald accompanying Sir Leouvard and
Lady Tilley to Government House whose
guests they were during their stay in the
city. While the people were rejoiced thus
to welcome Sir John and bis lady, they were
none the less glad to observe their respected
Lieut.-Governor and Lady Tilley return to
the city.

Str,—We, the City Uouncil, on behalf of

the Citizens of Fredericton, representing dif-

ferent shades of political opinion, desire to
extend to you, as one of the leading states-
men of this Dominion, a hearty welcome on
this your first visit to our city. As premier
of Oanads, you have held office, with the
exception of a few years, since the federation
of these Provinces in 1867—during which
time great public works have been under-
taken and finished, more especially the con-
struction of the Oanadian Pacific Railway—-
which in iteelf is sufficient to stamp the en-
terprise and public spirit of any Government
that could conceive, undertake and carry for-
ward to succsssful completion,'amidst pecuni-
ary and other difficulties, 8 highway over the

continent, from sea to ses, embracing a

stretch of country exceeding in length three

thousand miles.

The opening up and development of the
great West, must soon follow this grand un-
dertaking, and insure a vast addition to our
Canadian population. Nor are we unmindful
of the other great public works begun, com-
pleted, and in the course of progress, during

our administration—more especially those
in reference to our Province, and this City so
immediately ‘concerned, yiz: in the liberal
facilities provided for the construction of the
8Short Line Railroad, so colled—the Central

Road, now in course of construction—the

Northern and Western Road—the Valley

Road between here and Woodstock, on the

western side of the River—and the aid given

for the erection of a bridge over the Saint

Jobn River, the laying of the foundation

stone of which, we rejoice to eay, is to be

made concurrent with your welcome visit to
our Oity this day.

We have but one regret and that is that
your stay among us is to be so short. Situ-
ated as we are in the heart of the Province,
we feel that our geographical poeition justifies
the belief that at no distant day, Fredericton
is destined to become a great railway centre ;
and the facilities which our Oity furnishes
for the establishment of public works, we feel
sure will present themselves to your notice
and approval on examination.

We rejoice to know that in this Dominion,
we enjoy self-government in its amplest
sense, and it rests with the wisdom of the
people themselves, how and by whom they
shall be governed. Moreover, we have equal
cause for congratulation in the fact, that this
Dominion contains withiu its respective party
lines, statesmen equal te every meed, 8o that
whatever may be the fature of Canada, we
shall never be in want of the right men at
the right time to direct and guide us through
peaceful channels to our final destiny. As
subjects of the Queen our loyalty is unim-
peachable, and goes hand in band with our
love of country as Canadians.

We trust, Sir, that you will carry to your
bome in Ottawa, pleasant recollections of
your too brief visit to New Bronswick ; and
we bhave to express the hope, that now you
have made our acquaintance, yoar visit will
be repeated at no distant day.

We also desire through you to convey to
Lady Macdonald, our hearty welcome on this
her second visit to the Capital of the Pro-
vince, and to assure her that her former visit
is pleasantly remembered by the citizens of
Fredericton.

The Premiers Reply.

Sir John, who on rising was given an en-
thusiastic ovation, epoke as follows :—

Mr. Mayor and gentleman of the Fredericton

Corporation, ladies and gentlemen :—

I can assure you that I can scarcely find
words to express my thanks for the kind ad-
dress which has just been read to me, con-
veying as it does such words of welcome on
this my first visit to the metropolis of New
Brunswick. (Applause.) I had heard much
about the beauty of your city, but I can safe-
ly say, Mr. Mayor, ladies and gentlemen,
that from what ] have seen since my arrival,
Fredericton has far exceeded my expects-
tions. To rightly understand the beauties of
Fredericton, one must visit the place for him-
self. I have been particularly struck with
the beauty of your city. Your churches and
other handsome buildings would be consider-
ed fine—yes, splendid—in cities even twice
or thrice the size of this. (Applause.) In
the near future, Fredericton must become s
great railway centre, some of the lines yet to
be byilt helping materially to bring about
this result. ¥ou haye been good enough Sir
to refer to Lady Macdonald in yoyr addrees,
and to epeak of her previous visit to your
city. I may eay that it was due to recollec-
tions of her former visit here, that I was
preyented from hurrying back to that eternal
treadmill at Qttawg, without coming here to
see the beauty of your city for myself. She
desired that I should come, and like

I obeyed (laughter and applause) and I am
particularly gratified with the result of that
obedience. It is most pleasing to me to be
presented with thjs address, representing as it
does the views of men of both political par-
ties. At the same time of coyrse I am sorry
to know that there are those among you 8o
blind politically, that you cannot afford me
the political support which I thiok I deserve
(Laughter and great applause.) It is not
natural but desirable that there should be only
differences of opinion on political questions.
and that men should exercise their rights in
that regard according to the dictates of their
consciences, which I suppose they always do,
(Laughter.) In the last election I need not
tell you that the way in which the people of
this coostituency and throughout Canada
exercised their rights at the polls, was not at
all displeasing to me. (Renewed laughter.)
The words of your address are very pleasing
to me in msoy respects. For forty-three
long years I have Peen actively connected
with the politics of this country, and for
twenty-seven of those long years I haye been
connegted with the QGovernment of the coun-
try. For fifteen years of the time since the
Confederation of the provineces—since Can-
ada became a Dominion—I have been

Your allusion to the construction of rail-
waye is a striking illustration of what were
the needs of our country. In the old days
people were content with macademized roads
nd stage cosches; these are now obsolete
and railways bave taken their placs, open-
ing up the Iominion from ope ‘end
to the other. The policy of the Government
of which I have the honor to be the leader
has been to encourage tuch railway develope-
mept, For this we are declared by the Re-
form presg to he sn extravagant government
and the same charge is made against us by
our friends of the opposition in parliatnent,
Now, Sir, while I am not here to
MAKE A POLITICAL SPEECH,

I do not hesitate to deny that we are an ex-
travagant government. We are liberal, but

ment—our deliberate policy—and whether it
be one for good or syil, [ may say that we
will continue to devote part of the finances of
the couatry to developing the Dominion by
the constraction of railways whers most
needed—at least such shall be our policy
while we can maintain & majority in Parlis-
ment. (Laughter and applsuse.) As you
bere stated, sir, New Brunswick bas not been
forgotten in this matter of railway subsidies.
I was pleased tv hear lately from one who
has correct statistics on the subject, that the
Province of New Brunswick has more miles
of railway in proportion to her lation,
than any other part of the world. (Applause.)
I thiok, sir, that 1 have a right to say that
the charge of extravagancs cannot be trath-
fully made against the government of this
Dominion. As an actual fact, the credit of
anada
NEVER STOOD 80 HIGH

a8 at present and [ do not fear that this state
of things will be changed, by the statement
that while we enjoy the confidence of the
people, our policy will be to assist in the
building of canals, railways, and by all other
means that help in developing the resources of
Oanada. (Applause.) Speaking of the credit
of Canada I remember when we could not
borrow money for less than 6 per cent in-
terest. Then it came down to 63. The
credit of Oanada has reached its present proud
position, and the rate of interest we are called
upon to pay has been reduced from 6 per
cent, to 4 per cent, and 3} per cent, and this
state of affairs is Jargely due to the labors of
my old friend and colleague, the worthy
Lieutenant-Governor of New Brunswick—
Sir Leonard Tilley. (Grest applause.) The
credit of our country is so great that we will
soon be able to borrow money, not at six per
cent as in former time, but at three per cent.
Under such circumstances £100,000 would
cost Canada no more than £50,000 cost under
the old state of affairs. Asin the case of a
nation, the amount of debt is not considered
so much by the sum borrowed as in respect
to the interest to be paid. I am glad to know
that so far as railway subsidies are concerned
this constituency and the province

HAVE NOT SUFFERED BY OUR POLICY,

We have felt it a duty to assist in your
railway enterprise in the past and hope to be
able to give further aid in the future.

Mr. Mayor I again return you thanks for
the words of kindness contained in your
address, The regard expressed in your non-
political address I can assured you, is most
gratifying to me, coming as it does near the
close of my political career. From the bottom
of my heart I thank you one and all on my
own behalf and for your reference to Lady
Macdonald. The vieis to your city has: been
one of very great pleasure to us, and we hope
for even still greater pleasure, as we glide
down your magnificient river I trust to be
able to again visit Fredericton, for my wife
has partialy promised your Lieutenant Gov-
ernor that we shall pay them another visit
next summer. If I again be able to obey her
wishes (laughter) I trust that when we again
come I shall still enjoy your confidence and
be worthy of the very kind feelings expressed
by you to-day. (Long continued applause.)

LAYING THE CORNER STONE.

At the conclusion of Sir John's address,
the Mayor and Aldermen, and all the gentle-
men occupying seats on the platform were
formally presented to him, and then he des-
cended to the body of the hall, and for half
an hour shook hands with three quarters of
the audience, who filed up one aisle and
down the other to greet the Premier, who re-
ceived everybody as cordially as if they had
been old acquaintances.

The party was received by Contractor Hogan
and Chief Eogineer Brown, who were pre-
sented to the Premier and his lady, by Mr.
Temple, M. P., and were showa to the plat-
form, when Lady Macdonald, escorted by Sir
Leonard Tilley and accompanied by Mr, Tem-
ple, Mr. Hogan and Mr. Brown, descended
to the spot selected for the foundation stone
to conduct the formal ceremony, which was
opened by Rav. F. Alexander, with an sp-
ropriate prayer. Mr. Temple then presented
dy Macdonald with a handeome silver
trowel, manufactured by Mr. Tremaine Gard,
of St.John, and besring the following in-
scription :—

A sealed tin box containing copies of the
MarrriME FARMER the Daily Sun and the
Capital, silver and copper coins, and a scroll
detailing the circamstances of the foundation
stone laying, and giving the officers of the
Bridge Company, was then presented to Lady
Macdonald by Obief Engineer Brown, and
depositiog thisin a cavity in the stone pre-
pared for it, the stone itself being lowered into

ition, the mortar was spread by Lady
acdonald, who declared the stone well and
truly laid. Another prayer by Rev.
Alexander, the ceremony was over and the
party returned to the platform when three
hearty cheers were given for Lady Macdonald
at the call of Mr. Temple. The Premier then
stepped to the front looking his happiest, a
rippr: ofjapplause ran tbrough the vast audi-
ence and Sir Jobn doffing hiy tile briefly

addressed the people.

A GOOD WORD FOR MR, TEMPE,

The Premier thanked them cordially on Lady
Macdonald’s behalf and congratulated the
citizens of Fredericton, of York and the Pro-
vince, on the auspiclous commencement of so
great a public work as the bridge, credit for
which must be given Mr. Temple, the re-
spected and zealous representative of York in

arliament, The county had done itself
credii in electing Mr. Temple, who rested
neither day nor night in his application to
the Government for money for public works.
But, said Sir John, don’t send him to Ottawa
too often, for he bothers us day and night
pointiog out York County’s requirements, or
else if you do send him again, put him under
bonds that he will give us some rest. After
sgain thanking the people for his reception,
he resumed his seat.

Mr. Temple folloged Sir John io a few
sentences. While he was very thankful to the
Premier and his Government for the hand-
some grants his constituents had received at
their hands, be did not propose giving them
much rest till they voted another $150,000
which was necessary to complete the lines of
communication now in courss of constraction,
TFhis sum was much required, aod he pro-
posed pushing his demand until it was
secyred, and then hp might givé the govern-
ment arest. At this point, Sir John play-
fully thrustehis hand into his trouser packet,
aod pulling it out again, turned it towards
Mr. Temple with the remark, * would you
llke the money uow, Mr. Temple P’ at which
the audisnce laughed heartily. Hearty
cheers were then given for the Premier, Mr.
Temple, Sir Leonard and Lady Tilley, Sir
John's cabinet and the Queen, the Band
played the Natignal Anthem, the ceremony
was over and the people dispersed, tga
Premier and his party being driven direct]y
to Government House,

A DESCRIPTION OF THE BRIDGE.

Starting from a point on the Fredericton
Braoch Railway, distaot about 600 feet from
where that railway crosses Sunbury street,
the western approach to the Fredericton and
St. Marys Railway Bridge, curves to the
right and strikes Sunbury Street, near the
residence of Mr. John Doherty, thence it
runs along the southern side of Sunbury in a
straight line to a point opposite the Gas
Works, here it curves slightly to the left, and
follows the middle of the present carriage
way on Sonbury street to a point near Mr,
Wm. Wilson’s house, where it cyrves to the
right apd strikes the river bank nearly on a
line with the extensjop of the southern side
of Sunbury street. At this point starts the
bridge whjch ryns on a straight line across
the river at right angles to the cyrrent,
striking Gibson’s wharf about 150 feet from
the inshore end. After leaving the bridge,
the railway runs in nearly a straight, until
it jojos with the track of the Northern and
We:tern, at 8 point on that rosd about 300
feot east of the passengey station. 'J.‘ho ggb-
structure of the bridge consists of 8 piers,
1 pivot pier, and 2 sbutments. These piers
each rest on a foundation of 140 spruce piles
driven in the bed of the river to an average
depth of 17 feet. The bed of the river is
gravel to o% th of shout 8 feet, under
which is s stiff blue clay in ‘which the i
of the piles rest. The piles go 3 inches at
the last below from a bammer weighing 1900
lbs., falliog 32 feet. After the piles are

erected, and a
SAW WORKING UNDER WATER

on a vertical shaft which travels back and
forward over the staging cuts the piles off at
the level of the river bed, leaving a perfectly
level platform of piles as a foundation for the
piers. Water-tight caissons are then built
on the shore and lsunched into the river.
These caissons are of the same dimensions as
the pile foundations viz, 58ft. x 18ft. and are
made of timber 12 inches thick, the bottom
ofjthe caisson being of two thicknesses of
12 x 12in. firmly secared by iron drift-bolts,
the seams calked and made parfectly water
tight. When these caissons are launched, they
are in the form of a huge box whose sides
are composed of 12 in. timbers and the bot-
toms of two thickoesses of 12 in, timbers.
Masonry is then built in thess caissons up to
a certain height, when they are towed into
position directly over the pile foundations
before spoken of, more masoory is put ino
until the caisson sinks to the bottom of the
river, and rests on the pile foundations, the
bottom of the caisson forming the timber
foundation on which the masoory rests, The
butldiog of the masonry is then contioued in
a perfectly water tight box up to low water
level. The sides of the caisson are of no
practical use after the pier has been brought
above water level, and the top timbers will
be taken away so that no part of the caisson
will show above low water level. The pier
will be o rectangular block of masonry
51 x 12¢t. up to low water level where the
cat water will commence. The cutwater
will be carried up to within six feet of the
top of the pier, or to the top of

ORDINARY FRESHRT LEVEL,

and will run back at an angle of 456 degrees
both ways, farmiog a sharp edge for the ice
to break on. These cut waters will be of
large granite, strongly dowelled together
with iron dowels. The top of the pier will
be 20 feet long and 7 feet thick. The piers
will be built of Spoon Island granite and
Miramichi free stone, the cut waters and
quoins being entirely of granite. The best
of Eoglish Portland cement will be used.
When the work is fully under way, the piers
will nearly all be uader construction at the
same time, staging being erected at each pier
for the derricks and steam hoists to rest on.
The pivot piers on which the draw epan
rests will be circular in shape, 26 feet in
diameter. It is expected thst these piers
will be all completed before the first of 1888.

The bridge which rests on these piers will
be a through truss of steel and will consist
of 6 spans of 242 feet each, 1 draw span of
245 feet, and 2 spans of 165 feet each, total
length of bridge 2027 feet. The draw will
be the third span from the Fredericton side
and the two 165 feet spans will be the first
two from the St. Mary’s side. The draw
when opened will have a clear space of 102
feet on each side the pivot pier for vessels to
pass through. The bridge will be 15 feet in
width on the inside, 42 feet high in the
centre of the truss, and 28 feet high at the
ends. The different spans will be fastened
securely to the piers at one end and the other
end will rest on steel rollers so that the
bridge will be

FREE TO MOVE HORIZONTALLY

to allow for expansion and contraction from
heat or cold. The floor system will consist
of Southen hard pine ties 8 inches apart in the
clear on which the rails will be laid. Guard
rails will be spiked on the ties immediately
outside the rail, these guard rails will be of
southern pine covered with iron.

The bridge will be built to sustain a load
of 3000 lbs. per lineal foot, with two excess
panel loads placed two panels apart sufficient
to provide for two engine driver loads of 96,-
000 1bs, each on 14 feet wheel base.

The contractors are M. J, Hegan and the
Dominion Bridge Oompany of Montreal, of
which Job Abbott is President and Chief
Eogioeer.

The officers of the Fredericton and St.
Marys Railway Bridge Company are, Alex-
ander Gibson, President, Thomas Temple,
M. P., Managing Director, Wesley Vanwart,
Secretary-Treasurer, Gilmor Brown, Obief
Engineer.

Though only ten days at work Mr., Hogan
has made great progress with the bridge.
He bad to briog all his plant from a dis-
tance, but is now well equipped, haviog 12
to 15 derricks ready to put in position, seven
steam hosstiog engines and 3 or 4 horse
power hoists with large quantities of granite,
cement and other stock on band. The pile
foundations of two piers are completed and
other piers are in progress and in a short
time three gangs will be employed working
night and day.

The people were early in their seats, and
shortly after 8 o'clock Sir John entered the
Hall accompanied by Lady Macdonald, Lady
Tilley, Mr. Pope, and Major Gordon, The
aydience, as soon as the Premier was recog-
nized, enthusiastically applauded him, rose
to their feet and remained standing while
the orchestra under Prof. Cadwallader of
Marysville played the National Anthem, Sir
John bowing right and left for the compli-
ment. It was the most popuinr receptiou of
the dsy. The distinguished visitors occupied
the second row of seats in the centrs of the
Hall, and were in evening dress, the Premier
looking happy and youthfu] in his cutaway
sod broad shirt froot.
