The Railway Commission—Agnostios Giving Evi-
dence—An Indicted Person His own Witness
—Loss of Life on Inland Waters.
( From Our Special Correspondent.)
Orrawa, Feb, 27.—Mr, Robertson (Ham-

ilton) presented a petition from the Great
Western railway praying that Mr. Me-
Carthy’s bill appointing a railway commis-
sion may not pass. ;

The same member also presented a peti-
tion of 127 people of Hamilton praying that
agnostics may give evidence in court. The
.member for Hamilton wished it to be under.
stood that he did not sympathize with the
prayer of the pétitioners. .

Sir Charles Tupper laid on the table the
correspondence of the Port Moody section

contract.

Mr, McCarthy introduced a bill enabling
a person charged with an indictable offence
to give evidence on his own behalf. He
said his bill was takean from the criminal
act recently prepared in England. A per-
son indicted might give evidence, but the
limits of cross examination are curtailed to
a certain extent. The bill read a first

_time.
Mr. Sproule (East’' Grey), in moving
for a return of vessels lost in inland waters,

said that the great loss os life and pro
perty from this cause was such as to de-
mand the serious attention of the govern-
ment. He alluded to the recent- disasters
of the Waubuno, the Zealand, the Simcoe,
the Jane Miller. and the Victoria, in all of
which there was great and unnecessary loss
of lite, He strongly advised the govern-
ment to take some action in having boats
inspected as to their hull, eugines and
every other part of them, and to see that
they were properly loaded and in every
way properly equipped.
Mr. Cameron, on moving for returns re-
lating to the conrette Charybdis, gave to
the house a detailed exposition of the vir-
tues, life; growth and everything else ap-
pertaining to this much maligned lady of
the seas, including her seven years crrising
on Chinese waters, her voyage to the new
world, her eccentric capers in the harbor’
of St. John. where she would not stay
moored, but like a war horse sniffing battle
from afar, she broke loose from her moor-
ings,nor was she caught thereafter without
much trouble : the arthaments on board the
old war-maiden were reviewed, her crossin
the ocean in forty days, her boilers ang
stores of salt meat, which were included in
the gift of the ship to Canada. All the
returns in relation to $he Charybdis will be
brought down.
Dr. Orton moved for a select committee
to enquire into and report upon the effect
of present tariff upom the agricultaral in-
terest® of the Dominigh, stating that such a
committee would, after investigation, find
that thenational policy had greatly benefitted'
this class of the community.
Mr. Trow objected to the: political com-
plexion of the committee and thought notice
should have been given of the names com-
posing it.
Mr. Gault (Montreal) said there was
no need of such a committee, as every one
was_satisfied that the farmers were the
most prosperous portion of the community.
He himself thought they were putting
more money in the saving bank thanany
other class.
Hon. Mr. Mackenzie suggested thata com
mittee should be appointed tosee how much
cotton mannfacturers were making under
the tariff.
Mr. Gault rose with some excitement
and said he had not 3 per cent. on his cot-
ton stocks.
The motion was withdrawn to be con-
sidered as a notice of motion, and the house
adjourned at 10.30.

Irving’s agents, and are distributed
throughout the province, The collector of
customs at Niagara Falls is actingin

VIOLATION OF HIS INSTRUCTIONS
from the department at Ottawa in permit-
ting these abominable prints to pass Pim,
as the various collectors have been repeated-
ly warned by the commissioner to confis-

cate all such publications. The orders in
question go so far as to enumerate the dif-
ferent names of these papers, and gives \in
addition discretionary powers to the co
lector as to what he shall consider ‘‘ ob-
scene publications.” There has evidentl
been no regard whatever paid by the col-
lector at Niagara Falls to his orders, for
Toronto, Hamilton, London, St. Catherines,
Brantford, and othertowns are swarming
with these vile sheets. None of them
pass through the Toronto custom house, and
consequently the authorities here are mnot
to'blame.

THE POSTAL AUTHORITIES LAX.
Packets of a «couple of proscribed pub-
lications from London — The Police
News and the Budget — are said
to pass through the Toronto postoffice
every week. An officer from the custom’
house is sent up to the pestoffice every da;
to levy duty on packages passing throug
the mails which are duitable, and also to
confiscate any  contraband . or obscene
package. This officer has power only fo
examine such packages as are laid aside for
his inspection. For the benefit of our read-
ers we here publish extracts_from the pest-
office law bearing on customs, and the pub-
lic can then better understand the position
of affairs as existing between these two
ramifications of the national service ;
POST OFFICE ACT OF 1867, 31 vIC., CAP. 10. .

Sec. 10. The tmaster g 1 maj, subject to
the provisions of this act, make regulations declar-
ing what shall and shall not be deemed to be mail-
able matter for the purposes of this act, and for
restricting withih reasonable limits, the wefgl;t and
dimensions of letters.and packets and other matter
sent by post; and for prohibiting and preventing
the sending of explosives, da articles,
obscene or immoral publications through the mails.

BOOK PACKETS.
The following order in council on the
same subject speaks for itself :
By the general rezulations for the guidance and
government of the officers and other persons em-
ployed in the postal services of the inion 'of
Canada it is provided (ps 64)+ Fhe transmission of

obscene or immoral books, papers, publications,

photographs, ot prints through the post is strictly
prohibited, and all ‘packets containing such articles
should be pped and sent specially under cover to
the postmaster general.
[The italics are ours.]

WHO IS TO BLAME.

The postal authorities are therefore solely
resposigf: for the circulation in the cityl of
the proscribed prints from London, Eng.,
and the collector of custems at Niagara
Falls for the ones from New York. The
instructions from Ottawa are very plain
and are in black and white, and as long as
these gentlemen of the public service allow
them_te pass through their hands so -long
will the Toronto News compauy, or other
news companies, handle them. The profits
are said to be large and their cirenlation is
rapidly-on the increase. It would be well
if the embryo society for the suppression
of vice would take hold of the matter and
call the attention of Commissioner of Cus-
toms Johnston to the state of affairs exist-
ing in the province.
