Murray of New York have heen
matched to fight with small gloves for $300
a side on Wednesday, Feb. 21, within
twenty miles of New York.

The rule was
made returnable yesterday and accordingly
in the aftergoon Mr. Walter Cassels and
Mr. Hodgins for the club and Mr. Reeve
for Elliott appeared before Judge Boyd
for argument. The case lasted taree hours,
at the end of which time his honor reserved
judgment.

Jockeys in England.

The following appears in the Racing
Calendar, the official organ of the English
jockey club:

_Jockeys wishing to have their licenses to
ride under the rules of racing renewed for
1884, are requested to apply as early as pos-
sible (giving their christian names and full
addresses) to Messrs. Weatherby. The
stewards of the Jockey club give notice that,
for the future, licences will only be granted to
Jockeys on condition that they are not owners,
or part owners, of any race-horse. Leave may
be given, on special application, to jockeysto
own one or more horses, but this permission
will only be granted when the jockey is also a
trainer, and the horse is to be trained in his
own stable. 1t having been represented to
the stewards of the Jockey club that many
Jjockeys are in the habit of betting largely on
horse racing, the stewards hereby give notice
that such practices will not be tolerated in
future. and that any jockey who may be re-

orted to them for this offence, and who may

e proved, to the satisfaction of the stewards,
to have become engaged in betting transac-
tions, will be liable to have his licence at once
withdrawn. '

The Way to Train.

Our idea of training, says Bell’s Life in
London, is simple enough. All the athlete
has to dois take plenty of exereise, live
temperately, eat the best and simplest food,
drink little, and smoke less. If possible,
do entirely without the latter luxury, but
should the athlete be a confirmed smbker
a few whiffs at bed-time will do him less
harm than constantly hankering after a
pipe. Further, in most cases hard work
before breakfast should be avoided, and do
not make the training so arduous that the
man’s energies become exhausted before the
race. It is better for him to be a bit
‘““above himself” than the reverse.
Moderation in all things should be| the
motto, and it is not only unnecessary, but
absolutely hurttul to run or walk the full
distance in repeated trials. If the novice
1s worth anything you can give him speed;
his gameness onght to pull him through on
the day. These a loug experience shows
to be golden rules, but it must not be for-
gotten that what may suit one man may
fail with another. The trainer, therefore.
should study a man’s constitution as a'doc-
tor does that of his patient. Above all
things, keep him cheerful and contident ;
the body is always governed by the mind.
Make your man think he is sure to win,
and he will do so if class enough. If not,
and you have followed the spirit of these
simple instructions, you will at all events
have the satisfaction of having done every-
thing in your power to insure success. The
best of trainers can do no more.
