Corals and Coral Islands,
On Saturday afternoon Prof. Ramsay
Wright delivered an able address in Con-

vocation Hall, Toronto University, ony
“Corals and Coral Islands.” The table at
the end of the hall was covered with beauti~
tul specimens, chiefly of the various kinds of
coral, and the wall was coveréd with color-
ed cuts,and diagrams illustrative of the sub-
ject. ®Beginning with the sea-anemone,
the strange creature that seems on the
borderline of plant and animal, the professor
gave an interesting sketch of their place io
nature. He then showed that the
coral - imsect” is an  allied species
that secretes a limestone shell ‘I'here
are various kinds of coral, flourishing
in various places and undér various con-
ditions, and the professor showed their
peculiarities and exhibited specimens. He
then gave a description of the Corai Islands
and reefs, distinguisbing between the
Fringe .Reef, the Barrier Reef and the
atoll, or circular coral jslahd, with deep
water in  the centre. He outhned the
various theories, and spoke of the beautiful
appearance of the coral ssas. The lecture
was one of the most  interesting of the year.
