The Trans-Siberian Railroad is bing
ushed _all along- the line. Since ‘the
reaking out of the Chinese-Japanese
ar the work has been more earnest,
" and a larger force of men are grading
“the rontes and laying the rails as fast us
ossible, - The original intention was
that:the road should be-finished in 1905.
The indication now are that it will be
completed long before that time. In a

Viadivostock, the Pacific terminus of
the railroad. It was here that the first
work was done in 1892. The present
. Cgar, who was then taking a trip arvund
the world, had come across Siberia along
. the line of the proposed railway, and it
as with great ceremony that the first
one of this, the greatest railroad of
the world, was laid on the 12th of May,
1891. The road when completed will be
more than 7,000 miles long, and will cost
somewhere between $200,000,000 and $300,-
000,000. The Russian estimate is 350,000,-
000 rubles. It will give a continuous
railroad line between Vladivostock and
‘St. Petersburg, and the probability is
that a branch line will now be run down
through Corea, and Japan will be
brought within a day’s ride of this ter-
minus. When this is done the Japan-
ese can make a trip to Paris ‘with a
watét voyage of less than twenty-four
hours. -I have already writtenYof my
trip over the new Chinese railroad. This
line now runs to the city of Shanhaik-

fvan, where the great Chinese wall juts |

»out into the sea. There is a breach in
' the wall at this point, and though the
guperstitious Chinamen would hardly
‘permit the cutting of the wall for a
railroad, they have allowed it to go
through this breach, and it is now being
pushed on into Manchuria. It will
‘eventually reach the Russian frontier,
and will probably connect with the
Tans-Siberian Railroad and there we
can go from Pekin to Paris by land.

It is impossible to estimate the changes
_which this great railroad will make in
Asla. The tea trade of Europe will
undoubtedly go over it, and the great

. bulk of the exports from China, Japan

and Corea will be carried through Si-
beria to Europe. As it is now, the
. fastest steamers are.used for the tea
trade. The new tea brings the highest
prices in the market, and ocean steam-

‘ ers go up to the city of Hankow; 700

miles in. the interior of China, and as
soon as they can load they sail with
full steam to London. They go by the
Suez Canal, and it takes.them about
45 days to make the voyage. The Chi-
nese have already planned a railroad to
the centre of the tea districts from
Tien-Tsin, where their new military
railroad begins, and the tea will be
¢ shipped right north to Siberia, and get
to Europe within 15 or 18 days. Tea
carried overland is said to be much
better than that which goes by water,
and this will make a revolution in the
! tea trade of the world. At present the
foreign trade of China amountg to about
$300,000,000 “per year, and the bulk of
this Is made up of costly articles like

tea and silk. These can pay high freight |

rates, and  they will undoubtedly be
shipped by rail.

There are now in the neighborhood of
500,000,000 people in China, Japan and
Corea. There are about 4,000,000 in Si-
beria, and this road has the trade of

_ hearly one-half the world to draw from.

It will prohably make Russia a great
manufacturiffg nation, and the Russian
fron will be shipped over it to China.
There is no iron in the world better than
that of the Ural Mountains, and the
Chinese are ready to pay high prices for
good iron. Most of their tools are now
made by hand, and they must have the
best of raw material. At present a
large part of the iron used in China is
made up of cast-off horseshoes, which
are sent out from Europe by, the ship-
load.’ The Chinese make razors, knives
and all kinds of implements out of this
iron, and there is a great demand for
it all over the Empire. ' There are great
fron. deposits at different points along
the Trans-Siberian Rallroad, and big
factories will spring up at these points.
The Russians are good mechanics, and
they have vast iron works near Moscow
and at Tula, wii¢h make as good hard-
ware and guns as you will find any-
where in the world.

As the line is now planned and being
built, it is to run from Moscow right
through the southern part of Siberia,
making an almost straight line through
this immense territory to the city of
Vladivostock. It goes through rich gold
mines. It taps vast areas of rich soil,
“and it will probably build up an empire
in Southern. Siberia. The first section
of the road is at the west. It begins in
the Urgl Mountains, and there is an
arm¥® &t work building it. The next
section is to run from the towm of
Omsk, on the river Obi, and the contrac-
tors are also at work here. In the
middle of Siberia there is another army
laying track, and the road is being push-
ed as fast as possible from Vladivostoclk:
to the west. It crosses great rivers
which have to be bridged, and it goeé
through some of the mcst wonderful
scenery in the world. It skirts Lake
Bikal, one of the biggest lakes in the
world, and the average'depth of which
i mofe than a mile. Near this lake
the road passes through the mountains,
and it has many tunnels and stone dikes.
The mountains are of granite, and the
work of construction will be very diffi-
cult. Throughoy} the whole central re-
gion and the west there is but a sparse
population, and it is the same in the
east, The workmen have to be sent
from European Russia, and all of the
rolling stock and iron has to come from
there. Some of it is shipped from the
west. That for the eastern section is

being taken around through the Suez

Canal by sea,“and there is another lot

whigh is shipped down into Siberia, I
am told, by the Arctic Ocean. The
road is being constructed in the very
best manner. The rails weigh eighteen
pounds to the footS The bridges are of
wood and the roadtis well ballasted.
The greatest distance allowed between
the stations is thirty-five imiles, and it
Is proposed to equip the road with
enough rolling stock to form three sets
of army trains every twenty-four hours.
The road 1; ¢» ba to a large extent a rafli-
tary line, and Russia will probably use
it to satisfy her Gargantuan appetite
for more territory. The stations are
built of w od in ihe interior, though
Bome of thc¢ larger ones are of stones.
The depot at Vladivostock is a big two-
Story stone and brick building: It is
well constructed. and it would be a
respectable depot in the United States.

A great part of the work on this east-

~ ern section of the Trans-Siberian Rcad
has been done by means of convicts,
but this has been changed within the
past year. The convicts have been ship-
bed off to Saghalin, and the men are
now all Qa}d. workmen, including a

THE BRITISH ARMY.

More Than 300,000 Men Now Available
For the Service.

The official returns of the strength of
the regular British army at the close of
1894 show that there are now rather more

than 292,000 officers and men on the regi-
{ mental rolls, and, including the first-
! class army reserve of men who have
been thoroughly trained within very
| recent years and who are liable to be
| called upon for service at any time,
' the full strength of the regular military
forces is about 303,000 men. These, how-
ever, include the West Indian Regiment,
the Royal Malta artillery and a few
corps raised in other parts of the world
| for special local duty, but who, of
course, reduce the demands upon the
ordinary troops.
‘Of the 222,000 about 106,000 are ‘quar-
' tered’ at home, nearly 78,000 being in
England and Wales, 2,800 in Scotland,
| nearly 26,000 in Ireland, and the remain-
der in the Channel Islands, a very large
| proportion of those in England being
quartered in the southern parts and con-
venient for the prompt mobilization
of any army corps at short notice. The
t colonies and Egypt take the services
of nearly 38,000 troops, and 78,000 are in
India and Burmah. The Egyptian gar-
rison absorbs quite 5,000 British soldiers
of all kinds, besides the many British
officers who are attached to the Khe-
dive’s forces, either to train or command

nean, Malta has a garrison ot 3,500 and
Gibraltar one of nearly 5,000, besides the
small force kept in Cyprus. Hong Kong
has a force of about 3,500. Bermuda and
the Straits settléments have each about

The most important work
done by these women consists in the
knitting of the fine shawls which take
their name from the islands. Thege
shawls are the principal articles knittef,
but veils, different kinds of underwear;-
as well as fancy articles, are all made,
and when * dressed,” as the cleaning
process is called, are taken to the Iocal
dry ‘goods or general merchandise store,
when they, despite the law, are simply
bartered for anything the merchant has
for sale, a money transaction being of
the rarest occurrence.

Bellamy, or some:others of that school,‘
would do well to study the life of the
Shetland crofter or small farmer which,
though simple, is an ideal one. The
little farm produces the necessaries of
life ; the women, with their knitting
procure the luxuries, and the men with
their fishing pay the rent and manags
“ to lay something by for a rainy day.

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TRAVEL_S‘ OF SEEDS.

Nature Finds Many Ways For Semding
Them Long Distances—Some Sceds
Have Wings.

“When a summer thunder-storm
bursts, bending the strongest trees, or
when in autumn the wind rushes
through the woods, then the time has
come when the plant children, now only
slightly attached to the plant mother—
that is, the ripe seeds that cling to
them-—are torn away and set out on
their adventurous travels; then they
{ whirl and dance in the air, along with
:thousands on thousands of their fel-
'lows. Many rise high in air and sail on
; the upper air currents far away ; oth-

ers remain in the tree tops or hang

from the branches ; others still fall on
Vroots‘ or bare rocks; many, too, drop
{on passing men or beasts. Chance
bears few to a place where their growth
is assured ; the greater part must per-
ish.”

| After mentioning the varlous trees
|that have winged seeds, such as the
' ash, maple, etc., Prof. F. Muiler of

Vienna goes on to describe a peculiarly
: interesting plant belonging to tmslclass

—the *rose of Jericho,” He eays:

‘“The spherical plant, resembling a
bird’s nest, in the foreground, is the
so-called ‘rose of Jericho’ (Anastatica
Heirochuntia) - beldnging to the family
of Cruciferate, en the plant ap-
proaches maturity it forms, by the
bending of its branches, a spherical ball
that carries the fruit within. Now.the
dying mother plant is ready for its
journey over the desert. When with the
help of the wind it has become de-
tached from the ground it is rolled about
in the storm, hopping and springing
over the earth, now leaping over some
rock that protrudes from the sea of
sand, now over aching skeleton
of some unluck; er of the desbrt,
all the time stre ts seeds far and
wide.

_“There are also many plants whose
seeds, by means of mechanical devices,
are hurled forth from the plant, as in
the oxalis family, the geranium and
many others. Such seeds, however, can
travel only short distances, and that is
the reason why we almost never see
the plants growing singly, but in groups
together. Still, sometimes they are car-
ried to great distances by passing ani-
| mals, and also by flowing water.

“There is a large number of plants
whose seeds are carried in the stomachs
| of animals and so make long journeys.

‘Water also plays a great part in the |
i distribution of plants, and in the case
| of newly-formed islands it plays the
{ principal part.

“Who has not, on an autumn walk
through wood and field, brought home
these little hangers'on clinging to his
clothes, or been obliged angrily to free
himself from=the troublesome obstruc-
tions while still on the road. Unwit=
tingly he has thus aided in the distribu-
tion of these plants, and, equally unwit-
tingly, animals carry the séed in their
fur and birds bear them on their feath-
ers, whence they are sooner or later dis-
lodged. The skill shown by nature in
the matter is truly remarkable. These
plants are mostly troublesome weeds
which one would rather see decay and
perish, but nature makes use of us
against our wills to serve for their prop-
ogation. We are like that strict pro-
fessor, who, to see that there should be
no cheating in a written examination,
went about from scholar to scholar and
thereby unwittigly aided them to cheat,
for he carried about with him a placard
bearing the answers to all the ques-
tions, which some sly scapeboat had
pinned to his coat tails.

“In this connection, the interesting
fact should be stated that very many
plants whose fruits serve to nourish
neither man nor beast, have these de-
vices for securing the distribution of
their seeds. In the case of plants whose
fruits are sought as food, this very fact
is sufficient security that the seeds will
be properly distributed.”
