One sees very little attempt at re­
forestation. and if the present rate of 
lestructlon continues there will be parts 
ttf this county and others over Ontario 
Bs bare of timber as a Western prairie.

We can understand many phases of 
extravagance on the part of the early 
lettlers. It gave them a thrill to see 
fheir farms cleared of those great 
forests, but we think of the waste when 
we realize the value of a wood lot to­
day. Money wasted may be earned 
again, and we must remember that 
timber in those days was valued less, 
for the settlers had to grow their food 
from the soil, and hundreds of years’ 
growth fell before the woodsman's axe, 
ind was burned in great heaps of logs.

Haw are we to replace some of this 
timber? Follow the example of some 
of the old countries of Europe. They 
now have forests two and three hun- 
Ired years old. Here on this Maple 
Leaf Farm we are trying reforestation 
»n 20 acres which 18 years ago was a 
lolid maple bush. A report of our 
tuccess may induce others to do like­
wise. In talking to farmers of reforest­
ing they seem to have the idea that 
jrdinary farm land is too expensive. 
Twelve years ago, when Mr. Clenden- 
llng was in this neighborhood, Judging 
larms for a dairy competition, his 
opinion of reforesting was asked. He 
laid he had inquired of the minister 
if agriculture the price of land that 
would pay for reforestation, and the 
tnswer was “not more than 825 per 
icre.”

Whether that is correct or not I can­
not say: it may be in some cases, but 
we have a little encouragement. Our 
land is a good clay loam, valued, after 
the maple bush was cut off, at $60 an 
tore. Computation is made on the 
basis of 15 acres, instead of 20, five 
teres is partly bare ; half the timber 
was taken off three years -ago, with 
the result that this area is now covered 
with young maples, two or three feet 
high, and five or six thousand to the 
icre.

School) is probably the most up-to- 
date in its manner of serving lunches. 
The trustees, Messrs. John Harmon, 
Sam Noble and Frank Rumig, pur­
chased the necessary equipment during 
the Christmas holidays and had it in­
stalled in the school. Since then the 
children, under the direction of their 
teacher. Miss E. McGarrity, prepare a 
hot lunch every day and have a differ­
ent menu each day.

Some of the dishes prepared are: Soup, 
creamed onions, potatoes, beans and 
cocoa, and the children take great in­
terest in the work and look forward 
eagerly to the noon hour lunch. It is 
not only proving beneficent to their 
health, but is giving them instruction 
in household duties as well. Under the 
system used at this school the cost of 
these hot lunches is very small.

As scientific authorities claim that the 
children attending rural schools have 
in the past suffered from malnutrition 
during the growing years the depart­
ment of education is seeking to encour­
age the hot lunch idea by giving an 
annual grant of $50.00 to all schools 
which serve the hot noon-day lunch. 
It is expected that almost every school 
in this section will be taking advantage 
of this grant next year.

In cutting a road through in 1921 

we estimated an annual growth of three 
cords of 14-inch wood to the acre, 
which would give a yearly return on 
15 acres, at $2 per cord, or $6 per 
icre. This is offset by taxes and In­
terest on capital to the extent of $5. 
There is still some picking for cattle, 
which would be worth $2 per acre.

The temptation now is that we could 
turn the 16 years’ growth into money, 
which would be a natural thing to do, 
ind which has been done in many cases. 
But it is the desire of the proprietor 
>f this farm to have a forest for hun­
dreds of years. This can easily be 
managed by cutting out the larger trees 
and letting the smaller ones grow.

On a larger scale this is a matter 
for the Provincial Government, as we 
would have to have some legislation to 
prohibit cutting of these maples. No 
matter what care the present owner 
may take very likely the next will turn 
the bush into money. It would look a 
very reasonable proposition to encourage 
reforesting by exemption from taxes, 
giving the grower the privilege of cut­
ting trees marked by an inspector, for 
his wood supply each year. Some con­
tract or agreement would have to be 
entered into between the owner and 
the Government, designed to preserve 
ind keep from destruction the number 
if acres specified to be made a perma- 
ient forest.
