ligence reaches us in relation to the 
orope. One of our great etaplea, the 
hay crop, is now insured to us by the 
seasonable rains of last week- Farm 
era, during the last days of May and 
the first of June were apprehensive 
that the drought which then had been 
quite lengthy might operate seriously 
against the hay crop on the high lands; 
but with the exception of perhaps a 
few localities where the rain comes too 
late to entirely resuscitate, the average 
yield will be much in excess of former 
years. The grass too is ripening muoh 
earlier than last year and haying gener­
ally must commence some ten days in 
advance of the usual period. The ra­
vages of the caterpillar are manifest in 
in many orchards throughout the Conn" 
ty, particularly recently planted or- 
orchards. In some some places the 
trees present the appearance of having 
been scorched severely by fire. It is 
yet too early to form even an approxi­
mate estimate of the yield of our orch 
ards, but experienced orchardists and 
speculators in fruit predict a good 
yield. It is to be hoped that those own­
ing orchards will use every exertion to 
exterminate so dangerous a plague as 
the caterpillar, and as much as possible 
confine their ravages to this year.

The grain and root cropa also promise 
large yields, and every indication be­
speaks continued and increased pros­
perity to the agriculturist. In one de­
partment, however, our farmers are, we 
think not alive to their own interests. 
In years gone by nearly enough wheat 
was raised in this valley to meet the 
wants of the population ; now scarcely 
one hundred bushels are raised in the 
County. We hope the high price of 
flour will induce our farmers to again 
make the attempt to raise their own 
bread, and thus sdve a large sum of 
money, which is annually paid away for 
the staff of life.

CLEOPATRA’S NEEDLE.
Kentville, June 14th, 1877. 11

Cheapest Yet.HOW THE GREAT MONOLITH WILL BE TRANSPORT­
ED ACROSS SEAS.

There is now a reasonable probability 
that before many weeks elapse Cleopatra’s 
Needle will be en route for England. The 
monolith has been handed over to Mr.
Dixon's agent, whose men have commenced 
the necessary work for its removal. I- in­
formed you on the 50th of April that Mr.
Carter, Mr. Dixon’s agent, had arrived 
here, and had obtained from Mr. Demetrio, 
the owner of the ground bn which the obe­
lisk lies buried in the sand, a promise of 
permission to remove it, provided tbe 
Egyptian Government and the British 
Consul-General authorized Mr. Carter to 
take possession. A document to this effect 
having been obtained at Cairo, Mr. Deme­
trio,although he considers he has a pecun­
iary claim against the Egyptian Govern­
ment in respect of the obelisk, has handed 

absolute possession to Mr. Carter on 
behalf of Mr. Dixon and the British na­
tion. It is only fair to Mr. Demetrio, who 
is himself an eminent antiquarian, to ex­
plain why there has been some little delay 
and diplomacy on his part. Many years 
ago the land on which tbe Needle lies was 
sold by the Egyptian Government to an 
Italian, who afterwards resold it to Mr.
Demetrio. In the sale no conditions were 
made as to the obelisk, bbtwhen Mr. De­
metrio wished to build on the land in ques­
tion, the Egyptian Government stepped in 
and said : “No ; you must not remove the 
obelisk,which we have given to the British 
Government.'’ As the British Govern­
ment did not remove it, the land has for 
years been rendered valueless to Mr. De­
metrio. Morally, therefore, Mr. Demetrio 
seems to be entitled to compensation from 
some one ; but as he is unable to establish 
a legal claim against the Egyptian Govern­
ment (for he has tried and failed),and does 
not pretend to any against the British Gov­
ernment,the monument has been gracious­
ly given up. The. “ Needle” is 69 feet 
long and 8 feet square—not uniformly,but 
at th» base. It weighs about 220 tone,and 
lies in the sand 15 feet above high-water 
line. To get this mass safely into the sea 
and across the sea. it is intended to build 
up around it on snore a cylindrical iron 
case or ship, and then to roll the entire 
mass, nearly 300 tons,into tbe Mediterran­
ean, and when the necessary ballasting and 
additions have been made to the ship in 
dry dock, to have her towed to England.
The iron vessel is now being made at the 
Thames Iron Works, and when ready will 
be sent out here in pieces,to be built round 
the obelisk, under the superintendence of 
Mr. Waynman Dixon, brother to Mr. Johh 
Dixon, the enterprising designer and con­
tractor. The vessel must be considerably 
longer than the obelisk, because of the 
shape of the stone. It will be 92 feet long

GENERAL GOODS !aA RAFT OF TIMBER AND THIRTY-ONI MEN CAR­
RIED OVER THE DCCHEBNE RAPIDS-

From the Ottawa Press.]
On the afternoon of the 11th a thrilling 

adventure took place on the Upper Ottawa, 
at the Duchesne Rapids, about four miles 
from this city, a whole raft being carried 
over the rapids at once. Rafts coming 
down the river arc towed from Arnprior 
down to the Bay at Brittannia, which is on 
the south side of Lake Duchesne, and im­
mediately above the rapids of the same 
name. Here the cribs are separated, and 
one at a time they are run over the rapids, 
by two or three of the raftsmen, being 
caught below in tbe boom, after which 
they are brought down, and in due time 

the slides at the Chaudière. Yester- 
terday the steamer “ Claudiere” started 
down from Arnprior with a raft belonging 
to Mr. Francis, consisting of

NEARLY A HUNDRED CRIBS,

and upon which were some thirty-five 
raftsmen. A strong westerly wind prevail­
ed at the time, but all went well until the 
steamer endeavored to make the bay of 
Brittania, when it was soon found that 
there would be a straggle between steam 
and man power and the force of the cur­
rent and wind as to whether the raft would 
be safely harbored or carried bodily over 
the dangerous rapids, 
two and three o’clock in the afternoon. 
Fuel was added to the steamer’s furnace,so 
that more power might be had, while the 
raftsmen used their sweeps with unabated 
energy to get the raft out of
