The
jury censists, as in  England, of twelve
‘men; but if they have been in consul-
tatiop for three hours, a majority of
nine is sufficient for a verdict. = If, after
nine hours, there be not a majority of
nine, the jury may be dismissed.
These Scotch arrangements seem to be
in al] respects more rational than those
prevalent in England and Ireland. No
one ever heard of a miscarriage of jus:
tice, civil or criminal, in Scotland,
owing to decisions by a majority. The
accurate and impartial method of sum-
moning Scotch jurors, special gnd com:-
‘mon, in itself merits gommendation.—
‘Albany Law Journal, ' ’

The  fertility of
these reclaimed  soils is unusually
high;j they arp never manured, but
they qut on an average upwards of two
tous af hay to the acre—a yield which
has beeu sustained for many years, and
shows no signs of running out. The
lend, however, under this system of
farwing is found to become weedy in
the course of time, and it becomes
expedient to plough’ up portigns of it
in rotation; at intervals of ten or twelye
years, taking one crop of wheat or oats,
with which new grass seeds are sown,
1o forw the new sward which is desired.
This once  plpughing is found to kill
the weeds {or the time being, and they
do not agaip become very troublesome
for some years, and when uatlength
tbey do, the lapd is simply ploughed
up again in the way described. These
bottom lands are valuable acquisitions
to the upland farms adjoining, most of
which have more or less of them
attuched ; and they do much towards
maintaining the fertility of the uplands,
obviating the necessity of using pur-
chased fertilizers on them. These land
dykes are in much request on this ac~
count, and they gre worth from one to
three hundred dollars an acre, ina
country where ordinary upland farms
are not worth as many shillings an
acre. The portions of these dyke
Jands owned by different men are
warked out for identity's sake, but are
not fenced off from the rest. Each
man cuts off the hay from his portion
‘and takes it home, sometimes several
miles, and the aftermath is eaten in
pgommon by the stock of all the owners
combined, commencing on the first of
September, A’ few days before this
dute 8 cor;;mi(.leg' of "assessors is ap-
pointed 1o plage a yalue on each man’s
portion of the  land "and to decide on
the number and kind of animals he
shall send for pasturage. So it follows
that we see very large tracts of land,
on which hundreds of cattle roam
about and feed at will. * * *' The

WoMEN IN THE PRoressioNs.—Women
of the law and medical schools of the
United States are open to women on
the same terms as to men, and at the
majority of the ‘one hyndred and
twenty five  theological  sewminaries,
exclusive of the Roman Cathoiic, op-
portupities of study similar to those
enjoyed by the.young men are afforded
thém, though they may be nejther
matriculated nor recejve a degree. The
number of women practicing law is far
greater in the Western States than in
the Eastérn, and a large proportion of
the schools, especially of those connect
ed with the State universities, are free
to them.

Of the three law schools in New Eng-
land, only one is open to both sexes—
that of the Boston University. The
school has, hawever, | am informed,
pot yet graduated a woman, The
women of the East who desire to read
Kent and to learn forms of procedure
prefer to obtain a legal education in
the more private advantages of a law-
yer's office.

In the chaotic state of ecclesiastical
opinion regarding women's preaching,
but few have been admitted either to
the pulpit or to the theological semi-
pary. Although the number has great-
ly increased in the last decade, in 1870,
of 43,874 clergymen, only sixty-seven
were women. ['he Methodist and Uni-
versalist churches have probobly prov-
ed more cordial in granting clerical
privileges to women than the churches
of other leading denaminations. Yet
the General Conferepce of the former
bedy, held'at Cincinnati in 1880, re-
fyped to take a positive position in
reference 'to the question. Women,
bhowever, are occupying several Metho-
dist pulpits, though without official
approbation. The Universalist Church
has ordained sevgral women, who are
preachipg not oply  in the West, but
nlso in the Conservative States of the
East. Three are stationed in as many
of the country towas of Maine. In the
Congregational and Baptist denomi
natiops the casgs of the ordination agd
a single one has occurred. The senti-
ment of Unitarians’ on the question is
more akin to the Universalist position.
The opinion of a Church regarding the
preaching of women indicates 1ts prac-
iice in reference to admitting women
to the full privileges of -its divinity
schools. At the theological depart.

the supervision of the Methodists, a
woman has “been a member of nearly
gvery class since 1ts" establishent.

Sgepixg Grass LaNps IN'THE FALL.—
The practice of seeding lands to grass
in the fall, is gaining ground in many
sections. Arguments in favor of this cus
tom are : The grass is not so liable to be
troubled with weeds ; the cool weather
'will incite a vigorous growth and bring
the fields in better condition for with-
standing the winter than that seeded
in the spring, and last, but by no
means least, it admits of the removal of
a crop the first year.

During August and. the first balf of |
the mounth following, northern culti-|
vators, who do not favor spring sowing,
will seed down lands from which have
been harvested small grains, potatoes
fodder crops and the  like, aud turn

The quantity of seed wil depend
upon the varieties of grasses to be
grown and the purposes for which they
are designed. The extremes of very
light seeding, which produce large,
e stalks, and very heavy seeding,

Pastures call for a
to be sown with
liberal hand. In selecting & mixture
for permanent pasture, it should be
borne in mind that the land will be
cropped continually - throughout the
season, and therefore it is imperative

sion, that stock may be supplied with
a tonder and succulent. growth. The
varieties should also .be selected with a
yiew of suiting the soil for which they
are designed.

Clover plays in pastures-as well as jp

meadows, an important part; orchard
grass, which arrives early and remains
late; is also a valuable constituent.
This grass is highly esteemed, especi-
ally on light, dry soils; meadow fox-
tail, with its egrly and rapid growth, is
another valpnable sort, and red.top is
also counted among grasses for per-
manent pasfures. A mixture retom-
mended by yarious agricultural authg-
rities for perpanent pastures is as fol-
lows: Two pounds of meadow fox-tail,
five pounds af white cloyer, six pounds
of orchard-grass, and four pounds each
of red clover, roughstalked meadow-
grass, rye-grass, timothy, blue grass,
meadow fescue and red-top.
" A few grassgs are suited to both
meadows and pastures, in illustration
of which may be cited orchard grass.
Pure meadow grasses are those with
juberous roots, which store up in bulbs
one year the material of growth for the
pext, and which require a certain time
for the maturing of the bulbs. Timo-
thy is a representative type of this
class of grasses, hence i} is highly es-
teemed in meadows. Other popular
megdow-grasses are red clover and
Hungarian grall. Tq gain best results
it is important that the grasses associ.
ated blossom about the same time,
thergfore the wisdom of sowing garly
kindg in one mowing field and late
sorts in anothey. Among early grasses
suited to meadows are orchard.grass,
Kentucky blue-grass, meadow fesque
and tall oat-grass, to which may be
added Italian rye-grass if the land be
moist and rich, Timothy, red:top and
bent grasses are numbered with late
kinds.

The importancg of having the ground
thoroughly tilled and generously ma-
nured previgys tq seeding it to grass,
either for pasipre or meadow, cannot
