The Victim of a Steamboat Explosion
well Prepared for an Accident.

PaiLApeLPHIA, Aug. 27.—A remark~-
able story 18 current in this city and
Camden, N. J., to-day relative to the
dynamite explosion on the riversteam
boat Samuel Felton, on the morning
of Aug. 17th, by which sixteen per-
sons were injured and one killed, The
latter was a man named Adrian’ Spear,
of Camden, who .was struck in the
stomach by a large piece of wood, from
the result of which he died a few days
latter. It has been discovered that
Spear, who was a poor man, had acci-
dent and life insarance -policies in his
name to the extent of over $30,000, and
that one for $3.000in a Hartford com-
pany would have expired two hours
after the explosion took place, it being
a two days' polioy, for which he bad
paid twentysfive cents.

He was also a member of nineteen
secret societies, which would bave paid
him certain weekly sums in case of an
accident which would bave prevented
his working, and the majority of which
will pay his widow from $1,000 to $2,-
