—Canada has room for hundreds of tbous 
ands of respectable, thrifty immigrants, but 
there is a doubt as to whether the two thous­
and Doukhobors, who are daily expected to 
arrive, belong to this class. These people 
are from Russia and are a religious sect, 
living it is said under communal principles, 
having all things in common. They are also 
described as paupers and likely to become 
mere objects of public charity instead of cap­
able tijlers of the soil. While there is am­
ple room in our Northwest, or even in the 
eastern provinces, for a good class of settlers, 
there i< no room for undesirable ones and the 
government should exercise a firm and wise 
discrimination in selecting the materials for 
the building up of such a grand country as 
Canada. There is no need to have a Pan 
dora’s box opened on our shores. Now is 
a critical period in our national history, and 
a ministry that will allow the dissemination 
of seeds from the old world’s hot beds of 
crime and socialism, will do the country an 
irreparable injury. It le better to frame 
stringent immigration laws now, as a pre 
ventipe, than to expect, when too late, that 
they, will cure the evils engendered by an 
an indiscriminate invitation to the tribes of 
the earth to come and abide with us. An 
example of just such a sorry condition is af­
forded by a glance at the United States, and 
the Canadian ship ot state need not be 
headed on the same rocks while such a warn­
ing may be read by its pilots.

—United States general elections take 

place next Tuesday and both parties are 
closely figuring on their chances for a major­
ity. From the outspoken opinions of the in­
dependent press, it appears that the Demo­
crats stand a strong chance of making sub­
stantial gains, and even the Republican 
bosses admit that their opponents are likely 
to figure advantageously in the results. 
The Democrats have, to a large extent, 
dropped their 16 to 1 argument and are 
dealing heavy blows at the incapacity of the 
the government m exhibited in 
of the Cuban campaign. With all the trou­
ble between Secretary Alger and General 
Miles and their factions, the Republicans are 
at a disadvantage in meeting their oppo­
nents on this issue, especially as the com­
mission appointed to inquire into the charges 
of mal administration, has not yet concluded 
its work. The coming elections will be de­
void of much of the excitement of a presi­
dential contest, but they will determine the 
standing of Congress and Senate for the next 
two years.

A meeting of the directors of the Nova 
Scotia Pork Packing Co. was held on Mon­
day afternoon, 31st ult. Directors present:
F. A. Parker, W. H. Weatherspoon, T. R. 
Jones, G. B. MvGill, A. J. Morrison and G. 
W. Andrews.

Minutes of previous meetings were read 
and approved.

Vacancies on the Board were tilled ae fol­
lows: E. D. Davison, of Bridgewater, in 
place of Hector Mae Lean, deceased, and VV.
G. Clark, of Bear River, in place of Dr. Al­
len Haley, resigned

By unanimous vote E. D. Davison was 
elected President, whereupon Mr. Davison, 
who was present, took the chair.

G. B. McGill then gave a statement of the 
present condition of the company, showing, 
among other things, that $20,000 of capital 
is already subscribed, with promises amount­
ing to about $5,000 more, which, he expected, 
would be subscribed within a few days. 
Under these circumstances the directors de­
cided to push the enterprise with all speed.

The question of a site for the building, 
drainage, etc , was fully discussed, and it 
finally decided to select the site donated by 
Mr. Foas and drain into the river.

Also resolved that operations in laying the 
foundations, etc., be undertaken at as early 
a date as possible, which in the opinion of 
the Board ought to be within two weeks.
