It is unfair to any man to ask him
score a show from Bantam to Asiatic

nd give perfect satisfaction to al], he
an't do it. Every man is bound to
ave some favorite ideal bird and is
Lmost sure to judge all others, more or
r less, by this standard. Our idea of
dging is that all birds should be
cored and the cards up by the night of
he second day of the show, anything
iort of this is unfair to both exhibitors
nd visitors, perhaps intending pur-
hasers. The question arises, how is
is to be brought about? the answer
mply is to employ more judges. Give
ie man the Asiatics, another the Leg-
orns, another Rocks, &c., &c., taking
are to give each judge his partiçular
ecialty.

Some will say, "look at the extra ex-
ense, how is this to be met," will the
xpense be such a large amount extra?
e think not. For instance, suppose
one case you employ a judge and

ay him for three days and in another
u employ three men and pay them
r one day each, the actual expense
r the time employed is the same, the
nly extra expense is the railway fares
and from the show; hotel bill would
the same.

Now look at the advantage you would
ave, first, specialist judges, and second
e judging done in one-third the time,
r surely three judges can do as much,
not more, in one day than one can do

three days. These ideas may be
ude, but we think they may lead in a
ght direction.
