Here, at Salisbury, 1 found our ever-
gieen Archdeacon hard at i, always
coming up smiling, like a guud boxer.
The scrvices on Chnstmas Day were weli
rendered in the very cramped Church
building, and 1 confinmned eight un Christ
mas eve, some of them coming in from
farms around. There was a native class
of seventy men, and Mr. Caulficld has a
guild of white chuldren. . We hop2 some
of the seventy natives may be adm:tted to
Catechumenate before long.  The inter-
pretes’s name is Juu’ o, af present.

I go down to Umtali and the district
on the 17th with a nice pregramme ot
work. Visit to Umtali itseif and to Mr.
Ruxburgh who I hear has won bhis way
well amongst the people generaly, and at
the Railway Camp, thence to 8. Augus
line’s, to visit and nspect the In-
dustrial College, and its new chuich, and
hnuse, bulddinaes, where our * Brethien ™
fiom Lichiicld are, 1 trust, building up a
spititual house ol poayer and work in
cntiie consceration and detachment from

Mission work tas been begun at
tte Critenion Mme.  These unnes wiil
suen have a constderable population, both
of blackmen and white . and the minister
ing to their needs is an important matter
I'he mine managers should help; for
therr black labour is largely Chrstian, and
will be more constant, if they have the
spintual prvileges which they value. 1
fear the white engineers, ctc, will not
generally care so much for religious servi-
ces: but there are many devoul men
amongst them, and the «ffect of religion
in any quantity, howerer small, must be
to dumnish drunkenness, which sorely
Linders the progress of the rining as well
as of all other industry in this country.
It scemed strange to be shown a party of
fifty nauves at work, and be told they
were all Christians, as well as  their
ganger. This last is a very intelligent
man. The progress of Christiamty in
Africa has been very great amengst the
natives.  In reality, there is little preju
dice az2ainst ii, and the white man's re.
liglun is naturally an object of ruspect to
those who leok on the white man as a
supzrivr being.  In fifty years the whole
of South Africa will be nominally Chris-
tan. It is for us to make the Christian-
ity mure than nominal.
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. . . OfGwelo, I think we have every
resson o be thankful for a year’s steady
progress.  Only a year ago I had o hive
atan hotel, amid horrid  surroundings,
sharing an hotel bzdroom with pencraliy
undesirable acquamntances, and holding
wregular and occasional services in the
t.ourt House, whenever it was at hiberty.
Now we have a Chuich hall, in which
there are regular daily and Sunday ser-
vices, txcept when T am away at Victoria
or Sclukwe.  The Church in Gwelo could
never have been placed upon such a good
footin 1n so short a tme had it nnt been
for the htenally providential help derived
from the S P.G.’s grant of four hundred
pounds from the Marniott Bequest.

N power but that of the Gospel could
ever cradicate the cruclty and superstition
represented in a2 recent picture of a
peer crcature whase hustand cut off her
cars, nnse and top lip, and leftthem hang-
g to her face by small tits of skin. He
then chopped through the fingers of her
left harnd, and the thumb ard three
fingers of her rizht hard, and alma-t cut
threugh the one remaming finger, after
which he tied her hands, thus muatdated.
behind Yier tack. and left her o stave.
In this ghastiy ¢ nd.tinn she was found
three days afterwards i an old mcalic
ficld, wahinut any fr-iJ, and brought in ts
Victenia Hospral. 1 heard last week
when 1 was a0 Vicinra that one finges
and nne thumb were saved, and that she
had gone back v her kraal after all her

wounds had been healed. The perpetra-
tor of this sickening cruelty, Mugorli,
maintained his right to do as he liked
with hus own property, hke the Romans
of old with regard 1o their slaves, but he
passed through Gwelo two weeks igo,
sentenced to ten years’ penal servitude.
During the past year also, Matchiakaui,
another Mashona, was hanged for killing
his wife, for alleged witcheraft, by tying
her to a pole and holding her over a wood
fire unul she was burned to death. Such
Lorrors as these naturally arouse in us
feelings of indignation and vindictiveness
until we remember that the ancestors of
whom we are most proud, the early
Britons, were guilty of sunilar atrccities ;
only they did 1t on a larger scale by mak-
g wicker cages, and offered human
burnt sacrifices by the score. And in
Gud's pood providence we have been
thrust right into the very midst of these
raor creatures, and shall 1t be said that
we only care for the gold, that our
Church and our nation do not seem to
reahize their fearful responsibilities? It
must be true, or we should not be so
hampered and hindered for want of men
and means.
