On my way ane Stinl!.j to St. Patrick's Ca-
thedral 1 coulited Outsido one dismal-Iuuking
buildinîg about a dozen Cages,- and, turning a
corner, canlo upon a crowd asscnîblcd ta wituess
a bird show. Thero ivero about fifi>- cages, Inimg
op agninst thîe railings of theo Four Courts, and
tlîo spectators woe critically discussiîig tho re-
spective merits of the imprisoncdl songstcrs.

I have mentioLed Ille Catliedral of. 3t. Patrick.
It ba, as ail the wiorld knows by this time, been
rehailt by tha munificence nad nt soleo ust of Mr.
Guinness, the celebrated portkr brtiver, wlîo ex-
pended open it no less a suin than £200,000
sterling. The late Thomas Moisca, a brevicr of
Montreal, aiso built a churcli and an uiwvraîty
or college nt lus sole expeuse, auci a brother of
the saino firmn built the ncw xviîig of McGîiI
College; and lias agreed to huild the spire of
Trinity Clîurcb.

Vieo Cathedrai of St. Patrick stands on the site
af the oid building, wbicb is said ta ver>- near
the well in wbic b Lt Patrick first baptized bis
converts. In carrying out bis munificent ivork,
il was Mr. Guinness , As to produce a fac
simile or the old building ivithout curtaihnent or
addition. Thi, I amn toid, bas been accurately
accoiaplishied. The C;athedral, wbiehla scruciformn,
consista of a nave, transepts, chair and Lady's
chapel, for wlîich picce of architectural informa-.
tion 1 arn indehted te my guide book. It ls a
hiandsoincand Impasing edifice, but it is situated
iii oae of tie poarest quattera 0f the cii>-, and the
approacli tu it is equally unf,îrttinate. lai flot, it
niay ho pronounced a splendid jewel in a msr
able setting.

Returning froin the Cathedral 1 bail tLe opper-
tunity of ivitnessing an Irish funeral, or ratlier, a
fanerai proceszion. A hearse nd four, decoratedl
ivitb soulo drty ivlitz plumes, was gui .ng along
fuît trot, foiloived b>- upwardg of fi>- j, utiag
cars, six people in each, ail dressed !a thc Lieiglît
Offalslion, the ladies, especiall>- coming out stroiig
ia ail the colours of the rainbowv, iad both moii
and wromcn gily talking as if dte mclanchaly
business the> weore about vras a decided>- plensai, t
alfaiir. "AI,, Lord reat ye," ivas an Irish hegga-es
retort ta a well known miser, wbo hadl refiised
hlma assistance, "lLord rest ye, sir, sure there'il
be inan>- a dry eyc urben ye livre as." There wcre
plenty of Ildry tyca"l opon the prosent occasion,
but 1 uvas informed that 1 slîould nlot regard tho
fact as evincing any uvant of respect for the
decessed. Un tho contrary, thîe long procession of
cars that fullowed told that Le or she ivas lîcld in
high esteemn, ias no invit.ations ara issued to theso
fanerais; but thole Wbo choose, corne of their osvn
frea avilI and at their ouvu capcnse-a ver>- sen-
sible arrangement.
