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population seem to make a moderately geod
living out of fishing and gathering wild fruits,
while the women do such charring and washing
ag the Chinese have mirsed.  What strikes one
ag new is that there are really no poor people
here. If one is willing to work, he or she can
easily procure it. The late terrible disaster
seems to have knit together not a few of the
afflicted families, and prepared the way for a
larger reception of the Gospel message than
would otherwise, perhaps, have been the case.
Several members and adherents of the con-
gation perished by the oxplosion.

“Since Mr. Anderson left, the station at
Wellington has been supplied recenfly by the
Rev. Mr. Christie of Comox. On the Wednes-
day after wmy arrival the congregation here
held a meeting and agreed to endeavour to add
5200 a year to my stipend (in licu of Mr.
Dunsmure’s grant given exclusively for Well-
ington, which at one time was under Mr.
Anderson’s charge). I was very much gratified
with the spirit in whieh this was done.

““At both services the chureh was filled on
the first day, and so it has continued since.
On Wednesday evenings we have between forty
and fifty. What pains me is the indifference
of many Scotch people to ali religious ordinan-
ces.  There is mueh work to be doue without
interfering with other Churches!"”
