It 18 not generally easy to distinguish
hand made from machine paper, be-
cause there are machines which tuen
out rough-cdged paper. Tho Papler
Zeitung points ont n simple menns of
testing: Take a roll or strip of paper
about an inch wlde placed geuntly In
nater 80 that the upper surface keeps
dry. In machine made paper the two
sldes will unrell fu the direction of the
middle or centre, but in handt made pa-
per the aides will unfold {n the form ot
a plate. This shows that the {ihres in
hand made are cqually disposed as to
length and breadth, while fn wachine
made papers they are ¢hiefly extended
in length,
