To the Editor of the Taux WirNEss und Post,

Smm,—If your correspondent, “A Young
Farmer,” will consult some neighbor, who is
a sensible man and a practical farmer, he
will get more usefal information for his pur-
pose than if he wers to read a whole volume
of newspaper correspondence. Different soils
require different treatment, aud general rules
do not always apply to particular cazes.
Farming is learned by practice and by ob-
servation, and not by reading books. I cau
see no great trouble in cultivating ten acres
of potatoes if the farmer has a double mould-
ing plough and a drill grubber; and asto
selling them, if he comes to an understanding
beforehand with a few provision dealers and
ships a car-Joad at a time to Montreal or
elsswhere, he will not have too much trouble,
and he will bave more profit in the end than
it he sold them by the bag on the market,
Bat a8 #A Young Farmer” is probably very
green at the business, perhaps he had better
sow grain and some timothy and clover seeds,
and turn as much of his land as possible into
meadows. With a few years' experience and
observation he will be able to decide all
these matters for himself.

The statement of the affairs of La Banque
Nationale submitted to the shareholders at
the annual meeting in Quebes last Friday,
shows the profits of the year to have been
$195,048.26, to which add $50,000 taken from
the ¢« Rest” and $20,810.42 carried forward
from last yenr at credit of profit and loss,
making a total of $266,758.68. Out of this
amount a dividend of 5 per cent was paid, ab-
sorbing $100,000, $132,185.17 was written off
for ascertained losses, leaving $34,573.51 to
be carried forward at credit of profit and loss
account.

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ASHES.—The local market remaina very
dull, and still lower prices are anticipated.
Daring the last couple of daya sales of pots
have bean masde at $3.70 to $3.75. [Pearls
dull and nominal at $6. Recelpts of potash
during the past week were about 550 bairels,
and of pearls about 40 barrels.

DRY GOODS.—Durlng the past week or
ten days a good many orders have been taken
by travellers now out on their sorting-up
trip, and a healthier feeling seems to per-
vade the country trade thap ai the corres-
ponding period last year. Very few buyers
bave visited the wholesale market here dur-
ing the week, but now that the moving pro-
cess is about over, and flitting housekeepers
have become settled again, the retail dealers
are busy. Remittances fair—about as last
reported.

DRUGS AND CHEMICALS. —The de-
mand from the country trade for general
druga contiunes fairly agtive, but thercis very
little doing s yet in heavy chemicals. Tho
high prices which have heretofore raled
prevented shipments being made to the con-
tinent and although goods to arrive are now
offering freely, buyers are still holding off,
expecting lower prices. When values began
to advance last fall and winter the
American operators bought recklessly and
the market is now glutted with heavy
chemicals. Oplum is easier, since the excite-
ment over the sudden advance in price sub-
sided ; it is expected, however, that in con-
sequence of the short supply it will go still
bigher. Since the st January an advance of
nearly 33} per cent has been established for
cream tartar, which is now quoted here at
35¢ to 37}c; canstic soda, $2.90; bleaching
powder, $2 to 2.20; soda ash, $2 to 2.25;
soda bicarb, $3.30 to 3.50; eal-soda, $1.20
to 1.30; tartaric acid, 53c to 574c, These
are the revised quotations for this week, and
they would doubtless bu shaded for large lots.
No English advices have been received since
the date of our last report.

FURS.—Spring muskrats bave been of-
fering in large numbera during the last few
days, more especially this week, aund prices
bave declined, 17¢ being now about the out-
side figure paid, while a good many, it is re-
ported, have changed bruds at 16¢.  Of other
kinds there is nothing of any conscquence
coming forward, and prices remain nominally
unchaoged.

Ocean grain
Ireights are now offering at 48 per steamer to
Liverpool, and about 48 3d to 48 6d to Lon-
don. Vessel owners, however, have to accept
almost wbat they can get.

HARDWARE AND IRON.—Our wholesale
denlers report a dull market; the mujority
aro now about closing up their spriog busi-
ness, and very few new orders are being re—
ceived as yot. Trade in general hardware is
almost confined to sales of small sorting-up
lots to country dealers throughout Quebec
province. Tin plates are easier, and we have
this week to revise our list of prices, in favor
of purchasers. Cut nauls, also, are weak, nnd

sales are reported to have been made
at trifling concessions on our quota-
tions, but no established change can

be quoted, as yet. The market for pig
iron ie just now thoroughly demoralized, and
pending some movement on the part of opera-
torg or speculators, we deem it unwise to give
quotations; so far as we have heard no sales
bave been made at under $24, but certainly
this figure could not now be obtained. For
ordinary brands of Scotch pig iron merchants
are loth to bid even $20 for even small lots;
one or two of our large houses report that
they do not hold an ounce, and are congratu-
lating themselves over this fact. Remittances
are reported fairly good, there being no reason
to complain.

Only four carlonds were
shipped from the American House yards this
weelt, and to-day there are very few horses in
the stables, while there are not more than seven
or elght American buyersinthe city.

MONTREAL FUEL MARKET.
WeoNEsDAT, May 5.

During the first couple of days in this month
sowe of our leading coaldealers were quite busy
filling out small orders of hard coal for im-
meaate delivery, but the majority of udit-
ting” citizens having been supplied at their
new homes with a falr quantity of tuel, the
coal trade has relapsed into the normal com-
dition again, and I8 at the present very quiet.
There 18 nothing whatever doing as yet
tor future delivery, and the opening of
the spring trade Dbids fair to be
slow. So far only a couple of bargea
of American anthracite coal bave arrived at
this port, but a fleet is expected to reach here
now almost any day this week. All the coal
frozen up last winter in the Chamoly Canal,
and at various points on the Richeliou river,
bas arrived in thls port, some 2,000 or 3,000
tons from thence baving been unloaded in
this barbor during the past fortnight. A
much larger business was done by coal
dealers here during the last month than
during April, 1879, but our leading dealers
are rather backward this spring in plac-
ing their orders with American dealers; this
may, be partially traced to the somewhat un-
settled prices in the States, and is partially
due, no doubt, to the light demand from con-
sumers, who appear to be still holding off for
lower prices. For soft coals, also, the demand
is comparatively light, and orders from manu-
facturers, etc., are usually small. Prices all
round remain as quoted last week.

The wood dealers report an improved de-
mand at the yards during the week from
householders, who have exhausted their
winter supplies, and arenow ordering afresh,
but generally amall lots, as yot.

MONTREAL HAY MARKET.
SATURDAY, May 8,

The demand for hay in this market has im-
proved during the week, and the farmers being
generally busy at home with spring work, the
supply has been rather light, conrequently
pricers bave advanced $2 to $3 per 100
bundles, d8 compared with last Saturday.
The total receipts at College street market
for the week e¢nding to-day. are estimated
at 250 loads, of which about 40 leads were
straw. For good to best Timothy hay,
prices now rangoe at from $10 to 312.50 per
100 bundles, the latter price being the ex-
treme outside figure; inferlor to common
qualities bring from $8 to $10. - The quality
of straw offeing is uniformly good,
but the supply is considerably in ex-
cess of the demand, which is fairly
good, and prices remain unchanged, at from
$2 to $3, and occasionally $3.50 per 100 bun-
dles is paid. Pressed hay is also very scarce,
and under & good demand values have ad-
vanced fully 50c per ton, being now quoted
at $11 wholesale, or $13 per ton and 65c per
cwt., retail.
