It would nppear
thet the above amount was presented at the bank,
purporting to be drawn by the ficia to which the ab-
sconding clerk beloonged, and the signature secmed
to bave been so well fabricated, aad, the cheque was
presented under such circumstances, that ov suspi-
cion was entertained, and the money was paid, The
culpril’s plans sesmed to havo been well laid, far ha
sniled in the Saxonia one of the swiltest of the New
Tork mail packets, on the very day after he got pos-
session of his booty, and berore the forgery was dis-
covered he was fuir on his way acrass the Atlantic.

Mr. Ceely, of Aylesbury,
who is one of our first authorities on the subject of
small pox and vaccination, and who ia one of the
Cattle Plague Commissiouers, wag, wao believe, early
impressed with the resemblance of the eruption to
that of smallpox, and had laid this view before his
medical colleagues. Dr. Sanderson, whosze letter
we pudlish to-day, and who has an important part
of the experimental inquiry now in progress for the
Commigsion, explains the difficulties which have im-
peded experiments. No doubt they will now be
pashed on with activity. Dr. Sanderson, however,
bas, it wi:l be seen, grave doubts of the validity of
the anology on which Dr. Murchisan 8o strongly in-
gists, and which he supports with eo much learning
and acuteness. The majority of those who have
inveatigated the matter at all concur with Dr,
Murcbison. Bezides Mr. Ceely's first impulse in this
direction, and the observations ot the Norwick Medi-
cal Commities, we have Mr. Rayner, of Uxbridge,
rp experienced and able practitioner, who ab once
Getected independently the resemblance of the com-
municated eruption on the one band of Hancock to
cowpox; then Dr. Qunin, who saw the same patient
Professor Spooner. and Dr. Murchison. Mr. Haococle
wag brought by Dr. Quain on Tuesday night to the
Pathological Society. We give mn account of the
discussion which ensued. But discussion is of litule
avail where experiment can decide. An uonexpected
diflicelty bas arisen, it is true, in the allezed de-
ficiency of vaecine matter at the National Vaccine
Institution. It is said that the authorities there do
not feel justified in giving up for bensis what wae
meaot undoubtedly for all mankind: bat then for
mankind orly  They have not funds to ebtain and
gupply the quantities usked from them since the pub-
lication of Dr. Murchison's psper. Tois diflicuity,
however, wo appresend caz scom be got over.—
Meanwhile, we hope private practitioners, having
smallpox cases or receut vacciantion oo hand, will
prepare points and lend their 2id in distributing
them. Dr. Murchison is personally in want of vac-
cine matter at this moment for himeelf and various
correzpondents,

A Swigurar Oase 1N BALTiMORE.—A case has
come to trinl in Ballimore and dismaissed by the pro-
secution on account of inability to sustain the in-
dictmeant, which intereats a large class of persoos in
that city. Itis another story of partisan and secta-
rian malignity directed against Dr. Wm. H. Stokes,
a member of the Protestant Episcopal Church and
some Sisters of Charity who were indicted with
bim. The indictment averred that Dr. Stokes and
Sister Euphemia, who was io charge ot Mount Hope
Inatitution from Juune, 1864, had conspired, by fulee
pretences and representations, to entice people hav-
ing the care of insane persons to place tiem at
Mount Hope, in charge of said conspirators in or-
der to cheat and defraud them of whet money thoy
might pey for board, The fulse pretence on the
part of Dr, Btokes was alleged to have been in his
published reporta which he knew to be false and
which were caleulated to mislead, by making the
public believe Mount Hope to be a well managed in-
stitution, whereas, in fact, it was not, but was used
to confine people improperly, and to wrong and mal-
treat them, &c., &c. Prewty eerious charges. To
the indictment the defendants demurred. The pro-
gecution introduced Dr. Stokee’s reports covering
twenty years, which were objected to by the defend-
ant oo the obvious ground that tkey covored a space
of eighteen yeara prior to tbe connection of Sister
Eupbemia, his alleged co-conspirator, with the insti-
tution aod beyond the scope of the period named
in tbe indictment. The Judge, however, allowed
the reports to he given in evidence—not to all in-
tents, a8 offered, but with qualifications and restric—
tions, and the next question arose as to the charac-
ter of proof by which their integrity might be aa-
suiled. Upon this pojnt the Qourt ruled, that if the
prosecution desired 1o establish the guilt of the par.
ties and the falsebood of the Reports- by proof, of
spacific acts of misconduct, they must, of course,
prove Lhose acts to kave been committed with the
participation, or, at least, knowledge of the accused.
This the counsel for the progecution confessed their
inability to do. In: other words they substaatially
admitted, in open court, that they could not convict
tbe jarties thus wantoaly agesiled, wilhout being
ajlowed to attempt'to prave facts, in which the ‘de-

fendants had no part, and of which \hey had never
even had a knowledge., = Boston Pifo!.
