As statea, the Plastics 1Lndusty comprises 3,340 companies of
which some 3,000 are plastics processors, while the
remaining include 125 manufacturers, 50 distributors of
machinery ana equipment for the plastics incasty,” 10
proaucers oI machlnery ana equipment, 30 recycling companies
ana 15 primary petrochemical producers. These companies are
primarily located 1n the Mexico City area (6J%) and the
surrounding area in the State of Mexico (20%) followed by
Monterrey (8%), Guadalajara (6%) and Puebla (3%).

The plastics manufacturing lndustry currently has some
20,000 machinery-equipment installea wlith the majority being
used for processing by injection and eXtrus.on processes.

PRODUCTION

Within the plastics prccessing indutry the large majority of
companies use injection and extrusion processes, and these
areas are reportea to have excess installed capacity and not
expected to register hich arowth rates 1in tnhe future. oOn
the other hand, specla.ty-products and other more
sophisticated processes should offer excellent opportunities
in the future since there 1s a deficit of production 1in
these areas.
