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ARTICLE III

The airline designated by each Contracting Party shall enjoy, while oper
ing the agreed services, the rights:

(i) to fly its aireraf t across the territory of the other Contracting Pai
(ii) to make stops ln the sald territory for non-trafici purposes; and

(iii) subject to the provisions of Article VI, to make stops in the said t
ritc>ry at the points specified in thec Annex to this Agreement for
pwrpoaes of settiug clown and picking up international traffic i~n p
sengers, cargo and mail.

ARTICLE IV

(A) Each of the agreed services may be inaugurated inunediately or ai
later date at the option of the Contiracting Party to whomi the rights are grant
on condition that:

(i) the Cointracting Party to whom. the rights have been granted sli
have clesignated an airline (hereinafter referred to as a "designal
airline") fori thue specifled routes;

(ii) the Contracting Party which grants the rights shahl have given
the designated airline the appropriate operating permission
accordance wlth its laws and regulations, and it shail do so wlth 1
least pssible delay.

(B) The deinted airine may ha required to satisfy the aeronautical a
thorities of the Contracting Party granting thea rights that it is quialified

ufluah conditions prescribed bzy or uer the laws and regulations norin
applied by thoçse auflaorities to the operation of interationual air services.

ARTICLE V
