The Department of External Affairs today issued the
Lfollowing information concerning the progrzmme for the forth-
coning visit to Canzda of Pandit Jewsherlal Nehru, Prime Minister
of India. It will be recalled that news of Pandit Nehrut's visit
to this country was announced by Mr. St. Laurent in the House of
Commons on londay, October 3. :

Pendit Nehru will arrive in Ottawa on Sunday evening,
Octuber 23, for a stay of two days. He will pay an unofficial
visit to Vanccuver on November 2 and 3.

On his visit to Ottawa, Pandit Nehru will be accompanied
by his sister, Her Excellency Vijaya Lakshmi Pandit, Ambassador
or India in the Uaited States, and by his daughter Mrs. Indira
Gandhi. His party will also include the Honourable Sir Girja
Shonkar Bejpei, Secretary-General of the Indisn Ministry of
External Allairs, Ur. i, O. Mathei, Private Secretary to the -
Prire Minis%er, Briendier D. Chaudhuri, Militery Atteche, and
Colonel Uuni Hayar, Public Relations Officer.
